By 2020, at the latest, people are aware of the
values of biodiversity and the steps they can take to

conserve and use it sustainably.
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Target3

By 2020, at the latest, incentives, including subsidies,
harmful to biodiversity are eliminated, phased out or
reformed in order to minimize or avoid negative impacts,
and positive incentives for the conservation and
sustainable use of biodiversity are developed and applied,
consistent and in harmony with the Convention and other
relevant international obligations, taking into account

national socio economic conditions.
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Targeth

By 2020, the rate of loss of all natural habitats,
including forests, is at least halved and where
feasible brought close to zero, and degradation
and fragmentation is significantly reduced.
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The Nagara Estuary Dam has prevented the
conservation of the estuary’s biological diversity.

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Target 18
By 2020, the traditional knowledge, innovations and practices of
indigenous and local communities relevant for the conservation
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sustainable use of biodiversity, and their customary use of
ogical resources, are respected, subject to national legislation
relevant international obligations, and fully integrated and

reflected in the implementation of the Convention with the full
and effective participation of indigenous and local communities,
at all relevant levels.
