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	In Brazil we are developing a risk analysis framework to prioritize potential invasive species for prevention, early detection and rapid response. The framework will include EICAT scheme (Environmental Impact Classification of Alien Taxa) to assess potential impacts, as well as likelihood of entry, establishment and invasion. For risk management, the framework will include specific criteria to assess feasibility. 
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	Another issue related to invasive species and climate change is that for some species climate change will restrict native range suitable areas and enlarge suitable areas in the non-native range. This will imply in concerns about conservation and invasive species management regarding the same species. One example is the tambaqui fish (Colossoma macropomum) in South America. This species is very important for local fisheries in the Amazon and has been introduced for fish farming in other rivers in Brazil, where it became invasive. A study1 about the effects of climate change on the native and non-native distribution of Colossoma macropomum using ecological niche modelling found that, considering the forecast climate scenario, many climatically suitable areas for the occurrence of C. macropomum are located outside its native range. In addition, simulations of future geographic ranges revealed drastic range contraction in the native region. The results imply in concerns on C. macropomum conservation as well as on native fish conservation in the C. macropomum non-native range.

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	It is important to mention the lack of studies and evaluations about the impacts of invasive species on social, economic and cultural values, especially in developing countries.  I would like to highlight the lack of information about impacts of invasive alien species regarding Brazilian indigenous peoples. So far, we have no study on the subject.
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
