I INTRODUCTION

In situ conservation, sustainable use of biological diternd the fair and equitable sharing of benefits
arising from the use of genetic resources are dig@nupon properly maintaining sufficient natural
habitat. Protected areas, together with consemvasastainable use and restoration initiativeshim t
wider land-and seascape are essential componentstianal and global biodiversity conservation
strategies. They provide a range of goods and gimalbservices while preserving natural and cultura
heritage. They can contribute to poverty alleviatiby providing employment opportunities and
livelihoods to people living in and around themablidition, they also provide opportunities for wash
including for adaptive measures to cope with clenalhange, environmental education, recreation and
tourism. As a result, most countries have developesy/stem of protected areas. The protected-area
network now covers about 11 per cent of Earth’dl lamrface. Less than 1 per cent of the Earth’smeari
area is covered. The central role of protectedsaireamplementing the objectives of the Conventiais
been repeatedly emphasized in decisions of thegtemée of Parties. They form a vital element of the
various thematic programmes of work, namely, madne coastal biological diversity, inland water
ecosystems biological diversity, dry and sub-hutaits biological diversity, forest biological digéy

and mountain biological diversity.

Given their many benefits, protected areas are iitapb instruments for meeting the Convention’s
targets of significantly reducing the rate of bigatsity loss by 2010. However, according to thet bes
available data on the status and trends on prateateas (see UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/9/5), the current
global systems of protected areas are not suffigidarge, sufficiently well-planned, nor sufficityn
well-managed to maximize their contribution to hieasity conservation. Therefore, there is an urgen
need to take action to improve the coverage, reptaiveness and management of protected areas
nationally, regionally and globally.

The Convention on Biological Diversity works withamy partner organizations, conventions and
initiatives in facilitating conservation and susle use through protected areas. These inclugle th
IUCN World Commission on Protected Areas (WCPA) tHNEP World Conservation Monitoring
Centre (UNEP-WCMC); the International Maritime Ongaation (IMO); the World Resources Institute
(WRI); The Nature Conservancy (TNC); the World Wigiend for Nature (WWF); the UNESCO Man
and Biosphere programme (MAB); the UNESCO World itdge Convention; the Convention on
Wetlands of International Importance especially \Wsaterfowl Habitat (Ramsar Convention); the
Convention on the Conservation of Migratory SpeciedVild Animals and the associated agreements;
the Convention on Trade in Endangered Species &d Yauna and Flora (CITES); (EU) the United
Nations Forum on Forests (UNFF); the Global Envinent Facility (GEF), International Convention for
Regulation of Whaling (ICRW); Food and Agricultu@ganization of the United Nations (FAO); UN
Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS); indigenmrganizations, other stakeholders and
industry; and various regional agreements and progres.

The present programme of work on protected areasirfes goals and activities that are specific to
protected areas. Some elements of existing progemnohwork on forests, inland waters, dry and sub-
humid lands, coastal and marine and mountain bicdbgliversity as well as the Global Strategy for
Plant Conservation and the Global Taxonomy Initeatalso apply to protected areas. The goals and
activities contained in these existing programmis/ark should also be applied and implemented, as
and whenever appropriate for their respective ptetbareas. Other relevant guidelines developedrund
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cross-cutting issues of the CBD should also bentéhi® account when implementing the programme of
work.

The World Summit on Sustainable Development, inAtan of Implementation, has stated that the
achievement of the 2010 target requires new andtiadal financial and technical resources for
developing countries, and that the progress inbéistament and maintenance of a comprehensive,
effectively managed, and ecologically representatijobal system of protected areas is of crucial
importance for achieving the 2010 target. The W3®0 called for provision of financial and techiica
support for activities in this field, recognizingat funding for this purpose generally should csinsf a
mixture of national and international resources amclude the whole range of possible funding
instruments such as public funding, debt for nasweaps, private funding, remuneration from services
provided by protected areas, and taxes and fabge aational level for the use of ecological sesic

I OVERALL PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE PROGRAMME OF WORK

The overall purpose of the programme of work ontgmied areas is to support the establishment and
maintenance by 2010 for terrestrial and by 2012farine areas of comprehensive, effectively managed
and ecologically representative national and regi@ystems of protected areas that collectivigtiger
