2/1. Review of progress towards Aichi Biodiversity Target 16 on the Nagoya Protocol 

The Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Nagoya Protocol 

1. Urges Parties to the Nagoya Protocol to take further steps towards the effective 

implementation of the Protocol, including by establishing institutional structures as appropriate and 

legislative, administrative or policy measures for implementing the Protocol and, without prejudice to the 

protection of confidential information, to make all relevant information available to the Access and 

Benefit-sharing Clearing-House, in accordance with the Protocol; 

2. Reiterates the need for capacity-building and development activities, including technical 

training and support, as provided, for example, by the ABS Capacity Development Initiative, as well as 

financial resources to support the implementation of the Nagoya Protocol in accordance with decision 

NP-1/8 on measures to assist in capacity-building and capacity development (Article 22), which contains 

the strategic framework for capacity-building and development to support the effective implementation of 

the Nagoya Protocol; 

3. Invites Parties and other Governments to implement the International Treaty on Plant 

Genetic Resources for Food and Agriculture

 and the Nagoya Protocol in a mutually supportive manner, 

as appropriate.
