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Subject: Celebration of the International 

Biodiversity Day 2006 in Cameroon.

The International Day of Biodiversity 2006 was celebrated in Cameroon in pomp and splendour. Several activities were organised nationwide commencing on the 16th of May 2006 and ending with the commemoration of the Day on 22nd May 2006.


The Resident Representative of the UNDP in Cameroon, coordinator of UN activities in the country, read the Message of the UN Secretary General on the occasion and the Minister of the Environment and Nature Protection in Cameroon opened the one day workshop where several speakers presented papers on the theme “Protect Biodiversity in Drylands: Achieving the 2010 Biodiversity Target”.


The event was punctuated in Yaoundé by a prize award ceremony to children who participated in the Quiz and a Drama entitled: “Let us prevent the marriage between the Sahara and Kalahari”. More than a hundred participants participated in the Round Table in Yaoundé. At the level of the ten provinces, celebrations were chaired by the Governors or their representatives.
