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Ninth meeting of the Ad hoc Open-ended Working Group on
Access and Benefit-Sharing

Visit to Toyooka, Hyogo Prefecture and Tokyo

The first session of the ninth meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-
ended Working Group on Access and Benefit- sharing
(WGABS 9) was held in Cali, Colombia from 22-28 March
2010, with over 500 participants attending. The meeting was
opened by the ABS Co-Chairs Timothy Hodges and Fernando
Casas, followed by statements by Yadir Salazar, Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Colombia; Jochen Flasbarth, on behalf of
the COP-9 President; Ahmed Djoghlaf, CBD Executive Secre-
tary; U.N. Secretary General (via video message); and Carlos
Martin-Novella, UNEP. The meeting continued the negotia-
tion of the international regime on ABS, with a focus on con-
solidation of all operational text developed at the seventh and
eighth meetings of the Working Group. The Working Group
adopted a draft protocol proposed by the Co-Chairs as a basis
for further negotiations. The draft is found in Annex I to the
meeting report. The delegates agreed to suspend the meeting
and resume the ninth meeting in June/July 2010 with the finan-
cial support of the Government of Japan.

Pursuant to paragraphs 17 and 22 of COP Decision IX/12 on
access and benefit sharing, the regional consultation for African
countries took place on 4-6 March 2010, in Windhoek, Namibia,
through the generous financial support of the Government of
Denmark, and in close collaboration between the ABS Capacity
Development Initiative for Africa which is implemented by the
Deutsche Gesellschaft fur Zusammenarbeit GmbH. The consul-
tation provided an opportunity for the participants from the re-
gion to consult and exchange views on the components of the
international regime during the intersessional period with a view
to finalizing the negotiations of the international regime at the
WGABS-9 meeting.

Statements were also
delivered by: Honourable Rejoice Mabudafhasi, Deputy Minis-
ter of the Environment of South Africa, Chair of the African
Ministerial Conference on the Environment (AMCEN) and Head
of the Network on Women and Biodiversity; Honourable Ne-
tumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah, the Minister of Environment and Tour-
ism of Namibia; and Honourable Karen Ellemann, the Danish
Minister for the Environment. The meeting, which saw the par-
ticipation of African leaders and high-level officials from more
than 43 countries, is the last opportunity for ministers from Afri-
can countries to bring their efforts together to ensure that the
international regime responds to the needs of Africa and its peo-
ple and that all efforts

ing the Urban Divide, in which UN-Habitat estimates that a total
of 227 million people in the world have moved out of slum con-
ditions since 2000, meaning governments have collectively sur-
passed the Millennium Development target of moving people
out of poverty by 2.2 times.

The Secretariat held an exhibition booth presenting the activities
of the Global Partnership on Cities and Biodiversity, took part in
dialogues on “Sustainable urbanisation: Cities in a Changing
Climate” and sessions on resilience, adaptation and mitigation
and in several of the events related to climate change and urban
environment.

It also allowed the
exchange of relevant national and regional experiences within
the Mesoamerican subregion countries. At the end of the work-
shop, participants expressed that they felt better prepared to
work with other members of their respective indigenous and
local communities on these topics and more knowledgeable
about the processes of the Convention and how to participate
effectively to influence the results., and have acquired a better
understanding of the agenda and the issues currently being ad-
dressed in the processes towards COP 10.
