Annotations to the provisional agenda

INTRODUCTION

1. In decision VIII/12, paragraph 4, the Conferencdhaf Parties to the Convention on Biological

Diversity decided to establish an Ad Hoc TechniEgbert Group on Technology Transfer and Scientific
and Technological Cooperation with a view to cdllenalyse and identify ongoing tools, mechanisms,
systems and initiatives to promote the implemeotatf Articles 16 to 19 of the Convention, and to

propose strategies for practical implementatiorthef programme of work on technology transfer and
scientific and technical cooperation adopted byGbaference of the Parties in its decision VI11/29.

2. In paragraph 10 of decision VIII/12, the Conferent¢he Parties also decided that the mandate
of the Ad Hoc Technical Expert Group shall be as @é in decision VII/29, paragraph 7, which
requested the Executive Secretary, with the assistaf an expert group on technology transfer and
scientific and technical cooperation, to: (i) prepgproposals on options to apply institutional,
administrative, legislative and policy measures amgthanisms to facilitate access to and adaptafion
technologies by developing countries and countwéh economies in transition, and to (ii) explore
possibilities and mechanisms of cooperation witbcpsses in other Conventions and international
organizations.

3. In accordance with this decision, the Executiver&acy established the expert group and the
results of the consultation were submitted to thghtd meeting of the Conference of the Parties as
document UNEP/CBD/8/19/Add.2. In decision VIII/1the Conference of the Parties took note of the
proposals and of the exploration contained in tisument, and invited Parties to make submissions
thereon to the Executive Secretary no later thamwr foonths prior to the meeting of the Ad Hoc
Technical Expert Group. The Conference of the Baméquested the Executive Secretary to analyse the
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views submitted and to forward the results togetitr the proposals and the views of Parties toAte
Hoc Technical Expert Group for its work.

4, The report of the Ad Hoc Technical Expert Groupl wié submitted to the Conference of the
Parties at its ninth meeting. As requested by dwtiglll/12, the compilation of the views of Padigvill
be annexed to the report.

5. The Executive Secretary is convening the Ad Hochhaal Expert Group on Technology
Transfer and Scientific and Technological Cooperatiwith the financial assistance from the
Government of Spain, and in cooperation with theitésh Nations Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD) and the United Nations Envirent Programme (UNEP). Participants in the
Workshop were selected from among government-datédrexperts, based on their expertise and taking
into account gender balance and fair and equitg@egraphical distribution. Representatives of
stakeholder organizations and international orgditins will also attend the meeting.

6. The meeting of the Group will take place in Gen&itzerland, at the Palais des Nations, room
XXV, from 10-12 September 2007. Registration oftiggyants will start at 8 a.m. on Monday 10

THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ARTICLES16 TO 19 OF THE
CONVENTION

11. Following a brief introduction by the Secretarieperts will be invited to share their knowledge
of, and experiences with, existing tools, mechagjsaystems and initiatives to promote technology
transfer and scientific and technological cooperatin accordance with Articles 16 to 19 of the
Convention. Representatives of UNCTAD and UNEP willke presentations on their pertinent work.
Participating representatives of stakeholders ahdrdnternational organization will also be indteo
share their knowledge and experience as well espiort on pertinent activities of their organizaso

12. In accordance with decision VIII/12, the Group nweigh to use the mandate set out in decision
VII/29, paragraph 7, to structure its deliberationsthis agenda item:

(@ Preparation of proposals on options to apply imstihal, administrative, legislative and
policy measures and mechanisms, including bestipea¢ as well as to overcome barriers, to fatdita
access to and adaptation of technologies in thdigpulomain and to proprietary technologies by
developing countries and countries with economiesransition; and in particular, on measures and
mechanisms that:

()  Foster an enabling environment in developing angtld@ed countries for cooperation
as well as the transfer, adaptation and diffusiorelevant technologies;

(i) Present obstacles that impede transfers of reletactinologies from developed
countries;

(i) Provide, in accordance with existing internationdligations, incentives to private-
sector actors as well as public research institigtiom developed country Parties, to
encourage cooperation and transfer of technologiedeveloping countries, through,
e.g., technology transfer programmes or joint-viesgu

(iv)  Promote and advance priority access for Partighdaesults and benefits arising from
technologies based upon genetic resources prowgd¢dose Parties, in accordance with
Article19, paragraph 2 of the Convention, and tonpote the effective participation in
related technological research by those Patrties;

(v)  Promote innovative approaches and means of tecgmatansfer and cooperation such
as Type 2 partnerships, in accordance with the ooogcof the World Summit on
Sustainable Development, or transfers among aatorslving in particular the private
sector and civil society organizations;

(b) Exploration of possibilities and mechanisms of @ragion with processes in other
Conventions and international organizations, sushtte UNFCCC Expert Group on Technology
Transfer (EGTT).

