• Consistent with UN reform

• Consistent with Paris 

declaration on aid 

effectiveness

to country needs 

• Provide a coherent platform 

for all actors

• Strengthen cooperation and 

partnerships + with private 

sector

• Impact significantly on socio-

economic development in the 

provision of environmental 

goods and services.
