Survey to identify joint capacity-building needs for gender mainstreaming in  

the implementation of the three Rio Conventions 

Dear Madam/Sir, 

The Secretariats of the three Rio Conventions – the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate 

Change (UNFCCC), the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), and the United Nations Convention to 

Combat Desertification (UNCCD) – are working together to identify and develop opportunities for joint 

capacity building on gender issues with Parties and stakeholders under each of the Conventions.  This includes 

an initiative that is being carried out, in collaboration with the Global Environment Facility and the United 

Nations Institute for Training and Research, to develop an online training course on gender and environmental 

issues with modules on the thematic issues addressed by each Convention (climate change, biodiversity and land 

degradation).
