Biodiversity; Projects and initiatives that support achievement of Aichi Biodiversity Target 1; and those that 

support transformational change.  

Cartagena Protocol: Innovative ways of communicating to new audiences on activities of 15 years of the 

Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety and the entry into force of its Supplementary Protocol on Liability and 

Redress. 

Nagoya Protocol:  Communicating the ways that access and benefit-sharing contributes to the Sustainable 

Development Goals. The focus should be on new technologies that enable interactive communication. 

The Secretariat invites Parties, other Governments and relevant organizations, including those representing 

indigenous peoples and local communities, to express their interest to participate at the CEPA Fair at their earliest 

convenience, but no later than 1 September 2018 by sending a message to cepa.fair@cbd.int.  Please note that due to 

restricted room capacity, only a limited number of participants can be offered the opportunity to showcase their work.
