Sri Lanka - Silver Award 

Guinea-Bissau - Bronze Award  

 

In addition, certificates of achievement were presented to Canada, Guatemala, Honduras and 

Malaysia.  

I would like to congratulate the Parties that won an award or received a certificate of achievement, 

and thank all Parties that have made efforts to strengthen their national clearing-house mechanisms. I 

would also like to take this opportunity to thank the jury members for their time in reviewing the 

nominated national clearing-house mechanisms in order to determine the award winners. I am confident 

that the third round of awards, to be given out at COP 15, will build on the momentum of the first two 

rounds and further motivate Parties to make their national clearing-house mechanisms an effective tool to 

support the implementation of their national biodiversity strategies and action plans and the objectives of 

the Convention.
