Present: putting forward national biodiversity actions based on strengthened
NBSAPs aligned with the post-2020 global biodiversity framework and its
global targets.

Review: reviewing the implementation of the framework with updated
national reports, and then regularly assessing progress during a global
biodiversity stocktake.

Ratchet: strengthening the delivery of biodiversity plans and actions, to
progressively close the implementation gap.
