[. INTRODUCTION

1 This report is prepared in keeping with decision 111/24 of the Conference of the Parties which
requested the Executive Secretary to prepare a quarterly report on the administration of the Convention
including such matters as the staff lists, status of contributions, progress on the implementation of the
medium term work programme and financial expenditures. The requirements to report on aregular basis
to the Parties were further elaborated under the Administrative Arrangements between the Secretariat
and UNEP which were endorsed by the Conf erence of the Partiesin decision IV/17.

2. The Executive Secretary has prepared this Quarterly Report which contains a summary of key
activities implementing the decisions of the Conference of the Parties and other relevant matters during
the period 1 October to 31 December 2001.

. EXECUTIVE DIRECTION AND MANAGEMENT

3. In early October, the Secretariat organized the second meeting of the Intergovernmental
Committee on the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety (ICCP-2) in Nairobi, Kenya. A joint meeting of the
ICCP and COP Bureaux was dso held in Nairobi following the meeting.

4. The Secretariat, with the generous financial support from the Government of Germany, organized
the first meeting of the Ad hoc Openended Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing in Bonn,
Germany, from 22-26 October 2001. The meeting adopted the draft International Guidelines on Access
and Benefit-sharing as well as an Action Plan for capacity building to be submitted to COP-6 when it
meetsin April 2002 in The Hague. On the margins of this meeting, the Secretariat participated in the
International Indigenous Biodiversity Forum of the Globd Biodiversity Forum (GBF).

5. The seventh meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice
(SBSTTA-7) was held in Montreal, from 12-16 November. The meeting was preceded by a one-day
meeting of the Informal Advisory Committee (IAC) of the Clearing-house Mechanism of the CBD. A
three-day Open-ended Inter-sessional Mesting on the Strategic Plan, National Reports and Implementation
of the Convention followed the meeting of SBSTTA-7 from 19-21 November also in Montreal. The
Ecosystem Conservation Group (ECG) held a meeting on the margins of SBSTTA-7.

6. The third and last meeting of the CBD-UNESCO Consultative Working Group on Biodiversity
Education and Public Awareness took place in Bilbao, Spain from 57 November 2001.

7. Additionally, during the last quarter of 2001, the Secretariat organized a number of other important
meetings namely: a one-day meeting of the Liaison Group on Article 8(j) (Montreal, 9 October); A
Workshop on Incentive Measures (Montreal, 10-12 October), and the first meeting of the Ad hoc
Technica Expert Group on Marine and Coastal Protected Areas (22-26 October, Leigh, New Zealand).

8. The Internationa Symposium on Managing Biodiversity in Agricultural Ecosystems was held in
Montreal, on 810 November 2001. This meeting is funded and organized by the United Nations
Univergity in collaboration with McGill University and with input from the CBD.
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9. The Secretariat was represented at the high level segment of the fifth session of the Conference
of the Parties to the Convention to Combat Desertification (Geneva, 8-12 October); and participated at the
following meetings: the meeting on the Collaborative Partnership on Forests (New Y ork, 8-9 October); the
second technical design workshop for the Millennium Ecosystem Assessment (South Africa, 811
October); the seventh session of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention Framework on Climate
Change (Marrakech, 29 October); the fourth Globa Meeting of Regiona Seas Conventions and Action
Plans (Montreal, 21-23 November); the first Intergovernmental Review of the Globa Programme of
Action for the Protection of the Marine Environment from land-based Activities (Montred, 26-20
November); the fourth meeting of the Open-ended Intergovernmental Group of Ministers on International
Environmental Governance (Montreal, 30 November to 1 December); and the eighteenth session of the
GEF Council (Washington, D.C., 57 December).

10. Furthermore, and on the margins of the GEF Council meeting, ajoint liaison group meeting
between the Executive Secretaries of the Climate Change (UNFCCC), Desertification (UNCCD) and
Biodiversity (CBD) secretariats and the officers of their relevant subsidiary bodies was held in
Washington, D.C. on 6 December 2001.

11. The Secretariat was aso active in other relevant international fora and participated in numerous
meetings including: the workshop on the CBD and Environmental Governance (United Kingdom, 8
October), the General Assembly of the Global International Water Assessment (Sweden, 9-11 October);
the workshop on Management of Invasive Alien Species (Brazil, 17-19 October); the meeting on
Biodiversity and Human Health (New Y ork, 26-30 October); the regiona workshop on conservation and
sustainable use of agro-biodiversity: bioprospecting, access and benefit-sharing (Barbados, 5-6
November); the Southern Africa Regional Training Workshop on the Clearing-house Mechanism (Maawi,
26-30 November); a Global Conference on Oceans and Coasts at Rio+10 (France, 3-7 December);
WIPO's Intergovernmental Committee on Intellectual Property and Genetic Resources (Geneva, 10-14
December) and the AOSIS Workshop on Trade, Sustainable Development and Small Idand States
(Jamaica, 12-15 December).

12. Recruitment is underway to fill two senior professional positions; and the selected candidates are
expected to report on duty during the first quarter of 2002.

1. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS
A. Personnel Arrangements

13. During the reporting period, the Secretariat had 30 regularized Professiona staff members and
20 regularized Genera Service staff members funded from the core budget. Additionally, 10 Professional
postsand 5 General Service posts were funded from other sources. Between October and December
2001 the following staff members joined the Secretariat: Mr. Markus Lehmann, Economist (SEL), Ms.
Michelle Gauthier, Programme Officer Agricultura Biodiversity (STTM), Mr. Lijie Cai, Programme
Officer, National Reports (1&O), and Mr. Ryan Hill, Programme Officer Scientific Assessments
Biosafety (BS). For more information, please refer to the attached staff list and organigram (Annex |
Appendix 1, and Annex || respectively).

B. Financial Arrangements

14. With regard to budgetary matters, as at 31 December 2001, of the total pledged contributions of
US$6,598,350 for 2001 to the Generd Trust Fund for the Convention on Biological Diversity (BY Trust
Fund), the total contributions received amounted to US$6,111,473. A balance of US$486,877 is il
outstanding for 2001. Additionally, US$871,018 were received during 2001 as advance payments for 2002,
and US$125,000 was received during 2001 as a special contribution from the Government of the United
States of America. Total unpaid pledgesto the BY Trust Fund for prior years amounts to US$526,727.
Details of the BY Trust Fund are contained in Annex V.

15. Severa Parties have contributed additional voluntary funds in support of approved activities under
the Convention (BE Trust Fund). Asof 31December 2001, the total amount pledged for 2001 amounts

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to US$2,487,351. Thetotal collected for 2001 as at 31 December 2001 was US$1,706,686, and an
additional $548,273 has been collected in 2001 for prior years. Tota unpaid pledges for 2001 and prior
years to the BE Trust Fund is US$780,665. Details of the BE Trust Fund are contained in Annex II1.

