l. OFFICE OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

MEETINGS
3. The Secretariat organized the following meetings:
4. The seventh meeting of the Ad hoc Open-ended Wgr&roup on Access and Benefit Sharing

(WGABS-7) was held from 2 to 8 April 2009, at th&lESCO headquarters in Paris, France. Gathering
more than 472 delegates, the meeting continueddpetiation of an international regime on accesk an
benefit-sharing, focusing on operational text o thbjective, scope, compliance, fair and equitable
benefit sharing, and access. Prior to the WGAB&-Meeting of the Interagency Task Force on Access
and Benefit Sharing was held whereby members of Tthek Force had an opportunity to share
developments within their own processes of relegancaccess and benefit-sharing. In the mardins o
the WGABS-7 meeting, an agreement was signed with Rundacién para la Promocion del
Conocimiento Indigenaon behalf of the Indigenous Women's Biodiversitgtwork of the Latin
American and Caribbean Region.

5. Immediately following the WGABS-7, the members bt tBiodiversity-related Conventions
Liaison Group (BLG) convened their seventh meeting April 2009 in Paris, which was hosted by the
UNESCO World Heritage Centre. The meeting reviettedmplementation of decisions from previous
BLG meetings and discussed outcome from recent ingsetof the Conventions’ respective
governing/scientific bodies. The preparation foe t2010 International Year of Biodiversity, in
particular the role of BLG, was discussed. Priothe BLG meeting, the Director of UNEP-DEPI held a
meeting with the BLG members to discuss the statttise preliminary IPBES Gap Analysis Report.

6. The second meeting of thA& hocTechnical Expert Group on biodiversity and climakange
was held on 18-22pril 2009 in Helsinki, Finland. The meeting agileen: adaptation activities that
make use of biodiversity and ecosystem serviceswhan integrated in an overall adaptation strategy
deliver a cost effective contribution to climateaolge adaptation and generate societal benefitstabc
adaptation to the adverse impacts of climate chaagehave both positive and negative consequences
for biodiversity and ecosystem services; the inmgroge to integrate adaptation activities within the
conservation sector; and that the value of ecosystnd the services they provide should be taken in
account when making decisions about and providimgrapriate incentives for societal adaptation to
climate change.

7. The first meeting of the Ad hoc Technical Experto@ on Risk Assessment and Risk
Management under the Cartagena Protocol on Bigsafas held on 20-24 April 2009 in Montreal,
Canada.
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8. A meeting via teleconference was held on 28 Amvith the participation of 16 representatives
from the City of Curitiba, City of Montreal, IUCMichi-Nagoya COP10 CBD Promotion Committee,
ICLEI/LAB, ICLEI Africa, Singapore National Biodivsity Centre, UNEP-WCMC, ICLEI Japan,

London School of Economics, City of Bonn, Enviromh€anada, and URBIO and, for the first time,
from Environment Canada.

9. On 13-15 May 2009, an expert meeting focused omsir@aming biodiversity in development
cooperation was hosted by the Secretariat, with ghdicipation of 45 international experts from
bilateral/multilateral development agencies, a neind§ CBD Parties, as well as international NGOs.

10. On the occasion of the International Day for Biabad) Diversity (IBD) on 22 May, a special
ceremony was organized at the Montreal Biospheféne event gathered representatives from the
diplomatic corps of Montreal, officials from thetZiof Montreal as well as universities and instdns
located in Montreal. Biologist and filmmaker, Je&emire, attended the event, as well as
representatives of the Youth Board for the Secaterhational Youth Symposium for Biodiversity, who
delivered a statement on Youth for Biodiversityregentations were made on Canada’s Engagement
Strategy for 2010, as well as on the 2010 Inteonati Year for Biodiversity were made. An outdoor
photo exhibit on the invasive alien species, Theyrere!l, was also organized by the Montreal
Biosphere, which featured 40 giant photos of natig@nous insects, fish and plants that impact our
environment, society and economy.

11. A workshop on mainstreaming gender into NBSAPsnaled by 33 participants, was held on
12 May to validate the draft guidelines developedtie IUCN Senior gender Adviser's office to
mainstream gender into the NBSAPs.

12. The Second European Workshop on NBSAPs and Maamstng of Biodiversity took place on
12-16 June 2009 in the Isle of Vilm, Germany.

13. The meeting of legal and technical experts on tiathl knowledge was held on 16-19 June
2009 in Hyderabad, India. The meeting was openedhbé Chief Minister of the State of Andhra
Pradesh of India and by the Minister of Environmantl Forests of India. The meeting provided
concrete advice and recommendations on how to ssldraditional knowledge associated with genetic
resources in the International Regime, and shorddtly facilitate the negotiations at the next rimept

of the ABS Working Group to take place in Novemp@o.

14, The Secretariat also organized the following megtinorkshop for Least Developed Countries
on the Fourth National Report (4-8 May 2009, Addimba, Ethiopia); Online Forum on Paragraph 3 of
Article 18 regarding the need for and modalitiesdefeloping standards for the Handling, Transport,
Packaging and Identification of Living Modified Gngisms (18 May - 5 June 2009, online); Liaison
Group Meeting of the Global Strategy for Plant Gamation (26-28 May 2009, Dublin, Ireland).

