SCIENTIFIC, TECHNICAL AND TECHNOLOGICAL MATTERS

Decision VII/27: Mountain Biological Diversity

131. The Secretariat completed a process, which waslethone year ago, to develop BCH tutorials to
further help stakeholders register informationtie Biosafety Clearing-House (BCH). Five modules ar
available in English, French and Spanish at: iigh.cbd.int/help/tutorials/. Videos of these tidls can
also be viewed directly on the BCH or on a deditatgannel on YouTube.

132. Pursuant to Decision BS IV/2, an online BCH stuflBGH users and potential users was launched
on 21 December 2009 and ended on 15 February 281fthal report will soon be made available on the
BCH. The study was undertaken to (i) assess wifiatmation users and potential users of the BCHIlgvou
find useful; and (ii) prioritize the work programnad the BCH in order to focus the efforts of the
Secretariat on making the BCH a useful tool.

133. During the reporting period, the Secretariat issaeotification reminding countries wishing to
participate in the second UNEP-GEF BCH Project,itledt “Continued Enhancement of National
Capacities for Effective Participation in the BCHO, express interest through a letter of endorsénmen
UNEP. In accordance with Decision BS-1V/2, the I&ib Environment Facility Council approved the
project in December 2009. Building on the expargmnand achievements of the first BCH Project, this
second project aims to further assist countriesffiectively utilize the BCH. The notification ivailable

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134. As previously reported, and in response to a diregtiest from the Parties in Paragraph 13 of
Decision BS-Ill/2, the majority of the BCH was tedated into the six official languages of the Udite
Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French,dfrsand Spanish) in 2008. During the reportingope

the pages of the BCH Management Centre, only aitdesse BCH account-holders to create and manage
information, are in the process of being translatéde work is expected to be completed by theddritde
second quarter of 2010. Once this task has beapleted, every page in the BCH’s Central Portal bel
accessible in the six official UN languages.

Decisions BS-1V/3 and BS-1V/4: Capacity Building

135. The sixth coordination meeting for Governments arghnizations implementing and/or funding
biosafety capacity-building activities was held b8 February 2010 in Siem Reap, Cambodia. A tottal
35 participants from 17 Governments and 10 orgéiniza attended. The meeting was hosted by the
Government of Cambodia, through the Ministry of Eomment. Funding for the participation of
developing countries was provided by the GovernméMorway. The meeting made recommendations to
COP-MOP regarding possibilities for cooperationdentifying capacity-building needs among Partias f
research and information exchange on socio-econoarisiderations and facilitating further considerat

of Article 26 of the Protocol. Recommendations evaiso made with respect to capacity-building for
promoting public awareness, education and participaincluding specific proposals for inclusion time
draft programme of work on public awareness, edoicand participation. The meeting also reviewed a
provided comments on the draft Strategic PlantferGartagena Protocol on Biosafety (2011-2020).

136. The seventh meeting of the Liaison Group on Capduilding for Biosafety was held 4-5
February 2010, in Siem Reap, Cambodia. It wasnadte by 21 participants from 15 countries and 4
organizations. The meeting reviewed and proposaghaber of revisions to the draft Strategic Plante
Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety (2011-2020), tladt diramework for the second assessment and review
the Protocol and the draft programme of work onlipidlwareness, education and participation conogrni
the safe transfer, handling and use of living medibrganisms.

137. The third international meeting of Academic Indidas and Organizations Involved in Biosafety
Education and Training was held 15-17 February d@1Dsukuba, Japan. It was organized and hosted by
the Government of Japan through an organizing ctt@encoordinated by the University of Tsukuba. The
participants shared information and experiencesitaiheir programmes and reviewed the progress nmade
implementing recommendations of the previous twetings. They also made a number recommendations
to further improve biosafety education and trainprggrammes, including guidance on the development
and delivery of categories of academic programmes(a) short-term general biosafety coursesskioyt-
term specialised certificate courses on specifiosddfiety topics and (c) formal degree and diploma
programmes.

Decisions BS-111/10 and BS-1V/9: Handling, transpot, packaging and identification of living
modified organisms — paragraph 2 (a) of Article 18

138. From 25 to 29 January 2010, the Secretariat fatit a Malaysian National Workshop on
Identification and Documentation of Living Modifigdrganisms (LMOs) under the Cartagena Protocol on
Biosafety in Kuala Lumpur. The workshop, which vediended by more than 75 participants, was airhed a
introducing participants to the Protocol and itguieements regarding the identification and docuaismm

of LMOs, the role of customs officials in implemanf the Protocol, techniques and methods for sargpli
and detection of LMOs and the experiences of theeiCustoms Initiative. The participants engaged i
practical laboratory sessions on LMO detection aisb visited the Port to see first-hand operations
relevant to the identification and documentationLbfOs. At the end of the workshop, the particigant
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developed recommendations to facilitate the implaateon of identification and documentation
requirements of LMOs in Malaysia.

Decision BS-I1V/11: Risk Assessment and Risk Managemt

139. The second round of Real-time Online ConferenceRisk Assessment and Risk Management of
Living Modified Organisms was held through the Bifety-Clearing House in February 2010. Four Real-
time Online Conferences were held for the regioficd, WEOG and CEE, Asia and the Pacific, andr_ati
America and the Caribbean.

140. The Real-time Online Conferences aimed at gathdaadback from the participants of the Open-
ended Online Expert Forum on Risk Assessment ams@t Rianagement on draft guidance documents
prepared by théd hocTechnical Expert Group (AHTEG) on Risk Assessnaamt Risk Management, as
well as on the identification of possible moda#tfer cooperation in identifying living modified ganisms

or specific traits that may have adverse effectsthan conservation and sustainable use of biological
diversity, taking also into account risks to hunhaalth.

141. A total of 64 experts participated in the confees)oof which 38 were nominated by Parties, four
by non-Parties and 22 were observers. A totalldfiiterventions were made.

In a message delivered aoknthe occasion, the Executive Secretary of th® CB
called upon all citizens of the world to supportl actively engage in the implementation of the étok
The Executive Secretary noted that the tenth amsawg coincided with the International Year of
Biological Diversity (IYB) and that the Protocol @e of the important instruments contributing te t
protection of biodiversity.
