90. The Secretariat of the Convention on Biological ddgity celebrated IDB with over 800
participants from both the SBSTTA 14 and WGRI 3detions at the UNEP headquarters on 22 May. The
celebration began with messages from the UN Segr&aneral, read by Angela Cropper, Deputy
Executive Director of UNEP; a representative of tlmvernment of Kenya; Daniel Chuburu,
Ambassador/Permanent Representative of ArgentineN&P; Jochen Flasbarth, representative of the
COP 9 Presidency; Masayoshi Mizuno, representafike COP 10 Presidency; Spencer Thomas, Chair of
SBSTTA 14; and Ahmed Djoghlaf, CBD Executive Semngt Students also attended the celebrations and
participated in a debate focusing on sustainableldpment, followed by their participation at tireet
planting ceremony in honor of both the Internatidday and International Year. There was also aeGre
Wave celebration comprising youth and children fidairobi.

91. The afternoon session comprised of a visit to tlkeukha Forest organized in close collaboration
with the CBD and GTZ. Participants were treatedatpresentation on ecosystem services and had the
opportunity to ask questions to the villagers livin the community.

C. World Environment Day

92. The Secretariat participated in the celebrationghef World Environment Day. The Executive
Secretary participated in the global celebratiars/forld Environment Day in Rwanda as part of t6é@

remarks at the opening and participated in thenceng for the North American branch of the Childsen’
Painting Competition.

Decisions VIII/8 and IX/8: National Biodiversity Strategies and Actions Plans

93. By the end of June 2010, 170 (88% of the total)eh@valized their national biodiversity strategies
and action plans or equivalent instruments. Intad 14 Parties have informed the Secretariat they
are preparing their national biodiversity stratemd action plan. Two Parties that have acceddtig¢o
Convention in the last two years, and seven othierge not prepared a national biodiversity strategy
action plan or initiated the process to do so,arehnot informed the Secretariat that they haveedon At
least 48 Parties have revised national biodivestitgtegies and action plans, or are in the proakdsing
So.

94. The Secretariat is continuing work to compile caselies, tools and guidance arising from the
fourth national reports and the sub-regional capat@velopment workshops held in 2008 and 2009 on
NBSAP implementation and biodiversity mainstream{agvw.cbd.int/case-studies/). The Secretariat is
drawing upon this material to enhance and updaée dipacity development modules on national
biodiversity strategies and action plans (www.alit¢hbsap/training/) in line with decision 1X/8.

Decision VIII/14: National reporting

95. By the end of June 2010, a total of 134 fourtharatl reports had been received (118 final, 16
advance draft).

96. With the support of the Government of Japan andespantners, five regional workshops were held
in April, May and June 2010, on the preparationhef fourth national report, with the aim to facité the
submission of the fourth national reports by alitita before the tenth meeting of the Conferencthef
Parties in October 2010. More details about thesgshops can be found on the Fourth National Repor
Portal on the Convention’s website at https://wvibd.at/nr4/.

97. To celebrate the 2010 International Year of Biodsitg and raise public awareness of biodiversity,
country biodiversity briefs continue to be prepaoadthe basis of the fourth national report, foblmation
in some newspapers in Canada, Japan and some Boropantries.

98. An analysis of information contained in 95 fourthtional reports (statistical analysis based on 85
reports) was prepared for the third meeting of Werking Group on Review of Implementation
(24-28 May 2010, Nairobi, Kenya), as was a sumnwdrihe experiences and lessons learned from the
fourth round of national reporting under the Cortian Also, to facilitate discussion about the tg2810
targets for the revised Strategic Plan of the Cotige, 2010 and post-2010 national targets werepdlech
from the fourth national reports received and pmesek in an information document to WGRI 3. This
document will also be presented to COP-10.
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99. Draft guidelines for the fifth national report weakso developed and presented to the third meeting
of the Working Group on Review of Implementatiom fis consideration. Pursuant to Recommendation
I1I/7 of the third meeting, a notification from tHexecutive Secretary was sent to all Parties rdionges
submission of further views on the draft guidelings30 June 2010, at which time only 2 Parties had
provided comments.

As decided at the ninth meetirig o
the Conference of the Parties in May 2008, the \Wigrksroup would prepare, for the consideration and
adoption by the Conference of the Parties at itghteneeting, a revised and updated Strategic Plan,
including a revised biodiversity target, as well asmulti-year programme of work for the period
2011-2020. Accordingly, the Executive Secretagveyed the invitation of the Conference of thetiBar
for Parties and observers to submit views on tiesess prior to WGRI-3. Inputs received were coaapi
in discussion notes posted at http://www.cbd.iisispO10p/inputs.shtml, together with the reports of
various consultation meetings organized by the €dedat, Parties and partner organizations between
February 2009 and February 2010 (see http://wwwintishb/sp2010p/workshop-consult-reports.shtml).

Decision 1X/30: Scientific and Technical Cooperatin and the Clearing-House Mechanism

(c) A CHM European meeting on biodiversity informati@ystems in support of policy
development was organized by the European Envirahmgency. It took place on
16-17 June in Copenhagen, Denmark and was attdyydacbund 20 participants, a majority of
them being CHM NFPs in charge of their national CHBeveral European initiatives related
to biodiversity information exchange were presentadd discussion topics included new
features of the European CHM Portal Toolkit, tertosuse in a proposed European CHM
glossary, and the development of national CHMs.

(d) The CBD Secretariat was represented in the FieseriBig Committee Meeting of the MEA
Information and Knowledge Management Initiative ariged by UNEP/DELC, and held in
Glion, Switzerland on 22-24 June 2010. The mairppse of the meeting was to review the
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progress made so far and determine the way aliHa&l steering committee was constituted by
MEA representatives as well as representatives fidieP, UNEP-WCMC, EMG, IUCN, and
ECOLEX. The steering committee was shown a dematinmt of the interoperability proof-of-
concept which consisted of a search engine prototyat could simultaneously search
decisions from several MEAs. The meeting includethe brainstorming discussions on the
organization of the InforMEA web portal and itsanation services.

(e) The CBD Secretariat was represented in the Ste€@mgmittee Meeting of the Tematea
project on issue-based modules, co-organized by RJMEBd IUCN, and held in Glion,
Switzerland, on 25 June 2010. The objective oftleeting was to review the current status of
the project, the proposed next steps, and somdmeisdues.

(f) The CBD Secretariat responded positively to a regfiem CITES Secretariat to provide
advice on how to improve its information servicasd gradually establish a dynamic website.
This collaboration took the form of a one-day vigit CITES Secretariat on 21 June 2010.
From a CHM perspective, this was a fruitful exchanf experience because MEA Secretariats
have similar challenges to address in terms of wdhastructure, design, and content
management.

113. The Secretariat organized a series of four Traiaimg) Information Events on Innovative Financing
for WGRI-3 Participants, Nairobi, 24-27 May 2010hieh include: Biodiversity Offsets; A Green
Development Mechanism and International Innovatiancing; Payment for Ecosystem Services and
Climate Change Funding; Economic Valuation of Lasdpporting evidence-based decision making.
