150. The Secretariat is continuing work on the compilatof case studies, tools and guidance arising
from the fourth national reports and the sub-regiaapacity-development workshops held in 2008 and
2009 on NBSAP implementation and biodiversity maaeming (www.cbd.int/case-studies/). The
Secretariat has drawn upon this material to enhamck update the capacity development modules on
national biodiversity strategies and action plameny.cbd.int/nbsap/training/) in line with DecisidX/8.

At present, preliminary drafts of three revised mied in this series of seven are available on tB® C
website for consultation.

151. In early September 2010, at a retreat in ChéateauBdssey, Switzerland, the heads and
representatives of five international conventioms wodiversity and major conservation organizations
agreed to a common approach to address the bisdiverrisis, based on the Strategic Plan of the
Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) for the ned 2011-2020.

152. A high-level meeting of the United Nations Gengkakembly was held on 22 September 2010, as
a contribution to the International Year of Biodis#y. A summary of discussions prepared by the
President of the 85session was subsequently presented to the tergtingeof the Conference of the
Parties in Nagoya in October 2010.

The main outcomes of this high level
meeting were the Libreville Declaration on Biodisiy and Poverty Alleviation in Africa; a common
position for COP-10, a road map for a Pan-Africammittee for the ipBes, a road map for a green
economy in Africa.

206. The Secretariat also launched the offline versibrthe common formats in the six official
languages of the United Nations. The offline comnfiormats aim to assist BCH users to gather and
organize information prior to its submission onlinghey are available in the “Registering Inforroati
and the “Resources” sections of the BCH. The lhwifdhe offline version concluded the translatidrhe
entire Management Centre of the BCH.

207. In September 2010, the Secretariat also launched MO Quick-links on the BCH. The LMO
Quick-links are small image files, which can beilgapied and pasted, that identify an LMO through

unique identifier, trade name and a link to the B@&here information on the LMO is available (e.g. OM
characteristics, countries' decisions, risk assestsnetc.). The LMO Quick-links can be easilyessed

by either scanning the barcode or by typing the WWR& web browser.
