22. In March, visitors to the Secretariat included: tBa&ector of UNEP-WCMC, who had an
opportunity to meet and address the CBD staff, el a8 hold meetings with relevant divisions; thealt
of the GTI Coordination Mechanism/GTI National FoBaint for Germany; Senior Agricultural Officer at
FAOQ, and the Assistant Director and Senior Resegetlow at the United Nations University’s Instieuf
Advanced Studies (UNU-IAS) who delivered a pres@otiaon UNU-IAS and its contribution to the SCBD
initiative on cities and biodiversity.

23. A delegation from IUCN also visited the SecretaimatMarch and made a presentation on IUCN
partnership, on the implementation of the proteciseh COP decisions and achieving Target 11 of the
Strategic Plan, and also explored other programmhegork and their relation to protected areas drel t
IUCN mission.

24. In preparation for the COP-MOP 6 and COP 11 mestitize CBD Executive Secretary was in
New Delhi in January to hold bilateral meetings hwitlis Excellency Jairam Ramesh, Minister of
Environment and Forests, as well as with otheraeafficials from the Ministry of Environment and
Forests. While in India, the CBD Executive Searetdso participated in the 98th Indian Science gess
held in Chennai, and was invited to take part ie ofithe plenary sessions of the meeting.

25. In February, the United Nations Goodwill Ambassattor Biodiversity, Edward Norton was in
Rwanda for a three-day visit, his first official urdry-visit since being appointed by the United iblag
Secretary General in 2010. Accompanied by the ERBcutive Secretary, Mr. Norton met with Rwanda’s
Prime Minister; the Minister of the Environment aoahds of Rwanda; and other Government and United
Nations officials, to learn about work being und&en in Rwanda to ensure sustainable managemést of
biodiversity and land resources as a contributmiRivanda’s sustainable development. A meeting was
also held with the Head of the United Nations indRda/United Nations Resident Coordinator, as well a
staff of the UN agencies that are supporting Rwandes development. A visit was also organizedh®
Eastern and Northern Provinces, as well as otlesaincluding: Akagera National Park, the Nyabaoong
River catchment, the shores of Lakes Cyohoha, SateMugesera.

26. The CBD Secretariat attended the ninth meetingn@fUnited Nations Forum on Forests (UNFF),
under the theme “Forests for people, livelihoodd aoverty eradication”. With reservations stated by
Bolivia on the Cancun outcomes and its relevancetlie@ forest sector, the participants adopted a
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Ministerial Declaration and an omnibus resolutioayering a range of invitations to the Forum Member
States, the CPF, and requests to the UNFF Seettetaostly related to further advancing the disicussen
forest finance. The Nagoya outcomes were also dated, without objection by any Party. The CBD
Executive Secretary made an intervention during high level segment of the meeting, inter alia,
proposing the idea of an extraordinary joint Ricn@ntions COP in Rio 2012. A ceremony was hel@ on
February to launch the International Year of FargbYF), with the participation of the Presidenttbe
UNGA-65, the Environment Minister of Rwanda, the pD& Prime Minister/Minister for Regional
Development, Forests and Water Management of @poamd the U.N. Under-Secretary-General for
Economic and Social Affairs, among others. PratJNFF-9, a meeting of the CPF members was held,
with members approving the list of themes for th€ land also discussing the procedure for joint CPF
press releases. Other issues discussed includateupn UNFF-9; taking stock of the outcomes ofdDan
including Forest Day 4; preparations for Forest BayJpdate on CPF initiatives on forest degradation
streamlining forest-related reporting, advancirgpemon message on SFM, and forest financing.

27. The CBD Executive Secretary also took part in tidE® GC-26/GMEF held in Nairobi, Kenya.
The meeting, opened by Mr. Edward Norton, U.N. GaddAmbassador for Biodiversity, provided an
opportunity to present the outcomes of the sucakd&igoya Biodiversity Summit. In the margins oé th
Governing Council, a working lunch was organizedtbg CBD in honour of Mr. Norton. The CBD
Executive Secretary also met with the UNEP Exeeufdirector and with the Executive Director of the
UN-HABITAT, as well as engaged with representatioé®arties and relevant partner organizationsat t
meeting. He also attended the Sasakawa Prize agegisnony and participated in the meeting of the
Executive Management. A briefing was made with riygresentatives of the Permanent Missions of the
U.N. in Nairobi on the Nagoya Biodiversity Summiitcomes and on the implementation roadmap of the
Aichi-Nagoya outcomes.

28. Prior to Nairobi, the CBD Executive Secretary wassieneva to attend a number of meetings. He

30. In March, a delegation from the CBD Secretariarated the fourth session of the Governing Body
of the International Treaty on Plant Genetic Resesifor Food and Agriculture held in Indonesia.e Th
CBD Executive Secretary addressed the openingoseasid presented an overview of the outcomes of the
tenth meeting of the CBD Conference of the Partié®P), including the new Strategic Plan and the
Nagoya Protocol on access and benefit-sharing.ndted the complementarities between the Treaty and
the Nagoya Protocol, and underscored the needhirProtocol’s early entry into force. The CBD
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Programme Officer for ABS carried out a briefingsien on the Nagoya Protocol on ABS, which gathered
over 80 participants. Under the agenda item omidboration with other organizations”, the relasbip
with the CBD was addressed, and more importantly, Governing Body appealed to Parties and other
countries to give priority consideration to sigmatand ratification of the Nagoya Protocol. Itcatalled

The workshop also spent
time discussing valuation and incentive measurdsas for mainstreaming biodiversity. All parpeints
find this workshop very useful, particularly to@ad materials provided for updating NBSAPs and rsean
of implementation of NBSAPs and mainstreaming biedsity, and proposed elements for updated
NBSAPs. The SCBD also engaged in one-to-one digmus with each of the participating countries in
order to provide them with detailed assistanceddress their specific issues. In turn, most pigditts
pledged to start the process of revising and updahieir NBSAPs as a follow-up to the workshop.
