82. Keidanren Committee on Nature Conservation in Japas kindly agreed to host a meeting in
Tokyo late fall 2011 to launch the global platfoom business and biodiversity.

IMPLEMENTATION AND TECHNICAL SUPPORT

Decision 1X/8: National Biodiversity Strategies andActions Plans

83. By end of September 2011, a total of 173 countnage developed their national biodiversity
strategies and action plans (NBSAPs). Among th&mgountries have revised their NBSAPs. In this
reporting period, a revised strategy was submitedhe United Kingdom entitled "Biodiversity 2024:
strategy for England's wildlife and ecosystem smsi which outlines the strategic direction for
biodiversity policy for the next decade on landcluding rivers and lakes) and at sea and contaset af
2020 outcomes. In addition, 11 countries are dgietptheir first-generation NBSAPs, with the Donaizi
Republic having advised the Secretariat that tRBIBAP is close to being finalized.

84. GEF funds are available to eligible Parties foratpay and revising the NBSAP (in line with the
Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020), as velfor the preparation of the Fifth National Re@ord
CHM activities (usually undertaken as a part of phecess of updating and revising the NBSAP). Haurt

85. The eighth workshop on the updating and revisiolNafional Biodiversity Strategies and Action
Plans (NBSAPs) for countries of South America welsl In Quito, Ecuador, from 13 to 16 July 2011.eTh
workshop was held back-to-back with a workshopl@Amazon Regional Biodiversity Strategy from 11
to 12 July 2011 in the same venue which suppotteddevelopment of renewable natural resources in
relation with the Aichi Biodiversity Targets.

86. The workshops were organized by the Secretariathef Convention on Biological Diversity

(SCBD) and the Permanent Secretariat of the Amdz2oaperation Treaty Organization (ACTO), in
cooperation with the Government of Ecuador, as asglwith the regional offices of the United Nations
Environment Programme (UNEP), the United Nationsvddgpment Programme (UNDP) and the
International Union for the Conservation of Nat(it¢CN).

87. The workshop was attended by government-nominatiéclats responsible for the development
and/or implementation of NBSAPs, and representstirem the development planning and finance
ministries from Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chil&€olombia, Ecuador, Guyana, Paraguay, Peru, Suriname
Uruguay and Venezuela. The workshop was also gdtefby resource persons from the region and a
number of representatives of international, redi@mal sub-regional organizations, indigenous armallo
communities and non-governmental organizations.

88. The primary issues covered by the workshop inclusdons learned and the experiences of
countries related to implementation of the firgingration of NBSAPs, stakeholder engagement and
strategic communication, economic valuation aneéobiodiversity values, mainstreaming biodiver ity
planning processes, setting national targets, ouree mobilization and scientific, technical and

92. In this reporting period, members of the “NBSAP mMéaparticipated in regional meetings
convened by the UNCCD Secretariat for Europe, Asid Latin America, on the development of national
action programmes (NAPs) under the UNCCD, withuiesv to enhancing synergies between NBSAPs and
NAPs.

Decisions VIII/14 and X/10: National reporting

95. Two umbrella project proposals for 58 LDCs and StDssupport their revision of NBSAP and
preparation of the fifth national report, amongeutlthings, have been prepared by UNEP and will be
submitted to the GEF Council for approval in Novembn addition about 20 countries have also suteohit
stand-alone proposals through UNEP or the GEF &et@ae Some countries have also submitted proposal
to UNDP to access funds for updating NBSAP, prepgathe fifth national report and other enabling
activities.
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96. The CBD Secretariat has provided comments on adbfon joint reporting to the Rio Conventions
proposed for a pilot project in six countries. Teject is supported by the Global Environment Fgdio
explore options to increase synergies in reporindhe implementation of related Conventions as asl
reduce reporting burdens of some LDCs and SIDs. CBP Secretariat has also provided inputs to an
integrated reporting framework being developedh®y €aribbean Community Climate Change Center for
some Caribbean countries.

Decision X/26 (The financial mechanism: Assessmeof the amount of funds needed for the
implementation of the Convention for the sixth repénishment period of the Global Environment

Decision X/15: Scientific and Technical Cooperatiomand the Clearing-House Mechanism

111. During the third quarter of 2011, activities rethte the Clearing-House Mechanism (CHM) can be
summarized as follows:

(a) The CBD website was maintained up-to-date and nemteat was added about the Nagoya
Protocol on Access and Benefit Sharing, the Gldtatform on Business and Biodiversity, the
NBSAP process, and activities related to the J&padiversity Fund.

(b) Technical developments were undertaken to upgradaic low-level software components of the
CBD website as a preparatory step towards a migrath more modern servers in the coming
months. Technical work was also carried out tgpsupsome CBD programmes and add features
to the website for the United Nations Decade ordBigrsity.

(c) With a view to improving the quality and sustairigpiof the CBD website in the long-run, a
process was started to evaluate various existimgenb management systems (CMS) that could
provide a robust platform for deploying future CHMormation services. A recommendation has
been made based on a series of evaluation critesiiading cost, compatibility with the existing
infrastructure, multilingual support, built-in femes, extensibility, and availability of technical
expertise and support.
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(d) Thanks to financial support from the Governmen$afidi Arabia, an Arabic translator was hired in
August and 150 web pages of the CBD website hagr tvanslated into Arabic.

