l. OFFICE OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

Mediterranean region. The meeting was co-organiaedhe City of Montpellier, the Secretariat of the
Convention on Biological Diversity, ICLEI Local Gesnments for Sustainability and the Japan Fund for
Biodiversity. The results of the meeting will bebmitted to the Second Summit on Cities and
Biodiversity, to be held on 15-16 October 2012 yderabad, India, prior to the ministerial segmerthe
eleventh meeting of the Conference of the Partided Convention on Biological Diversity.

4, In February, the Executive Secretary was in Naitokattend the UNEP Governing Council (GC)
meeting.

Summit. In the margins of the Council meeting, timggs were held with relevant partner organizatiand
bodies, as well as participation in various eveaksvant to the work of the CBD. Bilateral meetingere
also held with UNEP and UNON senior officials, a®llwas participation in the UNEP Executive
Management Retreat.

5. Also in February, the Executive Secretary was ikkybato participate and deliver opening remarks
in the second Science Workshop on Assessment antPBES. Meetings were held with UNU senior
officials to discuss ways to further enhance catakion. While in Tokyo, meetings were also helithw
senior government officials from the Ministriestbe Environment, Foreign Affairs and the Agricuétur
Forestry and Fisheries. It also provided an opmity to meet with the COP-MOP and COP Bureaux
Presidencies. In his meetings with the Japaneseiatéf issues discussed included: Japan Biodiyersi
Fund, Nagoya Protocol, resource mobilization, R&D -and the Biodiversity meetings in Hyderabad, to
name a few. Bilateral meetings were also held wffltials from AEON Japan and representatives ef th
Japanese NGOs. Following his meeting with the Jegenvironment Minister, the Executive Secretary
took part in a press briefing held in Tokyo: on AQRNd Japan’s role, the Strategic Plan for Biaditg
including Aichi Targets and the Nagoya Protocol.

6. On 16-17 February, a meeting of the SBSTTA Bureas wonvened in Montreal. The Bureau
members discussed pre-session documents for th@ I¥BS6 meeting, as well as other preparatory work
needed for SBSTTA 16.
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7. On 1 March, a meeting of the ICNP Bureau was coadera teleconference. The main purpose of
the meeting is to discuss preparations for thersgooeeting of the Intergovernmental Committee Far t
Nagoya Protocol. The Executive Secretary had amnbppity to meet the ICNP Co-Chairs, as they took
part in the meeting in person.

8. A global dialogue seminar on scaling up financelmdiversity was convened by the Secretariat
on 6-9 March 2012 in Ecuador, in collaboration witle Governments of Ecuador, India, Japan, and
Norway. The dialogue seminar allowed participantexplore opportunities related to an increasthén
scale of finance, to build better understandingtioé issues, and clarify areas of convergence and
divergence. It also aimed to facilitate the elalion by the Conference of the Parties of the &gsafor
Resource Mobilization, thereby facilitate implensitn of the Strategic Plan and achievement of\ibbi
Biodiversity Targets.

9. On 12-14 March, an Informal Workshop on Nationapé&ixences in implementing the Strategic
Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020, co-hosted by thev&nments of Brazil and the United Kingdom, was
held in Brasilia, Brazil. The meeting was convepedsuant to decision X/2, in which countries arged

to update their national strategies and actionsplariine with the new Strategic Plan, and to sstomal
targets in line with the Aichi Biodiversity Targeasid report on progress to COP-11. Participardsesh
examples and experiences in their efforts to nteete challenges, and thereby help them prepar@dor
discussion of this issue at the fourth meetinghef Working Group on Review of Implementation of the
Convention.

10. The Executive Secretary was also in New York duthey last week of March to attend the Third
Intersessional Meeting of the United Nations Cagriee on Sustainable Development. While in New York,
meetings were held with senior UN officials, angresentatives of governments and organizations also
taking part in the intersessional meeting.
