I OFFICE OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

3. On 5 April 2012, a meeting of the COP Bureau wasveaed at the CBD offices in Montreal,
Canada. Issues discussed at the meeting inclpdgghrations for the fourth meeting of the Ad hge
ended Working Group on Implementation of the Cotieen(WGRI 4), including organization of work
and review of documents; CBD participation in the4R0 Conference, preparations for COP-MOP6 and
COP11 and status of CBD Trust Funds.

4, The Executive Secretary attended the second sessforthe plenary meeting on the
Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on Biedsity and Ecosystem Services (IPBES) held on 16-
20 April 2012 in Panama City, Panama. Followingek#ong discussions on the modalities and
institutional arrangements for an IPBES as welbasome outstanding issues from the first sessidoh h

in October 2011, the meeting adopted the estabéshiwf an IPBES and selected Germany as host of the
Secretariat in Bonn. With this outcome, the raid selationship of CBD’s SBSTTA with IPBES will be
discussed in the upcoming SBSTTA 16, with a viewettancing the effectiveness of its own work,
ensuring synergies with IPBES and avoiding duplicaof efforts.

5. An informal brainstorming session of members of tBensortium of Scientific Partners on
Biodiversity was held on 17 April 2012, in the magof the IPBES meeting in Panama. The meeting
discussed how the Consortium of Scientific Partroensld further contribute to enhanced scientifid an
technical cooperation in support of the work of tbenvention, suggesting broad areas in which the
Consortium members could build on: a) Knowledge agmment, sharing information, support to
monitoring, bioinformatics; (b) Training and caggcbuilding; and (c) Outreach and communication
(particularly, museums. botanic gardens and zod#3. meeting also raised the need for changes in the
operations of SBSTTA, suggesting that there needbet more open and technical discussions. The
summary of the meeting is accessible at: http://weld.int/cooperation/consortium/meetings/csp-
brainstorming-panama-2012-04-17-en.pdf.

6. A meeting of subnational governments in suppothefAichi Biodiversity Targets, co-organized
by the Secretariat of the Convention on Biologibatersity, the Network of Regional Governments for
Sustainability (nrg4SD) and ICLEI — Local Governrtgefor Sustainability, was held on 24-27 April 2012
in Curitiba, Brazil. The meeting discussed: thendses and best practices on biodiversity at naltion
level; the establishment of the Advisory Commitb@eSubnational Governments for Biological Diversity
the mechanisms and tools for subnational actiorbfodiversity; and strategies for the mobilizatioh

subnational governments in support to the globat&gic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and thenRi&

Action on Subnational Governments, Cities and Otlusmral Authorities on Biodiversity 2011-2020. The
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meeting also saw the launch of the Biodiversitya®fgy and Action Plan of the State Government of
Parana at the opening ceremony, with the participatf the Governor of Parana and some 200 official

7. The sixteenth meeting of the Subsidiary Body ore&tific, Technical and Technological Advice
(SBSTTA) of the Convention on Biological Diversi¢BD) was held from 30 April to 5 May 2012, in
Montreal, Canada. The meeting gathered over 4@icipants and adopted 15 recommendations. The
recommendations were made on various issues, ingudharine and coastal biodiversity, climate cheang
and biodiversity, as well as on ways and meansipyave the effectiveness of the SBSTTA in lightrod
Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and maa for collaboration with the IPBES. The meeting
also made recommendations on: the Global BiodityeiSutlook (GBO); the in-depth review of the
implementation of the programme of work on islamadiversity; progress in implementing decisions on
the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation (GSR®@)fuels and biodiversity, and incentive measures;
capacity building for the Global Taxonomy InitiaifGTI); new and emerging issues; and collaborative
work in the areas of agriculture, forests and hedkecommendations adopted at SBSTTA 16 will be
submitted to COP 11 for consideration. A meetifithe SBSTTA Bureau was held prior to SBSTTA 16
to discuss preparations for the meeting, as welpraparations for the joint COP-SBSTTA Bureaux
meeting to be held on 5 May 2012.

8. The fourth meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-ended Workdrgup on the Review of Implementation
(WGRI 4) of the Convention on Biological Diversi(ZBD) was convened on 7-11 May 2012, back-to-
back with SBSTTA 16. The meeting resulted in thepion of eight recommendations dealing with:
implementation of the Strategic Plan for Biodivgrs2011-2020 and the Aichi Biodiversity Targetsg th
message to the Rio+20 summit; integration of biediity into poverty eradication and developmetie t
Resource Mobilization Strategy; the Financial Metb@m; cooperation with other convention,
international organizations and engagement of ktakers; and the multi-year plan of action for $eut
South Cooperation. Recommendations adopted at VAGRI be submitted to COP 11 for consideration.

9. Prior to WGRI 4, the members of the COP Bureauandd May 2012 to discuss: the organization
of work for next week, the status of trust fundstteg Convention, and preparations for the COP-MOP6
and COP 11. The COP Bureau meeting was preceded joint meeting of the COP and SBSTTA

Bureaux, which discussed updates on IPBES, tedhaitad scientific cooperation among Parties and
monitoring and reporting on implementation of theatgic Plan.

10. During the reporting period, the CBD Executive ®tary had a meeting with officials from
Montreal International, where ways to enhance pastrip was discussed. A meeting was also held with
senior officials of the City of Montreal, includirtge Mayor, in which collaborative work on valuatiof
ecosystem services and the Global Partnership imtfelal in 2013, as well as the road map to Hydetraba
was discussed.

