The requirements to report on a regular
basis to the Parties were further elaborated uthe@eAdministrative Arrangements between the Segatta
and UNEP, which were endorsed by the ConferentieeoParties in decision IV/17.

2. Therefore, the Executive Secretary has preparedréport, which contains a summary of key
activities in implementing the decisions of the @oance of the Parties and other relevant matterisgl
the period 1 January to 30 June 2013.

I OFFICE OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

3. In January, the Executive Secretary was in New Yorkeet with a number of senior officials of
the United Nations. He had a meeting with the éthiNations Secretary General, wherein he made a
briefing on the work of the Convention, includifgetimplementation of the Strategic Plan for Biodbity
2011-2020 and achievement of the Aichi Biodiver3igygets, and the Nagoya Protocol on ABS and status
of its ratification, among other issues. The EximeuSecretary also briefed him on the preparatafrtbe
twelfth meeting of the Conference of the Partieshim Convention on Biological Diversity, which will
take place in October 2014 in PyeongChang, Repuabli€orea, and also reiterated the invitation f@ h
presence at the meeting. While in New York, he atet with UNDESA amd UNDOALAS staff; the
Associate Administrator of UNDP; Executive Director UN Women; the Secretary General's Special
Adviser for the post-2015 development planning, agnothers. Meetings were also held with the
Permanent Representatives of India and Brazil,edsas EU, Kazakhstan and Fiji.

4. In January, the Executive Secretary was in Bonmpi@ry to attend the opening of the first
meeting of the Plenary of the Intergovernmentaltf®m on Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services
(IPBES-1), which was held on 21-25 January. Spep&in behalf of the biodiversity-related convension
the Executive Secretary encouraged partnership WMBES to further build momentum for the
implementation of the Aichi Biodiversity Targetsdato facilitate the mainstreaming of biodiversityda
ecosystem services in the sustainable developngarida, in particular the different processes taking
place at the United Nations in New York as a fologvto the outcomes of the Rio+20 Conference.

5. Taking advantage of his presence in Bonn, a jdaisdn group (JLG) meeting of the Rio
Conventions was convened on 22 January, and wasedhay the UNFCCC Executive Secretary. The
meeting discussed a number of issues includingp@@dion on the Rio Conventions Pavilion (RCP),
input to the Sustainable Development Goals (SD@sggss, ecosystem restoration and the GEF pilot
project on joint reporting for the Rio ConventioriBhe next meeting is tentatively scheduled to talkee

in early 2014, with CBD to chair the meeting. Th& meeting was followed by an informal meeting of
the biodiversity-related liaison group (BLG) on 2Z&nuary. The meeting discussed matters relatdueto
on-going IPBES-1 meeting and initiated discussimmstrategic issues which may contribute to a piaten
work programme for the BLG for the biennium 201320 which included opportunities for
programmatic cooperation, the facilitation of accesresources for conventions other than the GBid,
cooperation among national focal points and supfmriNBSAPs and among the respective scientific
bodies, among other issues.

6. A meeting of the Friends of the Convention on Bgital Diversity was held on 11-12 February
2013, at the Chateau de Bossey, in Bogis-Bossejtz&land. The meeting, held with the generous
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financial support from the Government of Switzedarmgathered over 40 government officials and
representatives of international organizations atakeholders. The participants reflected on the
accomplishments achieved within the framework @& @onvention and discussed ways on how best to
adapt its work to further meet the needs of theti€&arand strengthen and build capacity for the
achievement of the Strategic Plan for Biodiver@6i1-2020, including the Aichi Biodiversity Targets
While in Switzerland, meetings were held with semwifficials from WHO and GEO-BON.

7. The Executive Secretary was in Brazil in Februarytake part in a number of meetings. He
attended the 100 Reunido CGEN (Brazil's Geneticitétpr Management Council), and joined the
Secretary of ITPGRFA as a panellist at the eventAecess and Benefit-sharing — An overview of
international Developments”. A meeting was helthwelevant officials from the Government Ministrie

of Brazil and IUCN-Brazil on the implementation thfe Aichi Biodiversity Targets. While in Brasilia,
meetings were also held with the Federac@o dasinds do Estado de S&o Paulo (FIESP) and the Agro-
ecology Farmers Association, smallholder farmersl anganic farmers association to discuss the
objectives and work of the Convention, including tNagoya Protocol and the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020.