13. In decision VIII/17, on private sector engageméing, Conference of the Parties invited the Ad
Hoc Technical Expert Group on Technology Transfed &cientific and Technical Cooperation to
address the role of the private sector in achietliegthree objectives of the Convention and to iclams
the relevance of decision VIII/17 for the work dfet Expert Group, and to report thereon to the
Conference of the Parties. The Expert Group may wastake this invitation into consideration in its
deliberations, and to report on it accordingly.
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14, Document UNEP/CBD/AHTEG-TTSTC/2 was prepared ineorb assist the Group in its work.
This document is an updated version of document RISBD/COP/8/INF/9, which was prepared further
to activity 3.1.2 of the programme of work on teclugy transfer and scientific and technological
cooperation. This activity tasked the Executive r8egy to compile and synthesize information,
including case studies, on institutional, admirmigte, legislative and policy frameworks that faate
access to and adaptation of technologies in thégpdbmain and to proprietary technologies, esghcia
by developing countries and countries with econsnmetransition. As the information provided inghi
document is relevant for the collection, analysid alentification of ongoing tools, mechanisms teyss
and initiatives to promote the implementation oftidles 16 to 19 of the Convention, and as it is
structured in accordance with the mandate setropaiagraph 7 of decision VII/29, the Group mayhwis
to consider using the document as a basis foeltbarations under this agenda item.

ITEM 4. DEVELOPMENT OF STRATEGIESFOR PRACTICAL
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROGRAMME OF WORK ON
TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER AND SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL
COOPERATION

15. The Secretariat will introduce document UNEP/CBDWEG-TTSTC/3 prepared by the
Secretariat to assist the Group in its work. Thisuinent provides an analysis of the views submitted
the initial proposals contained in document UNEFXBBOP/8/19/Add.2. The document also provides
information on other relevant decisions and recondaéons, and identifies a number of strategic
elements that the group may wish to take into agtcouits consideration and further elaboratiorthaf
initial proposals into a strategy for implementitige programme of work. As requested by decision
VIII12, the initial proposals are made availablethie Expert Group as document UNEP/CBD/AHTEG-
TTSTC/3/Add.1, and the compilation of views subaiitis available as document UNEP/CBD/AHTEG-
TTSTC/INF/1.

16. One of the suggested strategic elements is theltdéum of a Biodiversity Technology Initiative.
Such a suggestion was already included in theesadibcument (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/19/Add.2) and,
further to this suggestion, the Conference of theti®s requested the Executive Secretary to explore
possibilities of developing a “Biodiversity Techngl Initiative”, taking into account the Climate
Technology Initiative (CTI) (see decision Vlll/1@aragraph 15). A report providing such an explorati
will be made available to the Group as document BNIBD/AHTEG-TTSTC/INF/2.

17. Under this item, the Expert Group may also wishtdke into consideration the invitation
expressed by the Conference of the Parties aigitghemeeting, as described in paragrafhabove, and
to report on it accordingly

18. The Group may also wish to take into consideratioe sub-section on priority areas for
capacity-building, access to and transfer of tetdgyand technology cooperation, of recommendation
2/1 of the Second Meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-endkxtking Group on Review of Implementation of
the Convention, which took place in Paris, from33ily 2007.

ITEM5  DEVELOPMENT OF AN INDICATOR FOR TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER
ASPART OF THE FRAMEWORK FOR ASSESSING PROGRESS
TOWARDSTHE 2010 TARGET

19. In decision VII/30, the Conference of the Partielo@ed a provisional framework for assessing
progress towards the 2010 biodiversity target, @ad identified a number of indicators for develaoimn
by SBSTTA or working groups, including an indicafor technology transfer. In Annex IV of decision
VIII/15, the Conference of the Parties invited Rartand other Governments to submit informatiomon
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indicator for technology transfer, and invited #ert group on technology transfer and scientifid
technological cooperation to consider this matter.

20. This invitation by the Conference of the Partiemedurther to a similar recommendation by
SBSTTA at its tenth meeting. Further to this intida, the issue was considered by the expert gooup
technology transfer and scientific and technoldgicmperation established by the Executive Segretar
pursuant to decision VI1I/29, at its meeting in Nmar 2005. The existing work under the CBD brought
to the attention of the meeting, and the outcomb@fdiscussion were summarized in the progresstrep
on implementation with regard to technology transfed scientific and technological cooperation that
was submitted to the Conference of the Partiets a&ighth meeting (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/19). For ease of
reference, the relevant information is reproduceddcument UNEP/CBD/AHTEG-TTSTC/4, which the
Expert Group may wish to consider using as a basits consideration of the matter.