16. Pledges totalling US$1,335,969 have so far been made as additiona voluntary contributions to
facilitate the participation of Parties to the Convention Process (BZ Trust Fund) in 2001, of which
US$1,150,679 has dready been paid. Additionaly, US$299,413 has been collected during 2001 for prior
years pledges. Tota unpaid pledges for 2001 and prior years to the BZ Trust Fund amount to
US$187,724. Details of the BZ Trust Fund are contained in Annex 1V.

17. Invoices have been sent to the 182 Parties to the Convention, inviting them to pay their
contributions to the General Trust Fund for 2002. Asat 31 December 2001 ninety-eight countries have
totally or partialy paid their assessed contributions for 2001 representing 93% of the total amount pledged
to the Trust Fund in 2001.

V. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONS OF THE
CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

SCIENTIFIC, TECHNICAL AND TECHNOLOGICAL MATTERS

DECISION V/2: PROGRESS REPORT ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
PROGRAMME OF WORK ON THE BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY OF INLAND WATER
ECOSYSTEMS (IMPLEMENTATION OF DECISION [V/4)

Inland water ecosystems biologica diversity

18. The Secretariat was involved in the third World Water Forum through jointly organized activities
with the Ramsar Convention within the framework of the River Basin Initiative (RBI). The RBI will
organize one or more discusson sessons on the Virtud Water Forum on integrated management of
biodiversity, wetlands and river basins.

19 The Secretariat is preparing a progress report on the second joint work plan with Ramsar, and is
drafting the third joint work plan in collaboration with the Ramsar Bureau. The Secretariat participated in
three management meetings of the River Basin Initiative. The initiative isin its operationa phase.

20. The Executive Secretary in collaboration with the Ramsar Bureau prepared a document on the
CBD and Ramsar approaches to criteria and classification of inland water ecosystems (for national
elaboration of Annex | to the Convention on Biological Diversity as pertinent to inland water ecosystems).
The document was based on Annex | to the CBD, the Ramsar Strategic Framework for the List of
Wetlands of International Importance, and the Ramsar STRP document on Wetlands Inventory. This
document was considered by the Ramsar Standing Committee, which met from 3 to 7 December in Gland,
Switzerland. The Ramsar Bureau will take further actions to carry out the recommendations contained in
the document. The document will be sent for peer review to experts from the CBD and Ramsar Roster of
Experts and relevant organizations.

21 The Secretariat continued its cooperation with Wetlands International (WI) in the framework of
their joint work plan and also as a member of the Global Steering Group of the programme between the
Netherlands Ministry of Foreign Affairs (DGIS) and Wetlands International. WI invited the CBD
Secretariat to its Board of Members meeting held in Wageningen, the Netherlands, from 29 November to
2 December 2001. The Secretariat could not participate in the meeting. However, the Executive Secretary

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sent an opening statement that was presented by Deputy Secretary Genera of the Ramsar Conventionin
the plenary.

22. The Secretariat has further strengthened its relationship with the Administrative Committee on
Coordination, Subcommittee on Water Resources (ACC/SWR). The brochure prepared by the Secretariat
on the World Water Assessment Programme (WWAP) was distributed at the Open Ended Intersessiona
Meeting on the Strategic Plan, National Reports and Implementation of the CBD held in Montreal from 19
to 21 November 2001. The World Water Assessment Programme published posters for all members of
the ACC/SWR involved in the development of the World Water Development Report, for display in the
WWAP exhibit in the International Conference on Freshwater in Bonn in December 2001. The
Secretariat provided the WWAP secretariat with text and photos for the poster on the CBD. The
Secretariat had input to the paper submitted to the conference in Bonn on Policies for Water Security,
Charting Progress Since Rio.

23. The Secretariat, in collaboration with the Ramsar Convention, is implementing the project brief
outlined in UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/6/3 for development of rapid assessment methods for biological diversity
of inland water ecosystems. The Executive Secretary, in collaboration with Conservation International, is
preparing a document containing a list of existing assessment methods and guidelines for gpplication of
existing rapid assessment methods for evaluation and assessment of inland water ecosystems, and will
identify elements of best practices. A liaison group meeting will likely be held in July 2002 to findize the
guiddlines.

24. The Secretariat participated in the General Assembly of the Globa International Waters
Assessment (GIWA) held in Kalmar, Sweden, from 9 to 11 October 2001. Elements for a Memorandum
of Cooperation (MoC) and a Joint Work Programme (JWP) were further discussed with the Secretariat of
the GIWA. The MoC and JWP are now being finaized.

DECISION V/3 PROGRESS REPORT ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
PROGRAMME OF WORK ON MARINE AND COASTAL BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY
(IMPLEMENTATION OF DECISION 1V/5)

Marine and coasta biological diversity

25. The first meeting of the Expert Group took place in Leigh, New Zedland, from 22 to 26 October
2001, with financia support from the Governments of New Zealand, the United States of America, and
the IUCN World Commission on Protected Areas (WCPA). The group comprised representatives of 15
countries. Brazil, Chile, Guyana, Indonesia, Lithuania, Morocco, New Zedand, Philippines, Seychelles,
Solomon Idands, &t Lucia, South Africa, Sweden, United Kingdom, and United States of America. Two
other invited countries (Australia and Croatid) were unable to attend. In addition, observers from the
IUCN World Congress on Protected Aress, the South Pacific Regiona Environment Programme, and the
United States funding agency participated in the mesting.

26. The group undertook consderable work during the week, focusng on identifying a genera
framework for consideration of the issue, and key topics for further work during the intersessional period.
The desk study prepared by the Executive Secretary, in line with activity (c) of operational objective 3.1 of
the programme of work on marine and coastal biologica diversity (decision 1V/5, annex) was used as a
basis for group discussions. The members have identified a number of intersessional work areas, and
established a process for undertaking this work. The Bureau, Secretariat and AHTEG will be using a
range of mechanisms to ensure wide input into the work. In particular, a broad informal advisory graup is
being established, to operate as a Listserver.
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27. Based on the intersessiona work, the group will identify key areas for future research, including
potential pilot projects, and provide other outputs in accordance with its terms of reference. These issues
will be deliberated further during the second meeting. The group will findize its work, including the written
text, during the second meeting, which is tentatively scheduled to be held from 20 to 24 May 2002 in New
Zedand.

Integrated marine and coastal area management

28. At its fifth meeting, the Conference of the Parties endorsed further work on developing guiddines
for coastal areas taking into account the ecosystem approach. In this context, and in view of its
commitments to the CBD, the Government of Netherlands is undertaking activities leading to better
integration of CBD objectivesin IMCAM projects at local, national and regiona levels. As afirst step, an
analysis of integrated marine and coastal area management documents in relation to CBD objectives has
been produced and submitted to the Secretariat.