MUSEUM OF NATURE AND CULTURE

15. On 15 April, the Secretariat received a beautifainping from the Rwanda Environment
Management Authority for inclusion to the CBD Museof Nature and Culture. Established in 2006,
the Museum now showcases 42 art works, compris@aiafings, sculptures, wood crafts, ceramics and
tapestries.

MEMORANDA OF COOPERATION/UNDERSTANDING
CAFF

17. A Memorandum of Cooperation was signed with the <@ovation of Arctic Flora and Fauna
(CAFF). The agreement aims to build and share kedgd, raise awareness of the importance of arctic
biodiversity, and enhance capacity for implemeatatf the Convention on Biological Diversity in the
Arctic Region.

Census of Marine Life

18. In June 2009, the Secretariat of the ConventiorBimhogical Diversity signed an agreement
with the Census of Marine Life (CoML). The objeetiof the Memorandum of Cooperation is to
establish a framework of collaboration, with a viemfurther common goals, including promoting and
facilitating capacity-building in taxonomy and red technical and scientific cooperation and
technology development to provide marine bioditgrsbservation information into the relevant praces
of the Convention.

COHAB

19. An agreement was signed with the Cooperation oritilead Biodiversity (COHAB) for the
preparation of the health element of the Biodiwgriar Development Toolkit series. The objectivie o
the health toolkit is to assist the conservatiomiofliversity and facilitate co-operation on bicelisity
and development issues through “compiling good times that support biodiversity conservation and
poverty alleviation in a number of different deyaieent sectors”, and also provide “practical guidanc
for governments, development agencies, business, nam-governmental organizations working to
ensure that biodiversity conservation an povertijicdion goals go hand in hand”.

MEETINGS OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

20. During the second quarter of 2009, the Executiver&ary held meetings with a number of
senior representatives from Parties, other Goventsn®rganizations and institutions, with a view to
further strengthen collaboration as well as ineeasblic awareness of the Convention on Biological
Diversity and its Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety.

21. The Secretariat welcomed the visit of a number ovg&nment representatives, including: the
new French Ambassador to Canada, the new Consutr@eof Japan in Montreal, the new Consul
General of the Republic of Korea in Montreal, aedekion from the Government of Norway, and a
number of new diplomats from the Government of @anaSenior officials from organizations were
also welcomed, including: the Lead Counsel of tIB and International Law Unit of The World
Bank, a delegation from the United Nations Uniugrsind the Executive Director of the International
Model Forest Network. Biologist and filmmaker Jdaamire also visited the Secretariat and had an
opportunity to meet with the CBD Executive Secngtand relevant Secretariat staff.
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22. In the margins of the WGABS-7 meeting in Paris, @@D Executive Secretary and relevant
staff attended the first meeting of the EMG Issuanilgement Group on the 2010 and post-2010
biodiversity targets, which was held on 8 AprilheTGroup was established to evaluate the potesftial
the UN-system to support member States in advartoingrds these targets and to prepare its inputs to
the UNGA special session on biodiversity in 201d ahthe tenth meeting of the CBD COP to be held
in Nagoya, Japan.

23. The Secretariat of the Convention on Biological é&sity (CBD) was represented at the eighth
session of the United Nations Forum on Forestsl bel20 April-1 May 2009 in New York, U.S.A. A
high-level panel discussion on “Forests in a Chagdginvironment” was held on 21 April. The session
was moderated by the Assistant Secretary-GenebdlDdEpartment of Economic and Social Affairs,
with the participation of the Executive Secretaréghe CBD and the UNCCD, and the Chair of the
Collaborative Partnership on Forests (CPF). OAR4, the CBD Secretariat organized a side event o
the collaboration between UNFF and CBD. The Sadadtalso took part in the Forest Dialogue on
REDD, which took place on 25-26 April.

24. At the kind invitation of the Italian Minister ofririronment, Land and Sea, the CBD Executive
Secretary attended the G8 meeting of EnvironmemiidWrs, which was held on 22-24 April 2009 in
Syracuse, Italy. The meeting focused on two mhemies i.e. combating climate change and the
protection of biodiversity. The CBD Executive Ssetary took part and delivered a presentation at the
Working Session 3 on “Biodiversity: a new perspexti The Environment Ministers adopted the
“Syracuse Charter on Biodiversity”, a policy staén designed to reinforce their commitment to
biodiversity.

25. On 30 April, a DPI/NGO briefing on "Biodiversitythe basis for human well-being: Celebrating
the International Year of Biodiversity in 2010" waeld at the U.N. headquarters in New York.
Gathering more than 120 representatives, the guenided an opportunity for the CBD Executive
Secretary and relevant staff to inform participaots CBD implementation plan for the 2010
International Year of Biodiversity, as well as pides information on ways to engage the civil society
organizations to contribute and take part in tHelrations.