(e) Preparatory work has started to organize the Sgiomal capacity-building workshop for South
Asia on the Clearing-House Mechanism that will tpkece on 12-16 December 2011 in Dehradun,
India, thanks to support from the Governments phdaand Belgium. This workshop will bring
together CHM experts from countries of the SoutliaASo-operative Environment Programme
(SACEP).

(f) The Global Biodiversity Information Facility (GBIFjonvened the Informatics expert meeting on
invasive alien species held on 5-6 September 20Xopenhagen, in collaboration with the CBD
Secretariat represented by its CHM Programme officEhe outcome of this meeting is a Joint
work Programme to strengthen information servicesinvasive alien species as a contribution
towards Aichi Biodiversity Target.

(g9) In its capacity as Secretariat of the Conservati@ommons, UNEP's World Conservation
Monitoring Centre (UNEP-WCMC) has prepared an asialyf the barriers to the sharing of
biodiversity data, with recommendations of feasibnkeasures to lower these. This draft document
was reviewed by experts and the CBD Secretariatevised version is under preparation. Once
available, it will be circulated to Parties andexglnt partners in accordance with paragraph 5(c) of
decision X/15.

Decision BS-V/2: Operation and Activities of the Bisafety Clearing House (BCH)

112. The Secretariat implemented a new module for theagement of National Authorized Users

facilitate the submission of the Second Nationgbdteon the Implementation of the Cartagena Prdtoco
the Secretariat made it possible for BCH-NFPs tngspecific users the right to access only thét dra
report (i.e. the role of NAU for National Reports).

113. During the reporting period, the Secretariat addetew training tool to the BCH which allows
Regional Advisors of the UNEP/GEF BCH-II projecthave access to six Hermes training sites. Through
the user interface triggered by an “Edit” buttdme Regional Advisors may set (i) a temporary usama
and password for the training site administratiy,tlfle country of reference and (iii) the languégen
which the site is to be made available. A "Notésldfis also available in the interface for coorting the
different missions of Regional Advisors.

114. In collaboration with UNEP-GEF project, a capadityilding workshop was held in Panama City,
Panama, 5-9 September 2011. The workshop was diuntie the following phases:

e Day 1: State of the BCH in countries of the region.
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« Day 2: Training materials of the BCH: integratioritwacademia. Diffusion, actualisation and
creation of new modules. Contributions of interdstelividuals.

« Day 3: Entering information in the BCH: Innovatiomd the Management Centre, teaching
materials and registering of National information.

« Day 4: Update on national applications of the B&dgional Networking Component and Planning
activities of Project BCH II.

« Day 5: Role of the BCH Focal Point and closing psses of the BCH Project.

115. During the reporting period, modifications wereoafsade to the following common formats:

(a) Living Modified Organisms: the information provideg the BCH on LMOs has been integrated
with specific links to information on detection rhetls hosted by the databases of third parties (e.g.
Croplife and the European Union);

(b) Biosafety Information Resource: documents submiibettie Biosafety Information Resource
Centre (BIRC) which are relevant to risk assessmmeyt now be recommended as background
material for the “Guidance document reference @k Rissessment”; and

(c) Biosafety Organization: this now allows users wister and search for laboratories for detection
and identification of LMOs.

116. In accordance with paragraph 13 of COP-MOP Deci8i8Alll/2, the pages of the BCH, as they
are added and amended, continue to be transldtethmsix languages of the United Nations.

Decisions BS-IV/17 and BS-V/13: Public Awarenessdication and Participation

117. The Secretariat continued to implement the programifmwork and the outreach strategy of the
Protocol. Some of the activities include:

Guidance.

Decision BS-V/11: Liability and Redress

119. The Secretariat organized the second regional \wogkson the Nagoya — Kuala Lumpur
Supplementary Protocol on Liability and Redresdh\ Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety for Africa in
Addis Ababa, Ethiopia from 21 to 22 July 2011. T™erkshop was organized in collaboration with the
Africa Union Commission. It was attended by 47 ipgyants from Parties and regional agencies.
Participants were presented with information on gbbject of liability and redress, the contentsthef
Supplementary Protocol, and on the process thatolekde conclusion and adoption of the Supplemgntar
Protocol. African representatives who participatedthe negotiations of the Supplementary Protocol
presented their assessment of the negotiationghentinal outcome. Participants exchanged inforomati
and views on the status of domestic laws and r&égokin the field of liability and redress in gealeand
liability and redress for damage caused by livingdified organisms. They reviewed some hypothetical
cases in the context of the scope, objective amerqtrovisions of the Supplementary Protocol. Iditah,

the workshop considered the implementation of sofmine decisions taken by Parties to the Prototol a
their fifth meeting in Nagoya, Japan, in particuldecision BS-V/14 on preparation of second nationa
reports, decision BS-V/15 on assessment and reaievdecision BS-V/16 on the strategic plan.