11. During the month of June, the Executive Secretayelled to Brazil to take part in a number of
meetings and events. On 5 June, he attended thiel \Biovironment Day celebrations at the Palacio do
Planalto in Brasilia, with the participation of tReesident of Brazil who unveiled national enviramial
measures and initiatives to mark the occasion.alsie attended the global launch of UNEP’s Fifthlsalo
Environment Outlook Report in Rio de Janeiro ands veme of the invited panellists at the panel
discussion, in which he presented the perspectivendVIEA that sets internationally agreed goals and
targets for sustainable development and outlinedtvid required and the needs to assist countries at
various stages of development achieve internafypagteed goals.

12. A delegation from the Secretariat of the Convention Biological Diversity took part in the
United Nations Conference on Sustainable DeveloprlRio +20) in Rio de Janeiro. The Rio +20
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conference recognized the critical role played lmdiversity in the context of sustainable developtne
which was highlighted in its outcome document “ThReture We Want”. The document also made
references to action in support of the programni@sook of the Convention, including oceans, forestsl
dry and sub-humid lands.

13. The Rio +20 Conference also marked the twentiettivansary of the three Rio Conventions, with

a number of events organized to celebrate the metadA joint statement was issued by the Executive
Secretaries of the Rio Conventions reaffirmingtigieitermination to further enhance synergies irpsup

of sustainable development. The anniversary wss alarked with a full-day programme at the Rio
Conventions Pavilion, which included: a breakfasundtable with the participation of the current

Presidencies of the respective Conference of thieBafour panel sessions: 1) launch of the pilot
partnership on national implementation of synerg@song the Rio Conventions, 2) launch of

Mozambique’s Green Economy Roadmap, 3) why theetliR@® Conventions are critical to achieving

poverty eradication, and 4) how the UN System catteb integrate environment within the development
framework. The 20th Anniversary of the Rio Convens celebrations capped off with a high-level panel
followed by a reception.

The Committee prepared and adopta@ptat and recommendations for submission to the
sixth meeting of the Conference of the Partiesisgras the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol.

Decision BS-IV/15: Assessment and Review

73. The Ad Hoc Technical Expert Group (AHTEG) on thec@eal Assessment and Review of the
Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety held its meetingienna, Austria, 14 - 16 May 2012. The meeting was
attended by 15 experts, nominated by Governmeais t3 Parties and 2 chairpersons of two subsidiary
bodies under the Protocol, and 6 observers. Theimyje@as hosted by the Government of Austria, with
the financial support of the Government of JapamoAg other things, the AHTEG considered the report
on the analysis of the status of implementatiothefProtocol, with a view to providing technicava

on the second assessment and review of the e#eetss of the Protocol. The AHTEG compiled
conclusions, and made recommendations for congideray the Parties to the Protocol at their sixth
meeting on the following areas as they relate éoRlotocol: coverage; domestic implementation oé co
procedures and annexes; international level proesdand mechanisms; capacity-building and resource
mobilization; compliance mechanisms and procedutiegrmation sharing and the Biosafety Clearing-
House and subsequent assessment and review oéittegy€na Protocol on Biosafety.

Decisions BS-I1V/17 and BS-V/13: Public Awarenessdbcation and Participation

74. The Secretariat continued to implement the programimwork on public awareness, education
and participation concerning the safe transferdhiag and use of living modified organisms (LMOS)
covering the period 2011-2015 and the Outreacliegyeor the Protocol (2008-2012). In particular:

(a) A Portal was launched in the Biosafety Clearingd®éor Online Forums on Public Awareness,
Education and Participation Concerning the Safendfea, Handling and Use of LMOs. Two discussion
groups have been held on the topics: Discussiongsig The meaning, scope and importance of public
access to biosafety information and Discussion @&ju-acilitating public access to biosafety infatian.

The two discussion groups had a total of 98 pauitis, including representatives of Parties tdPtodocol,
non-Parties, relevant organizations, UN agencieademia and media. A total of 155 messages were
posted: 56 from Discussion Group 1 and 99 from s®n Group 2.

(b) An exhibition with a presentation was held on 29N2812 at McGill University, in collaboration
with the Redpath Museum, highlighting the UN DecadeBiodiversity. The event, which was attended by
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more than 2900 visitors, contributed to raising mmass on the Protocol as one of the tools in ptiogno
the conservation and sustainable use of biodiyersit

(c) In collaboration with UNEP, the translation of tRetocol video was made into the remaining four
UN languages: Arabic, French, Russian and Spanish.

Decision BS-V/11: Liability and Redress

75. The Secretariat organized an inter-regional worgshio capacity needs for the implementation of
the Nagoya — Kuala Lumpur Supplementary Protocdliability and Redress. The workshop was held in
Riga, Latvia on 9-11 May 2012. The workshop wasrated by more than 40 representatives of Parties to
the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety and relevagdrorations, including representatives from thetéshi
Nations Environment Programme and the European Gssion. Participants at the shared experiences in
the development and implementation of liabilityesilon environmental damage in general, as well as
damage to biological diversity caused by living mfied organisms. Participants also reviewed the
requirements of the Supplementary Protocol andligigied some of the overarching capacity needs for
the implementation of these requirements. This slook was a follow up to and builds on the four
regional workshops that the Secretariat organizet une to December last year.