8. The Executive Secretary was in New York on 11- 1&d1 2013 to meet with senior officials of
the United Nations and Permanent Representatikeseeting was held with the Under-Secretary-General
for Economic and Social Affairs to discuss preparet for the special briefing event, mandated kg th
General Assembly, which is planned to be held duinthe second committee of the 68th sessionef th
UNGA. Meetings were also held with Permanent Regmeatives to discuss various issues including co-
facilitating the Sustainable Development Goals,pbst-2015 development agenda, and co-facilitetieg
consultations on the High-level political forum anide special event to review the Millennium
Development Goals, among other issues. The Exec\8ecretary also briefed them on the major
outcomes of the tenth and eleventh meetings oCtheference of Parties, and solicited their supfuort
the mainstreaming of biodiversity in the sustaieaddvelopment agenda of the UN, through system wide
implementation of the Biodiversity Strategic Plaxdahe Aichi targets. While in New York, a meeting
was also held with the UNEP Executive Director.e Bxecutive Secretary travelled again to New York
on 28 March to attend the informal consultationshef OWG on SDGs. In the margins of both missions
to New York, he had an opportunity to meet with anéf the G-77, SIDs, GRULAC and African Groups.

9. In March, the Executive Secretary participated i Americana 2013, held at the Palais des
congres in Montreal and organized by Réseau Enmvinaent. The CBD moderated the session on
“International Context of Business and Biodiversityring the panel on Companies and Biodiversity.

the margins of the Conference, the Executive Saxyrétad an opportunity to hold a bilateral meetintp

the Environment Minister of Canada. A number sltiesss were discussed including: Canada’s role ds hos
to the Convention, its accession to the Nagoyaoeobt further engagement by becoming a “Biodivgrsit
Champions”, and possible support for the programbosiness and biodiversity, among other issues.
These issues were also taken up in June when #euixe Secretary paid a courtesy visit to the btam

of Foreign Affairs of Canada, followed by a meetinigh other senior officials of DFATD-Canada.

10. Also in March, the Executive Secretary was invitesl special guest at the Multi-stakeholder
Dialogue on Water and World Water Day (High-Leverdm and celebration), held on 21 and 22 March,
respectively, in The Hague, Netherlands. The mgetllowed the Executive Secretary to exchange siew
with key speakers during the panel sessions andd@suss with relevant partners at the meetingvibr

of the Convention and its relevance to water coatpsat and development.

11. In April, the Executive Secretary delivered a staat at the opening of the fourth regular session
of the Commission on Genetic Resources for Food Agdculture in Rome, Italy, in which he
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underscored the long history of cooperation betwie&® including with the CGRFA, in particular the
2011-2020 joint work programme with FAO and its Goission and the need to further strengthen
collaboration to achieve relevant Aichi Biodiveysitargets, i.e. on food security and the Nagoyaddead

on access and benefit-sharing. He also informedQbmmission about the several areas for advanced
cooperation that have been agreed upon with FACprtamote biodiversity for food security and
sustainable production, based on proposals fromCBB and from FAQ’s Interdepartmental Working
Group on Biodiversity. He further reiterated themmitment of the Convention to continuing and
strengthening its collaboration with the Commissigith a view to ensuring complementarities and
mutual supportiveness. Prior to the CGRFA sesdius,Executive Secretary was invited to attend the
special information seminar on “Biodiversity forofth and agriculture: taking stock for the futurehioh
provided an opportunity for an exchange of viewsth status and contributions of biodiversity todo
and nutrition security, human well-being and sumthility, and on the challenges to biodiversity
conservation and sustainable use in relation tgtbparation of the report on “The State of the M/sr
Biodiversity for Food and Agriculture”. Prior tdshtrip to Rome, the Executive Secretary attendhed t
high-level dialogue with heads of the CPF membgabizations, which took place in the margins of the
Ministerial Segment of the UNFF 10. The meetingyied the CPF members to share their views on
forests and economic development and forest fimgndntegration of forests with other sectors; and
forests and the United Nations Conference on Swtteé Development follow-up and the post-2015
development agenda.

12. In May, the Executive Secretary was invited to radtéhe Summit of Caribbean Political and
Business Leaders, which launched the second pHade cCaribbean Challenge Initiative. The event,
hosted by the Prime Minister of Grenada, PremidhefBritish Virgin Islands and Founder of the Virg
Group, gathered the participation of heads of taellbean countries and territories and businestefsa

of companies with operations in the region, as aslbther key partners to discuss and agree oaradh
vision for the region’s marine and coastal envirenimand develop a roadmap on how to achieve this.
With the strong support and commitment towards @@l through the signing of the Leadership
Declaration by governments and the Corporate Cotripacompanies at the meeting, the CCl has been
recognized and acknowledged as one of the Biodtyegthiampions (www.cbd.int/champions/list).

13. The Executive Secretary was invited keynote speaik#re high-level opening of the International
Conference on Forests for Food Security and Naoirjtheld on 13-15 May 2013 at the FAO headquarters
in Rome, Italy. The meeting enhanced understandirtfe role forests and trees can play in imprgvin
the food security and nutrition of rural peopledasxplore ways to integrate this knowledge in their
decision-making at national and international level

14. On 22 May, in celebration of the International Dfay Biological Diversity, under the theme
“Water and Biodiversity”, the Secretariat held @&g® conference at the United Nations headquarters i
New York to commemorate the special day. The eywovided an opportunity for the Executive
Secretary to highlight the work of the CBD in prding the idea of biodiversity as a key element ahm

of the discussions taking place in the United Neatidoday about sustainable development, especially
those of the Open Working Group on the sustaindbleelopment goals, which was dealing with such
issues as food security, water and land degradatimong others. He added that the CBD is enhancing
collaboration with a number of other United Nati@ggncies in looking into how enhancing collabaorati
could provide better ways to implement the agendwater.