Generd

29. An analysis of the first and second nationa reports and the Nationd Biodiversity Strategies and
Action Plans has been undertaken in order to assess the degree of national-level implementation of the
Jakarta Mandate. The resulting report was presented at the Globa Conference at Oceans and Coasts at
Rio+10, which was held in Paris from December 3 to 8, 2001.

30. The Secretariat participated in The Reykjavik Conference on Responsible Fisheriesin the Marine
Ecosystem held in October 2001 in Reykjavik, Iceland. The conference was organized by the Government
of Iceland and the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), and was co-sponsored by
the Government of Norway. The aims of the Conference were to gather and review the best available
knowledge on marine ecosystem issues; to identify means by which ecosystem considerations can be
included in capture fisheries management; and to identify future challenges and relevant strategies.

3L In addition, the Secretariat participated in the First Intergovernmental Review on the
Implementation of the Global Programme of Action for the Protection of the Marine Environment from
Land-based Activities and in the Fourth Globa Meetings of Regional Seas Conventions and Action Plans.
Both were held in November in Montreal.

32 The Secretariat has contributed materials to the UN Atlas of the Oceans. The Atlasis a Web-
based, interactive information system database on the science and sustainable use of oceans, and is a
collaborative effort between a number of UN agencies.

DECISION V/4 PROGRESS REPORT ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
PROGRAMME OF WORK FOR FOREST BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY

Forest biologica diversity

33 Forest biologica diversty was discussed as the main theme at SBSTTA 7. The discussions
resulted in recommendation V11/6, which in its annex | contains elements for an expanded programme of
work on forest biologica diversity. As part of the intersessona work assigned to it by SBSTTA 7, the
Executive Secretary has completed an analysis comparing the existing programme of work (adopted by
decison 1V/7) to the elements for an expanded work programme, as contained in annex | to
recommendation VII/7. The Executive Secretary found that the elements for an expanded work
programme cover, in much greater detal, al the activities in the existing work programme, with the
exception of some activities relating to the need to devel op taxonomic studies.
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3. In paragraph 4 of recommendation V11/6, SBSTTA welcomed the offer by the Government of
Ghana to host a workshop to explore opportunities for collaboration among the CBD, the United Nations
Forum on Forests (UNFF) and the Collaborative Partnership on Forests (CPF). This workshop will take
place in Accra, Ghana, from 28-30 January 2002, and is a collaborative effort between the CBD and
UNFF Secretariats, and the Government of Ghana, with financial support from the Government of the
Netherlands. The workshop is expected to result in a list of elements for possible joint programmes
between CBD and UNFF, and with other members of the CPF, and in guidance on ensuring successful
cross-sectoral implementation of forest programmes and projects at the nationa level.

DECISIONV/5 AGRICULTURAL BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY: REVIEW OF PHASE | OF

THE PROGRAMME OF WORK AND ADOPTION OF A MULTI-YEAR WORK
PROGRAMME

Agriculturd biologica diversity

Agrobiodiversity — Case Studies

35. The Secretariat has organized jointly with the United Nations University and the International
Plant Genetic Resources Indtitute, a Symposium on Managing Biodiversity in Agricultura Ecosystems.
The symposium was held in Montreal, Canada, from 8 to 10 November 2001, and had approximately 140
participants. A compilation of 124 symposium abstracts will be published in early 2002 by the United
Nations University. The publication will also be made available through the CHM. Background information
and a meeting report ae avalable on  http://www.unu.edu/env/plec/cbd/bio-mtg.html  and

Trade Liberdization

36. In response to decisions IV/6 paragraph 10 and V/5 paragraph 28, and recommendation V11/7
annex 1, on trade liberalization, the Secretariat called on Parties and International Organizations to provide
their views on the draft document prepared by the Executive Secretary entitled “The impact of trade
liberdization on the conservation and sustainable use of agricultura biodiversity”. The document will be
further reviewed by a support group of experts, finalized, and presented for the consideration of COP 6.

Genetic Use Redtriction Technologies (GURTS)

37. In response to decision V/5 paragraph 29, the Executive Secretary will convene representatives of
Parties, Internationa Organizations and Indigenous and Loca Community Organizations to an Informal
Consultation to discuss the potentia impacts of the application of genetic use restriction technologies
(GURTS) on indigenous and local communities and on Farmers Rights. The meeting will be held on 3
February 2002, and will report immediately after to the Ad Hoc Openended Inter-sessional Working
Group on Article 8(j) and related provisions of the Convention (Montred, 4 — 8 February 2002).

Staff
3. The new programme officer for agricultura biodiversity, Ms. Michelle Gauthier (Canada),

seconded by FAO, entered in duty on 1 October 2001. She replaces Mr. David Cooper (United Kingdom),
who returned to the FAO on 31 August 2001, after serving at the CBD Secretariat for 2 years.
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DECISIONV/6 ECOSYSTEM APPROACH

Ecosystem approach

39. Work on the ecosystem approach is ongoing through the elaboration of the concept in the different
programmes of work with regard to the thematic areas and cross-cutting issues of the Convention.

DECISION V/7  IDENTIFICATION, MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT AND
INDICATORS

Scientific assessments

40. A progress report on scientific assessments was given & SBSTTA 7 under agendaitem 3.2. The
discussions on the topic resulted in recommendation VI11/2, which approved the steps taken by the
Executive Secretary to implement the pilot assessments as described in annex 1l to his progress report on
ongoing assessments (UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/7/3). The work on these pilot assessments, relating to
assessment of forest biological diversity, impacts of invasive aien species, and the interlinkages between
biologica diversity and climate change; and development of rapid assessment methods relating to inland
water ecosystems, and marine and coastal biological diversity, are currently underway. The SBSTTA aso
approved the procedure being used to carry out assessments under the Convention through the use of ad
hoc technical expert groups, outlined in annex | to the progress report. This assessment procedure
represents an effort to harmonize the use of ad hoc technical expert groups in assessment processes. As
requested by SBSTTA, the procedure will be kept under review, and, in the light of experience,
periodically revised and improved.

DECISIONV/8 ALIEN SPECIESTHAT THREATEN ECOSYSTEMS, HABITATSOR
SPECIES

Invasive alien species

41. In its recommendation VI1/2, SBSTTA approved a pilot assessment on evaluating the impacts of
invasive alien species. This assessment, described in annex |1 to document UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/7/3, will
undertake an ecosystem-approach assessment of the impacts of invasive alien species, supplanting existing
anecdotal evidence and specific studies. The project will adso contribute to the development of risk
assessment and management methods, by identifying key threats and their most important impacts.