26. At the kind invitation of the Dutch Minister of Aigulture, Nature and Food Quality, in her
capacity as Chair of the CSD-17, the CBD ExecuBeeretary attended the high level segment of the
CSD-17 at the UN Headquarters in New York on 12Maly 2009. The CBD Executive Secretary
briefed the participants on the work of the Conimntand recent activities of relevance to the CSD
agenda, as well as highlighted preparations for200 International Year for Biodiversity and the
Biodiversity meetings to take place in Nagoya, dapaOctober 2010. The Secretariat also took ipart
the Indigenous and Local Communities, Business Bindiversity Consultation held on 12-13 May
2009 at the UN Headquarters. The CBD Executiveesaxy delivered a statement at the event, while
the CBD Programme Officer for traditional knowledgederated the session. While in New York, the
CBD Executive Secretary had an opportunity to meih senior U.N. and government officials,
including the new Administrator of UNDP, and a nenlof Ministers of Environment at the CSD
meeting. On 15 May, the CBD Executive took parimeetings via teleconference, namely: meeting of
the informal consultative group for IPBES-2 and @auntdown 2010 advisory board meeting.

27. Taking advantage of the presence of the three EixecBecretaries of the Rio Conventions in
New York, the ninth meeting of the Joint LiaisonoGp of the Rio Conventions was held on 14 May
2009. The meeting took stock on activities agratethe previous JLG meeting and to further define
proposals for joint activities, in particular cditaration towards the International Year of Biodsigrin
2010. The three Executive Secretaries had a wgrkinch with the Director of the United Nations
Forum on Forests.

Participants included high-level
government representatives, heads and seniora§tdie United Nations and other organizations. The
CBD Executive Secretary delivered a presentatiah @articipated in discussions during the panel on
“Nature conservation and climate protection for evarld — synergies for sustainable development”.
The Donor forum adopted the Berlin Declaration aivd®e Donorship. Meetings were held with
representatives from the David Suzuki Foundatidt; Foundation, Michael Succow Foundation and
Nava Foundation. A meeting was also held withSkeretary of State of the German Federal Ministry
of the Environment on IYB and the UNGA special s@sson biodiversity in 2010, including the
designation of the ambassador for biodiversity.

30. At the kind invitation from the ICLEI Secretariathe Secretariat of the Convention on
Biological Diversity participated in the Urban NeguForum 2009, held from 12 to 13 June 2009 in
Edmonton, Alberta, and in the first day of the 20GR2EI World Congress. The participants had an
opportunity to share and exchange best practiagsnce and new directions in the field of urban
biodiversity. The RCEN 2009 Annual Conference awitbnment was held concurrently with the
Urban Forum. A joint ICLEI and RCEN opening ceremavas organized with the CBD Executive
Secretary delivering a keynote address.

105. The Second Workshop for Europe on National BiodiigrStrategies and Action Plans and
Mainstreaming of Biodiversity was held from 12 & June 2009 in the Isle of Vilm, Germany, again
with the generous support of the German Federahg&géor Nature Conservation and the International
Academy of Nature Conservation. A total of 18 coestattended the workshop.

106. The workshop not only provided an opportunity foartipating countries to exchange
experiences and lessons learned in the developretitimplementation of national biodiversity
strategies and action plans and mainstreamingasfiv@rsity into relevant sectors, but also intragtiic
important tools in this regard, such as promotingrgness of ecosystem services, resilience thinking
strategic environmental assessments, stakeholdgagement and involvement, and strategic
communication.
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107. Participants also had plenary discussions and grexgrcises (using cases provided by
participants) on these tools to better understartinaaster them. In addition, a field trip to thegBn
Biosphere Programme was arranged for participantsnbw how biodiversity is mainstreamed into
economic and regional development planning. A# tharticipants considered this workshop very
successful.

108. The Secretariat is continuing work to compile cstsglies, tools and guidance arising from the
regional capacity development workshops. The Sawcagtis cooperating with the United Nations
University-Institute of Advanced Studies projectiMBSAPs and with various scientific programmes to
improve the evidence-base for implementation ofGbavention.

111. A capacity development workshop was organized footal of 22 least developed countries
from 4 to 8 May 2009 in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia taifiate their preparation and finalization of the
fourth national reports. The workshop was held wite financial support from the Government of
Norway and UNEP DGEF, and the logistical supporttieé Ethiopian Institute of Biodiversity
Conservation and UNEP Addis Ababa Office. The whdgs was considered very helpful to the
participating countries for finalizing their fourtiational reports. The final report of this workphboth
English and French wversions) is now available one thConvention website at:

112. The preparation of the fourth national reports outB American countries was facilitated
through the Countdown 2010 workshop held in Limasu? 19-21 May 2009, and of some European
countries through the second European workshomtional biodiversity strategies and action plang an
mainstreaming of biodiversity (12-16 June 200% & Vilm, Germany). Sessions of those workshops
were devoted to introduction of the guidelines agldvant tools for preparation of the fourth nasibn
report and presentations by a few participatinghtees’ experiences in this regard.