15. On 27-31 May, the Executive Secretary was in Tremdhto attend the seventh Trondheim
Conference on Biodiversity, which was hosted by@wwernment of Norway in cooperation with UNEP,
CBD, FAO, UNDP and the World Bank. He deliverekkegnote address at the high-level opening session
on "Advancing Strategic Goal A of the Aichi Tardetnd also underscored the important contribudibn
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Trondheim conferences in shaping the CBD agendaking place after the Rio +20 Summit, the
conference also discussed and considered its botitm to the implementation of the Rio declaration
"The Future We Want" and the post-2015 developrmagenda. The proceedings of the meeting, which
include the key messages from a diverse rangeeskptations and panel discussions and sessionallas w
as roundtable sessions, is reflected in the Cor€hagport, which will be forwarded to the CBD
Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Tedbgizal Advice (SBSTTA) for consideration.

16. Taking advantage of the presence of the COP Bumeambers attending the Trondheim
conference, and with the financial support from @®vernment of Norway, a COP Bureau meeting was
convened on 1 June. The meeting discussed a nwhissues, including: update on the Nagoya Prdtoco
ratification and related activities; work programrwe the implementation of COP 11 decisions and
calendar of meetings for 2013-2014; recent devetopmon strategy for resource mobilization; and
mainstreaming biodiversity in the post-2015 devalept agenda and sustainable development goals
processes, among other issues. The Bureau of COP-&so convened meeting in Trondheim on 31 May
which discussed: the Biosafety programme of wodkuiding the proposed calendar of Biosafety meetings
2013-2014; preparations for the tenth anniverséhe coming into force of the Cartagena Protoaol o
Biosafety and the proposed agenda for the COP-MQ@dng other issues.

17. A CBD-GEF webinar on the Financial Mechanism an@@Bichi Biodiversity Targets was held
on 5 June, and was hosted by the Ecole de tectisddagérieure in Montreal. The event was opened by
the Executive Secretary and CEO and ChairpersatmeofGlobal Environment Facility, followed by a
presentation on resource mobilization of privateitehfor biodiversity conservation, after whichetloor

was open for questions. The webinar provided grodpnity to engage CBD Focal Points and relevant
organizations on how to ensure a robust GEF-6 nigiienent and leverage additional resources to enabl
Parties to achieve the 2020 Aichi Biodiversity Teteg Prior to the webinar, a CBD-GEF retreat weld h

to discuss enhanced cooperation, in particulakdBE Biodiversity Strategy for the replenishmentiqubr
2014-2018 and how to effectively work togetherulilf their mandates.

18. On 12 December, the Executive Secretary was inviteddeliver opening remarks at the
Workshop 2012—-Economy, Society and Biodiversitygamized by the Quebec Centre for Biodiversity
Science, in collaboration with the Réseau Enviromergt. Through presentations by keynote speakers an
other presenters, the meeting examined the issukseeds regarding the integration of biodiveraitg
ecosystem services by companies, municipalitiesoagahizations or citizens of Quebec.

19. During the first half of 2013, the Secretariat vagteed the visit of: the CEC Executive Director,
the Deputy Secretary General of Ramsar, senioreseptatives of American Birds Conservancy,
delegations from OISCA and IUCN/WPA, as well asiseafficials from the JIU with regard to the “Pest
Rio+20 review and environmental governance withiea UN System”. The Secretariat also welcomed a
visit of senior officials from the Government of €nec. A meeting was held with the Executive Senyeta
followed by an all staff meeting, which addressathongst other topics, Quebec’s policies related to
biodiversity as well as lessons learned and oppiigs for cooperation in this field at the intetinaal
level. Senior staff from the City of Montreal alggited the Secretariat. Meetings were held wéthvant
staff which allowed discussion on Montreal's actrede in the Global Partnership on Subnational and
Local Action on Biodiversity as well as in the Siag Committee on Cities and Biodiversity, andldsal
strategy on biodiversity, among other issues.

20. During the reporting period, the Executive Secketso attended the SDG meeting in Geneva,
and the meeting of the Global Partnership on Lecal sub-national action for Biodiversity: Building
resilient and dynamic cities with biodiversity inokitreal. He was also a panelist during the finahary
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session of the Birdlife International Congress tta®@a. He also attended the"4@EF Council meeting,
and seized the opportunity while in Washington setwith staff from Conservation International.