DECISIONV/9 GLOBAL TAXONOMY INITIATIVE: IMPLEMENTATION AND
FURTHER ADVANCE OF SUGGESTIONS FOR ACTION

Globd Taxonomy Initiative

42, The Secretariat has continued to encourage regiona meetings in order to identify national and
regiona priority taxonomic information requirements and determine capacity development needs, and has
been active in encouraging the adoption of CBD objectives in meetings planned for South-East Asia, the
Andean countries and North America.

43, The programme is being elaborated within other cross-cutting issues and thematic areas of the
Convention, and taxonomic components have been further recognised in the draft Global Pant
Conservation Strategy. The Secretariat has aso taken part in the Information Management Working
Group of the Globa Invasive Species Programme. Information on taxonomic research needs was
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presented to the Ad Hoc Opentended Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing. The Secretariat is
updating its webpage on the Globa Taxonomy Initiative.

DECISION V/10 GLOBAL STRATEGY FOR PLANT CONSERVATION
Global Plant Conservation Strateqy

44, In response to recommendation V11/8 on the Globa Strategy for Plant Conservation, paragraphs 2
and 3, the Executive Secretary requested Parties and International Organizations to provide comments on
targets, and to nominate expert participants for an Informal Consultation being organized jointly between
the Jardin Botanico Gran Canaria “Vigo y Clavijo” and the Secretariat. The consultation will be held in
Gran Canaria from 11 to 13 February 2002. The task of the expert participants will be to refine the
quantitative elements of the targets in the draft strategy, providing a scientific and technica rationae in
each case, and clarifying terms as necessary: additionally they will prepare an analysis of the opportunities
for implementation of the strategy through the thematic and cross-cutting programmes of work of the
Convention, including in particular the ecosystem gpproach and the Global Taxonomy Initiative, as well as
through exigting relevant internationa, regional and nationa initiatives, and identifying any gaps in these
programmes and initiatives.

DECISION V/23 CONSIDERATION OF OPTIONS FOR CONSERVATION AND
SUSTAINABLE USE OF BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY IN DRYLAND, MEDITERRANEAN,
ARID, SEMI-ARID, GRASSLAND AND SAVANNAH ECOSYSTEMS

Dry and sub-humid lands biologica diversity

45, The topic “Biologica diversity of dry and sub-humid lands’ was discussed during SBSTTA 7
under agenda-item 3.3. This resulted in recommendation V11/3: Biologica diversity of dry and sub-humid
lands. progress report on the implementation of te programme of work. The document on biologica
diversity of dry and sub-humid lands (UNEP/SBSTTA/7/4), prepared by the Secretariat, was used as the
basis for the discussions.

DECISION V/24 SUSTAINABLE USE ASA CROSS-CUTTING ISSUE
Sustainable use

46. The Secretariat was represented in the International Conference on Improving Management of
Natural and Cultural Heritage Resources in China, which was held in Beijing, China from 4 to 6 December
2001.

47. Theissue “ Sustainable use: progress on development of practica principles, operationa guidance and
associated instruments’ was discussed during SBSTTA 7 under agenda-item 3.4. Thisresulted in
recommendation V11/4. The documents on thisissue (UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/7/5 and
UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/7/INF 10), prepared by the Secretariat, were used as basis for the discussions.

48. Preparations are underway for the second regional workshop on sustainable use of biologica
diversity to be held in Hanoi, Vietnam, from 9 to 12 January 2002.

SOCIAL ECONOMIC AND LEGAL MATTERS

49. During the period under review, the SEL unit was busy inter dia with the organization and

servicing of a number of meetings, including the Ad Hoc Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing,

the Workshop on Incentive Measures, the Liaison Group on Article 8 (j) and SBSTTA 7. Documentation
/...
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for the second meeting of the Working Group on Article 8 (j) was completed, as well as a number of
documents for COP®6.

DECISION V/15 INCENTIVE MEASURES

50. A workshop on incentive measures was held in Montreal from 12-16 November 2001, with
financia support from the Government of the Netherlands. Participants in the Workshop were selected
from among government-nominated experts from each geographic region; in addition, representatives of
competent intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations, as well as stakeholders, were invited to
participate as observers. The workshop based its deliberations on background documentation prepared by
the Secretariat in conjunction with competent organizations.

51. The proposals of the workshop were considered by SBSTTA at its seventh meeting, from 12-16
November 2001. On the basis of these proposals, SBSTTA elaborated and adopted recommendation
V11/9 on incentive measures, for transmittal to the Conference of Parties at its sixth meeting, from 7-19
April 2002. Recommendation V11/9 includes both a set of recommendations on elements for consideration
in the design and implementation of incentive measures as well as suggested recommendations for future
cooperation to assist Parties in the development of incentive measures.

52. In recommendation V11/9, SBSTTA a so requested the Executive Secretary to make information
gathered on perverse incentives available to the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties.
Furthermore, SBSTTA invited Parties to submit case studies and best practices on incentive measures and
their implementation before COP 6. Pursuant to these requests, the Executive Secretary sent notifications
to Parties and to relevant organizations, inviting them to submit information on perverse incentives as well
as case studies and best practices on incentives no later than 31 January 2002.

DECISION V/16: ARTICLE 8 (j) AND RELATED PROVISIONS

53. In response to decision /16 relating to the implementation of Article 8(j) and related provisions,
all documents and other relevant information for the second meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-ended
Intersessional Working Group on Article 8(j) and Related Provisions have been finalized and are now on
the CBD webpage. Logistical arrangements for the meeting are also in place.

4. The CBD was represented at the second meeting of the WIPO-Intergovernmental Committee on
Genetic Resources, Traditional Knowledge and Folklore, which was held in Geneva from 10-14 December
2001. Delegates were briefed on the upcoming second meeting of the Ad Hoc Openended Working
Group on article 8 (j).

DECISION V/18: IMPACT ASSESSMENT, LIABILITY AND REDRESS

55. In decision V/18, the Conference of the Parties decided to consider, at its sSixth meeting, a process
for reviewing paragraph 2 of Article 14 of the Convention on liability and redress, including the possibility
of establishing an ad hoc technical expert group, taking into account, inter alia, consideration of these
issues within the framework of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety.

56. Work continues on information gathering on existing national, international and regional measures
and agreements on liability and redress gpplicable to damage to biologica diversity as mandated by
decision V/18 and re-emphasised by the Paris Workshop on Liability and Redress in the Context of the
Convention on Biological Diversity.
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57. The Intergovernmental Committee for the Cartagena Protocol (ICCP) held its second meeting in
Nairobi, Kenya, from 1 to 5 October 2001. It considered the issue of liability and redress in the context of
the Protocol. Discussions by the ICCP focused mainly on the process for addressing Article 27 of the
Protocol. In this regard, the ICCP emphasized that the process with respect to liability and redress under
the Protocol is distinct from the process with respect to liability and redress under Article 14, paragraph 2,
of the Convention but acknowledged the need to identify and promote synergies and cross-fertilization
between the two processes. The ICCP recommended, inter dia, information gathering and analysis on the
issue of liability and redress pursuant to Article 27 and the establishment of an openended ad hoc group of
legal and technical experts by the first meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of
the Parties to the Protocol to carry out the process contemplated under Article 27 of the Protocol.

DECISION V/21: COOPERATION WITH OTHER BODIES

SBSTTA. RECOMMENDATION VI/7: BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY AND CLIMATE
CHANGE, INCLUDING COOPERATION WMITH THE UNITED NATIONS FRAMEWORK
CONVENTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE

Climate Change

58. The Ad Hoc Technical Expert Group on Biological Diversity and Climate Change will meet for
the first time in Helsinki, Finland, from 21 to 25 January 2002. The establishment of the expert group was
caled for by SBSTTA in its recommendation VI/7. In this recommendation, SBSSTA noted the inter-
linkages between biologica diversity and climate change, and decided to promote, on the basis of the
ecosystem approach, a wider assessment of these inter-linkages. As afirst step in this wider assessment,
SBSTTA decided to carry out a pilot assessment to prepare scientific advice to integrate biodiversity
consderations into the implementation of the UNFCCC and its Kyoto Protocol, and, for this purpose,
established an ad hoc technical expert group. The expert group is expected to analyse possible adverse
effects on biological diversity of measures that might be taken or are being considered under the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and its Kyoto Protocol; identify factors that influence
biodiversity’s capacity to mitigate climate change and contribute to adaptation and the likely effects of
climate change on that capacity; and identify options for future work on climate change that aso
contribute to the conservation and sustainable use of biologica diversity.

The Convention on Biological Diversity and the Convention on the Conservation of Migratory Species of
Wild Animas (CMS)

59. The Executive Secretary is in the process of developing ajoint work plan between the Convention
on Biologica Diversity and the Convention on the Conservation of Migratory Species of Wild Animals.
The joint work plan covers various thematic and cross-cutting issues.

Ramsar Convention on Wetlands of International | mportance especially as Waterfowl Habitat

60. In response to SBSSTA recommendation V1/3, the Executive Secretary, in collaboration with the
Ramsar Bureau, is preparing a progress report on the implementation of the second joint work plan with
Ramsar and a draft the third joint work plan for the consideration of the 6" meeting of the COP. For
additional details regarding this collaboration, please refer to the section on inland water ecosystems
biologica dversty.

DECISION V/25: BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY AND TOURISM
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61. The draft guidelines on sustainable tourism development, developed during the workshop on
tourism and biodiversity held in Santo Domingo, in June 2001, were submitted to SBSTTA-7 in November.
The guiddlines have adso been forwarded to the tenth sesson of the Commission on Sustainable
Development serving as the Preparatory Committee for the World Summit on Sustainable Development
for consideration at its second meeting, to be held in New Y ork from 28 January to 8 February 2002, as
requested by SBSTTA recommendation V11/5 and by COPS5. In the same recommendation, SBSTTA also
requested the Secretariat to submit the draft guidelines to the preparatory process for the World Summit
on Eco-tourism (WSE) to be held in Quebec City, in May 2002. To this end, and as promotiona material,
the Secretariat is preparing a booklet in al UN languages with a summarized text of the guidelines to be
delivered to the meetings and to be transmitted to CBD focal points for further distribution.

62. An eectronic consultation inviting further reactions to the guidelines by Parties has aso been
organized by the Secretariat and hosted on its website at: tourism@biodiv.org. as requested by SBSTTA-
7. Comments received will be compiled and presented to the sixth meeting of the Conference of the
Partiesin April 2002.

63. The Secretariat also made a presentation on the guidelines and sustainable tourism at a seminar
organized under the aegis of Association of Small 1dand States (AOSIS).

DECISION V/26: ACCESSTO GENETIC RESOURCES

64. The Ad Hoc Openrended Working Group on Access to Genetic Resources and Benefit-sharing,
established pursuant to decision V/26, met in Bonn, Germany, from 22 to 26 October 2001. Over 400
delegates and observers participated in the meeting including representatives from Government, indigenous
and loca communities, non-governmental organizations, industry, scientific and academic ingtitutions, as
well as intergovernmental organizations.

65. The Working Group developed guiddines on access and benefit-sharing and other approaches for
submission to the COP. The report of the meeting is contained in document UNEP/CBD/COP/6/6 and is
available on the CBD website. The Annex to the report contains recommendations adopted by the Ad
Hoc Openended Working Group on ABS, for submission to the Conference of the Parties at its sixth
mesting, on the following issues:

Draft Bonn Guidelines on Access to Genetic Resources and Fair and Equitable Sharing of the
Benefits Arisng out of their Utilization

Other approaches, including the development of an action plan for capacity-building

Role of intellectud property rights in the implementation of access and benefit-sharing
arrangements

66. In addition, in preparation for COP 6, a note was prepared by the Executive Secretary regarding
overal progress in the implementation of Decision /26 on access to genetic resources.

67. The Secretariat participated as an observer in the second meeting of the WIPO Committee on
intellectua property and genetic resources, traditional knowledge and folklore, from December 10-14, and
briefed participants on the results of the meeting of the Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing, as
requested by the Working Group.

68. The ABS webpages have been updated to include references to relevant decisions of the
Conference of the Parties and aso to include alist of al substantive documents produced by the
Secretariat on access to genetic resour ces and benefit-sharing.
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DECISION V/27: CONTRIBUTION OF THE CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSTY
TO THE TEN-YEAR REVIEW OF PROGRESS ACHIEVED SINCE THE UNITED NATIONS
CONFERENCE ON ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPMENT

Preparations for the World Summit on Sustainable Development (Rio + 10)

69. A brochure produced by the Secretariat on the contribution of the Convention to the achievement
of the objectives of Agenda 21 and the challenges ahead was distributed to the regiona meetings
preparatory to the World Summit on Sustainable Devel opment to ensure that the Convention is fully taken
into account in the preparations for, and conclusions, of the Summit.

70. A report by the Executive Secretary to the Secretary General on the role of the Convention was
submitted to the second session of the tenth CSD, to be held in New Y ork, in January 2002.

BIOSAFETY

DECISION V/1: WORK PLAN OF THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE FOR THE
CARTAGENA PROTOCOL ON BIOSAFETY

The Biosafety Protocol

71. Pursuant to decision V/1 adopted by the fifth meeting of the COP (COP 5) which had approved two
meetings of the Intergovernmental Committee for the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety (ICCP) to be held
respectively in 2000 and in 2001, the second meeting of ICCP took place from 1 to 5 October 2001, in
Nairobi, Kenya, following the offer made by the Executive Director of UNEP to host the meeting at
UNEP Headquarters.

72. The Intergovernmental Committee addressed al the items that were included in its work plan for
consideration at its second meeting, as adopted by COP 5, namely: a) new items for consideration by the
second meeting of ICCP (liability and redress, monitoring and reporting; secretariat; guidance to the
financial mechanism; rules of procedure for the first meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as
the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol; consideration of other issues necessary for the effective
implementation of the Protocol, eg., article 29, para. 4; elaboration of a draft provisiona agendafor the
first meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol), and,
b) items for continued discussion from the first meeting of |CCP (decision-making; information-sharing
and the biosafety clearing-house; capacity-building; handling, transport, packaging and identification;
compliance). The report of the meeting, including its recommendations, has been conveyed to al nationa
focal points and is aso available on the website of the Secretariat (document UNEP/CBD/ICCP/2/15).

73. The meeting was attended by 349 del egates and observers representing 117 Governments and 48
organizations. The participation of representatives from devel oping countries and countries with economies
in trangition Parties to the CBD was made possible by the generous contribution made by the
Governments. of Denmark; Germany, Italy, Japan, The Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, the Republic
of Korea, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland and the United Kingdom.

74. One of the recommendations adopted by the meeting addressed the need for further preparatory
work by the Intergovernmental Committee before the first meeting of the Conference of the Parties
serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol (recommendation 2/13). In this respect, the
Intergovernmental Committee noted that some issues in its work plan will require further consideration

/...
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with aview to facilitating decision-making by the first meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as
the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol, and mandated its Bureau to explore jointly with the Bureau of
COP 5 the possibility of having athird meeting of the ICCP to further consider issues taken in the
mandate of the Intergovernmental Committee, including the possibility of holding that meeting in
conjunction with COP 6, in the event that the fiftieth instrument of ratification , accession, approva or
acceptance is not deposited by 8 January 2002.

75. Pursuant to the above recommendation, a joint meeting of the Bureaux of COP 5 and ICCP was
held on 6 October 2001 in Nairobi, during which the Bureau of COP 5 endorsed the recommendation
caling for athird meeting of the ICCP to be held back-to-back with COP 6 from 22 to 26 April 2002 in
The Hague, Netherlands. COP 5 Bureau requested the Bureau of |CCP to propose a provisional agenda
for such a meeting taking into account the work plan of ICCP as adopted by COP 5.

76. Subsequently, the Bureau of ICCP held a meeting by teleconference on 6 November 2001 to
consider a provisional agenda for a possible third meeting of ICCP in the event that the Protocol does not
enter into force in time to make it technically possible to have the first meeting of COP/MOP in
conjunction with COP 6 in April 2002. The Bureau agreed that the provisional agenda should encompass,
for further consideration, al the itemsidentified under decision V/1 of COP 5 and considered by the first
and second meeting of the ICCP. The Bureau, however, requested the Secretariat to focus, in preparing
the necessary documentation and the annotations for the provisional agenda for ICCP 3, on items that
clearly need further consideration in the sense of facilitating decision-making by the first COP/MOP. The
minutes of the Bureau meeting have been circulated to al nationa focal points and are also available on
the website of the Secretariat.

7. The Secretariat is currently pursuing preparations for a possible third meeting of ICCP and for
other inter-sessional meetings recommended by the second meeting of ICCP, such as the regiona
meetings on capacity building for the Biosafety Clearing-House and the technical meetings of experts on
article 18. 2 (a) on one hand, and 18. 2 (b) and 18. 2 (c) on the other. These mestings are planned to take
place during the months of February and March 2002, subject to availability of adequate funding.

78. The next meeting of the Bureau of ICCP will take place on 18-19 February 2002 in Y aoundé,
Cameroon, following the invitation of Ambassador Philemon Y ang (Cameroon), Chair of the ICCP, which
was accepted by the other members of the Bureau.

IMPLEMENTATION AND OUTREACH
DECISION V/11: ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL RESOURCES

79. The report on additional financial resources was issued as document UNEP/CBD/COP/6/14.
Trandation into the other five UN languages is under way.

80. The comprehensive information concerning funding opportunities has been completed and is now
available on the website of the Convention. It will be updated regularly. The interactive platform for
sharing funding information has already been designed and will become operational once endorsed by the
Conference of the Parties at its next meeting.

81. During the Open-ended Inter-sessional Meeting on the Strategic Plan, National Reports and the
Implementation of the Convention (MSP) held in Montreal, Canada, 19-21 November 2001, the Secretariat
chaired a GEF Workshop on Strategic Collaboration and a Framework for GEF Action on Capacity
Building for the Globa Environment on 20 Nov. 2001. The workshop generated useful feedback from
Parties on the GEF Framework for Capacity Building under devel opment.

82. The Secretariat continued to monitor closely the development on financia issues being addressed
by the Department of Economic and Socid Affairs of the United Nations for the Commission on
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Sustainable Development and the International Conference on Financing for Development, and will report
on any progress in these fields to the 8" meeting of the Conference of the Parties.

83. The Secretariat is in the process of collecting information concerning the practice and strategies of
resources identification, mobilization and management that have been pursued by these organizations and
processes. Further sharing of experience between different internationa and regiona organizations and
processes are being explored.

84. The Secretariat has conducted further information collection regarding biodiversity-supporting
charities. A large number of charities that are active in biodiversity activities have been identified through
the nationa reports and a specialized research through the Internet and publications. The information is
now available on the website of the Convention.

85. The Secretariat launched a pro-active outreach effort to contact funding institutions and
development agencies. CBD News, Handbook on the Convention and Globa Biodiversity Outlook were
sent to relevant funding ingtitutions and development agencies. Invitations were aso extended to them
requesting their participation in the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties and other meetings of
the Convention during the next six months.

86. Preparations were made to produce a CBD News supplement on financing for biologica diversity,
to convene afinancing workshop for the implementation of Article 8(j) and related provisions next
February as well as to convene a series of financing side events during the sixth meeting of the
Conference of the Parties.

87. The Secretariat published an article entitled “ Strengthening the Banking Sector to Support
Biological Diversity” in European Nature (Issue 7, November 2001). The issue of European Nature was
devoted to the relationship between banking and biodiversity.

DECISION V/12: REVIEW OF THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE FINANCIAL MECHANISM
AND DECISION V/13: ADDITIONAL GUIDANCE TO THE FINANCIAL MECHANISM

88. The independent evaluator for the second review of the effectiveness of the financial mechanism
concluded hiswork as scheduled. 1n accordance with Decision V/12, adraft report of the evaluator was
presented to the Globa Environment Facility and its Implementing Agencies for comments. Their
comments were incorporated into the fina report of the evaluator. The fina report was then presented to
the Bureau of the Conference of the Parties. The fina report is now being trandated.

89. The report on the review process has been prepared for inclusion in the document on mechanisms
for implementation (UNEP/CBD/COP/6/13). The Executive Summary of the final report of the evaluator
is being issued as document UNEP/CBD/COP/6/13/Add.1. Thefinal report of the evaluator is being
issued as document UNEP/CBD/COP/6/Inf. 4.

0. To assst with the consideration of further guidance by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the
Parties, a compilation of previous guidance to the financial mechanism by items of the provisiona agenda
together with the recommendation for the financial mechanism by the Intergovernmental Committee for
the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety was prepared as document UNEP/CBD/COP/6/1nf. 3.

91 Assistance was provided to the second meeting of the Intergovernmental Committee for the
Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety in its discussions on capacity building, roster of experts and guidance for

/...
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the financial mechanism. The meeting successfully adopted recommendations 2.4 and 2.9. Assistance
was aso provided in the development of the voluntary Trust Fund for utilizing the roster of experts.

22. The Secretariat continued to review biodiversity proposas received from the GEF Implementing
Agencies during the period and provided comments to Operations Coordination at the GEF Secretariat in
order to promote the consistency of the project proposals with the guidance of the Conference of the
Parties. A new review matrix is being developed in terms of guidance from the Conference of the Parties
and al GEF-funded biodiversity projects will be assessed againgt this matrix.

9. An Executive GEFOP Meeting was convened on November 1 viatelephone. The meeting
assessed overdl GEF funding structure and policy issues arising out of its proposed work programme.
The Secretariat attended this teleconference

A. The Executive Secretary participated in and addressed the eighteenth meeting of the GEF
Council. The meeting considered a range of issues including work programme, GEF structure, budget,
monitoring and evauation, STAP, relations with conventions, land degradation and other matters. The
inputs from the Secretariat on the recent devel opments under the Convention were contained in document
GEF/C.18/3. A system of monitoring decisions of the GEF Council is being devel oped.

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18. Uganda: Support for the Implementation of the Uganda National Biosafety Framework
(NBF) within the context to the Cartagena Protocol (UNEP)

%. In accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding between the COP and the GEF Council,
the Secretariat requested the Globa Environment Facility to provide areport on its activities for
consideration by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties. The GEF report is under preparation.

DECISION V/14 SCIENTIFIC TECHNICAL COOPERATION AND THE CLEARING
HOUSE MECHANISM (ARTICLE 18)

Clearing-house Mechanism

97. During the period under review the CHM participated in the following meetings and undertook the
following activities:

-Globa Invasive Species Programme Capacity Building meeting for the South American region
held in Bradlia, Brazil on 17-19 October 2001;

-organized a meeting with the Informa Advisory Committee of the CHM on the margins of
SBSTTA7 on 11 November 2001;

-in collaboration with the Globa Invasive Species Programme (GISP), organized a mesting of the
Information Management Working Group (GISP) in Montreal, Canada, on 13 November 2001;
-organized a joint meeting of the CHM/Informal Advisory Committee and SBSTTA/CHM
Nationa Foca Points during SBSTTA7 on 14 November 2001 as requested under Decision V/14,
e

- in collaboration with the Commonwedlth Science Council, co-hosted the Southern Africa
Regiona Training Workshop on the Establishment and Operationalisation of the Commonwedth
Knowledge Network and the Clearing-house Mechanism, in Zomba, Mdawi, from 26-30
November 2001,

- the CHM is discussing the establishment of two new international thematic focal points

-created the Second National Reports Analyzer

- assisted in the servicing of the Openrended Inter-sessional Meeting on the Strategic Plan,
National Reports and Implementation of the Convention on Biological Diversity, held in Montredl,
Canada, from 19-21 November 2001;

- participated in the Second Meeting of the Intergovernmental Committee for the Cartagena
Protocol on Biosafety held in Nairobi, Kenya, from 1-5 October 2001 and gave presentations on
the Biosafety Clearing-House during Second Meeting of the Intergovernmental Committee for the
Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety held in Nairobi, Kenya, from 1-5 October 2001;

98. The CHM continues to participate in the development of the Pilot Phase of the Biosafety
Clearing-House, in response to Article 20(1) of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety. Work continues an
updated CHM Toolkit and the CHM continues discussions on a possible partnership with the Development
Gateway .

DECISION V/17: EDUCATION AND PUBLIC AWARENESS

0. The Secretariats of the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) and the United Nations
Educationa Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) convened the third meeting of the CBD-
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UNESCO Consultative Working Group of Experts on Biologica Diversity Education and Public
Awareness (EPA-3) in Bilbao, Spain, from 5 to 7 November 2001. The Group prepared a draft decision
on the Globa Initiative on Education and Public Awareness (Article 13) for COP 6 with the three
following programme elements:.

(i) Towards agloba CEPA network;
(i1) Exchange of knowledge and expertise;
(iif)Capacity building for CEPA.

100.  Inaddition the Group discussed a communication strategy for the marketing of the Global
Initiative.

101.  During the seventh meeting of SBSTTA on 14 November 2001 a side-event on Education and
Public Awareness was held to inform the del egates on the outcome of EPA-3.

102. From October to November 2001 the Secretariat undertook the publication of the Globd
Biodiversity Outlook (GBO) and four issues of the CBD technical series.

Library management

103. A total of 98 references of the bibliographic database of data were edited during the period under
review . Two lists of new acquisitions were distributed, and a request was sent to the UQAM for the
renewa of the university library cards for the staff of the Secretariat

104.  During the period under review, the following publications were printed:

105. The Secretariat produced a CBD 2002 wall calendar and organized its distribution. As a
promotiona item, it is one of the efforts to make known the Convention and its work to the genera public.
The calendar is dso available in PDF format on the CBD website.

106.  The Secretariat aso produced a press rel ease and background information for SBSTTA 7;
organized student participation at SBSTTA 7, which proved a successful and appreciated experience for
both the Secretariat and the students; organized interviews for the pressat SBSTTA 7, (severa were
aired on local Canadian Radio channels and some articles appeared in the local newspapers), and
produced CBD News Number 3.
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107.  Work is presently on-going on a children's biodiversity website as well as on severa brochures.
Preparations have begun for COP 6 and the Johannesburg Summit and work is under way for a press
corner on the CBD website.

DECISION V/19: NATIONAL REPORTING

108. By the end of December 2001, the Secretariat had received a second national report from 66
countries ( 64 final and 2 interim reports). As previoudy reported, a number of Parties have indicated that
they plan to submit their second national report after the deadline established by the fifth meeting of the
Conference of Parties (May 15, 2001) but before the sixth meeting. This was reconfirmed by a number of
Parties during SBSTTA 7 and MSP.

109. By the end of December 2001 the Secretariat had aso received fifty three thematic reports on
alien species, twelve thematic reports on benefit sharing and thirty seven thematic reports on forest
ecosystems.

110.  All the national reports and thematic reports received so far have been posted on the website of
the Convention, with the exception of afew of those that had used the incorrect formats. Requests have
been sent to those Parties in question for correction and some revised reports have been received.

111.  Thefirst edition of the Globa Biodiversity Outlook was launched in November 2001 during MSP.
It was well received and commended. The copies of GBO are being distributed as planned. SBSTTA 7
recommended that its second edition would be published in 2004.

112.  The Inter-sessiona Meeting on Strategic Plan, National Report and Implementation of the
Convention (MSP) was held in Montreal, Canada from 19 to 21 November 2001. The report of the
meeting has been findized and will soon be available.

113.  Following the request of the M SP, the Executive Secretary has circulated a notification to those
Parties that have not yet submitted a second national report. Also at the request of the MSP, the
Secretariat is developing a draft format for thematic reports on mountain ecosystems, protected areas and
transfer of technology and technology cooperation, which will be presented to COP 6 for adoption. The
M SP requested that a full assessment of information contained in the 2™ national reports be made and
presented to the sixth meeting of the Conference of Parties for consideration. The Secretariat is
undertaking this assessment, which is expected to be completed by the end of January 2002.

114.  Work aso continued on collecting electronic versions of the completed nationa biodiversity
strategies and action plans and some of them have been posted on the website of the Convention.

115.  Aninitia presentation demonstrating the Analyzer of 2" national reports on the website of the
Convention was made for the participants of MSP in November 2001.

DECISION V/20: OPERATIONS OF THE CONVENTION

116. . Indecison V/20, the Conference of the Parties decided “to hold an opentended inter-sessiona
meeting, to assist with the preparations for the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties’. Pursuant
to that decision, the Opentended Inter-Sessiona Meeting on the Strategic Plan, National Reports and
Implementation of the Convention on Biological Diversity was held from 19 to 21 November 2001 in
Montreal, immediately following the seventh meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technica and
Technological Advice (SBSTTA). The meeting considered, and developed draft elements of decisions on
the following topics:
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“(@  Preparation of the Strategic Plan for the Convention;
“(b)  The second nationd reports; and
“(60 Means to support implementation of the Convention and, in particular,
implementation of priority actions in national biodiversty srategies and action plans.”

117.  Recommendations adopted at the meeting were published in the Report of the Open-ended Inter-
sessional Meeting on the Strategic Plan, National Reports and Implementation of the Convention on
Biologica Diversty (UNEP/CBD/COP/6/5). The whole document can be downloaded from
http://www.biodiv.org/doc/meetings/msp/msp-01/officia/msp-01-cop-06-05-en.doc.

STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION
OF THE AGREED ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS

| Personnel Arrangements

1 During the reporting period, the Secretariat had 30 regularized Professional staff members and 20
regularized General Service staff members funded from the core budget. Additionally, 10 professiona
posts and 5 General Service posts were funded from other sources. For more information, please refer to
the attached staff list and organigram (Appendix 1 and Annex Il respectively).

I Contributions and Funds

2. In addition to the pledges and contributions of additional voluntary funds in support of approved
activities under the Convention (BE Trust Fund) reported on in the last Quarterly Report, Six new
pledges were made to the BE Trust Fund during the fourth quarter of 2001. During the fourth quarter of
2001, new pledges and contributions were received from the Governments of Canada, the Netherlands,
and Switzerland. The Government of Canada pledged funds for the Technical Expert Group Meetings on
Articles 18.2 (a) and 18.2 (b) and (c) of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety, Montrreal, Canada, 18- 20
and 13-15 March 2002 respectively. The Government of the Netherlands pledged funds for the Workshop
on Incentive Measures, Montreal, Canada, 10-12 October 2001, the Workshop on Forest Biologica
Diversity, Accra, Ghana, 28-30 January 2002, and the support of a Senior Programme Officer at the CBD
during 2002.. The Government of Switzerland pledged funds for the Ad Hoc Technical Expert Group on
Biological Diversity and Climate Change, Helsinki, Finland, 21-25 January 2002.

3. For 2001 atota of US$2,487,351 was pledged to the BE Trust Fund, of which US$1,706,686 has
been collected as at 31 December 2001. Additionally, $548,273 was collected in 2001 for pledges from
2000 and prior years. Full details of the pledges and contributions to the BE Trust Fund are reflected in
Annex I11.

4. With regard to the Genera Trust Fund for the Convention (BY Trust Fund), as at 31 December
2001, total unpaid pledgesto the BY Trust Fund for 2000 and prior years amounted to US$526,727. The
total amount pledged for the BY Trust Fund in 2001 is US$6,598,350. Of this amount, US$6,111,473 or
93% has been received as at 31 December 2001. Tota unpaid pledges to the BY Trust Fund for 2001
amounts to US$486,877. Total unpaid pledges for 2001 and prior yearsis therefore US$1,013,604. A total
of US$871,018 has however been collected in 2001 as advance contributions for 2002. Full details of the
pledges and contributions to the BY Trust Fund are reflected in Annex V.

5. Asat 31 December 2001 atotal of US$1,150,679 was pledged for 2001 as additiona voluntary
contributions to facilitate the Participation of Parties in the Convention process (BZ Trust Fund). This
sum includes pledges from Canada ($278,000), Denmark ($94,007), the European Commission ($106,909),
Finland ($52,982), Germany ($346,481), Itay ($20,000), Japan ($85,000), Republic of Korea ($25,000),
Netherlands ($100,000), New Zedland ($26,285), Norway ($55,864), Sweden ($48,162), Switzerland
($10,000) and the United Kingdom ($87,279).
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6. Asa 31 December 2001, contributions to the BZ Trust Fund in 2001 amounted to US$1,150.679
or 86% of the total pledged for 2001. Additionally, US$299,413 was collected in 2001 for prior years. A
total of US$187,724 remains outstanding for the BZ Trust Fund for 2001 and prior years. Full details of
the pledges and contributions to the BZ Trust Fund are reflected in Annex 1V.

1l Accounting and Reporting

Reimbursement for Services provided to the Secretariat

8. At present seven UNEP staff members, the Chief, Fund Management and Administration, the
Adminigtrative Officer, the Finance Officer, the Senior Finance Assistant, two Finance Assistants and the
Personnel Assistant are funded from the programme support funds (PSC). Additionally, UNEP has
provided funding for one additiona general service administrative post to be paid from PSC.

Conference and Other Services

9. During the period October to December 2001, UNON provided conference servicing assistance to
the CBD for the Second Mesting of the Intergovernmental Committee on the Cartagena Protocol on
Biosafety which took place in Nairobi, Kenya from 1-5 October 2001; the Ad Hoc Open ended Mesting
