The requirements to report on a regular
basis to the Parties were further elaborated utideAdministrative Arrangements between the Secatta
and UNEP, which were endorsed by the ConferentieeoParties in decision IV/17.

2. Therefore, the Executive Secretary has preparedrégort, which contains a summary of key
activities in implementing the decisions of the @oance of the Parties and other relevant mattensgl
the period 1 July to December 2013.

l. OFFICE OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

3. In July, the Executive Secretary attended the wawkson embedding environmental sustainability

into the SDGs, which took place in Chavannes-dei3dgwitzerland on 1-2 July 2013, and gathered the
participation of experts from the United Nationglajovernments, MEAs and academia. The workshop
provided the participants the opportunity to discaad have a better understanding of the needvielage

the SDGs and how, through further discussion of apportunities and challenges, how existing

environmental goals and targets could be integratéie SDGs.

4, The Executive Secretary was in Brazil in July tetpart in a number of meetings. He was invited
to the High-Level Coalition of Visionary Leaders @tiag held in Rio de Janeiro on 12 July, which was
chaired by the Environment Minister of Brazil. Timeeting, which gathered the participation of nibian

16 global leaders of agricultural and conservatitisgussed new solutions in addressing the agui@llt
development and conservation agendas, as parteobriigoing discussion of the post-2015 Sustainable
Development Goals. The outcome declaration of nieeting Bridging Agriculture and Conservation
highlights that sustainable intensification of fopebduction can be achieved by respecting thetwplufi
landscapes to regenerate and provide multiple gandservices. On 15 July, the Executive Secretas/
delivered a lecture at the Rio Botanical Gardengherchallenges of biodiversity conservation. efbd

the participants on the work of the Convention aoldgjical Diversity and its Protocols, as well asthe
Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and thiehi Biodiversity Targets. He also underscored the
important role that research institutions play &y lpartners in achieving the goals of biodiversity
conservation and stressed the importance that ttanBal Garden in this regard. While in Brazil,
meetings were also held with senior representatifddJNBIO and WCSD. He also met with staff from
ALADI, which provided an opportunity to formalize@aperation through the signing of a memorandum of
agreement.

5. A meeting of the Biodiversity-related Conventionsaison Group (BLG) was held on
2-3 September in Geneva, in collaboration with @eF Secretariat. Co-chaired by the CBD Executive
Secretary and CITES Secretary-General, the medisogssed mainly the relationship between memlifers o
the liaison group of biodiversity-related convensoand the Global Environment Facility, including o
how access to GEF funding could be facilitated &gnbssing synergies among BLG members.

6. The Executive Secretary was in Republic of Koresedmly September for a site visit of the
Alpensia Ski Resort in Pyeongchang, the venueeo®P-MOP 7 and COP 12 to be held in October 2013.
Meetings were held with the Governor and otheraeniificials from the Gangwon Province. In Sedhg
Executive Secretary met with the Vice-Minister bé tEnvironment and staff, as well as the Ministier o
Oceans and Fisheries, together with other senfmialé from the two Ministries.
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7. The Executive Secretary was invited to attend aglid/el a keynote speech at the International
Conference on Biodiversity Assessment, held on 3%éptember in Nanjing, China. Issues discussed at
the meeting included: economic valuation of ecamystservices and biodiversity; monitoring and
indicators; and assessment of progress towardadhievement of the Aichi Biodiversity Targets, amon
other issues. The meeting also significantly @bates to promoting the implementation of China'’s
National Biodiversity Conservation Strategy andidwatPlan for 2011-2030. Prior to the conferente, t
Executive Secretary paid a visit to the Ministrntlod Environmental Protection of China in Beijingdamet
with the Vice-Minister of Environment and other gerofficials at the Ministry. A briefing was madm
what China has done in biodiversity conservatiorg how to further enhance cooperation between the
Ministry and the Secretariat. While in China, megs$ were also held with representatives from sifient
institutions.

8. In September, the Executive Secretary was in Nevk Yo take part in several meetings. He
participated in the 19th Senior Officials Meetingtloe Environment Management Group on 19 September.
The meeting was comprised of two parts i.e. te@l@nd senior officials segments. The technicgirsnt
discussed considerations of the ongoing work awmomenendations to the senior officials segment on
various issues of the IMG; contribution by EMG @usd management and chemicals; and taking stock of
financing for the international cooperation on eonmental matters. The CBD briefed the technical
segment on IMG on biodiversity. The technical segmexderscored the importance of action at national
level and suggested the significant role that IM@Eld play in supporting implementation of the Aichi
Biodiversity Targets. Other presentations were enasl per the issues on the meeting agenda, aftelh wh
the members discussed and finalized actions nefedédture work of EMG. The recommendations made
were then forwarded to the Senior Officials Segnfientonsideration and adoption.

9. Also in New York, the Executive Secretary also iograted in the high-level interactive dialogue
on “Lessons learned from the Commission on SudténBevelopment, and the way forward” during the
twentieth session of the Commission on SustainBleleeclopment. The high-level meeting looked at the
Commission’s legacy and accomplishments over tle¢ p@ years, and marked the inauguration of the
High-level Political Forum on Sustainable Developievhich was established to replace the Commission
as per the Rio+20 outcomes. He reflected on prevjarticipation and called upon the new forum to
continue the good work of the Commission, also iaglthat its work would be an important contribution
promote the mainstreaming of biodiversity and Ingkit to issues of poverty eradication, food sdguri
access to water, health, the promotion of human-lve@éhg and adaptation to climate change. With its
overall theme of “Building the future we want: froRio+20 to the post-2015 development agenda”, the
first meeting of the high-level political forum @ustainable development was held on 24 Septemhbehwh
witnessed a global commitment to implement the @uts of Rio+20 and the need to put poverty
eradication and sustainable development at theafdree post-2015 development agenda.

10. On 16-17 September, a joint meeting was held betwiee CBD and IPPC Secrerariats with a
view to further promote synergy and ensure effectivoperation, in the spirit of the agreement sigoe
the two Secretariats in 2004. The meeting providedpportunity for both Parties to give an update
recent developments and activities, with emphasisssues such as invasive alien species and bigsafe
and explore and identify other ways and means fissible future collaboration. These included the
possibility for the IPPC Secretariat to join thediversity-related Conventions Liaison Group.

11. The Executive Secretary was invited as a plenasalegr at the 5th World Conference on
Ecological Restoration in Madison, Wisconsin. Hig@ssed the participants on the second day of the
conference, sharing his experiences on biodiversityservation, the CBD goals and the importance of
ecological restoration in facing challenges of bredsity loss, as well as other environmental degtian.
Also joining him in the plenary session was the d&xive Secretary of UNCCD, who discussed the
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relevance of restoration with UNCCD’s Zero Net LabDegradation. A moderator facilitated further
discussions by opening the floor for questions ftbenaudience.

12. The eighth meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-ended Work@mpup on Article 8(j) and related
provisions of the Convention on Biological Diveysitas held on 7-11 October 2013, in Montreal, Canad
The meeting adopted of six recommendations on dhewfing: progress report on the implementation of
the programme of work on Article 8(j) and relateyisions and mechanisms to promote the effective
participation of indigenous and local communitieghie work of the Convention; Article 10, with acts

on Article 10(c), as a major component of the paogme of work on Article 8(j) and related provisiafs
the Convention; development of best-practice gindsl for the repatriation of traditional knowledge
relevant to the conservation and sustainable ussotdgical diversity; how tasks 7, 10 and 12 cohébt
contribute to the work under the Convention and MNegoya Protocolsui generissystems for the
protection, preservation and promotion of tradigbrknowledge, innovations and practices; and
recommendations from the UNPFII. The recommendatamopted at WG8J 8 will be submitted to COP 12
for consideration.

13. Prior to WG8J 8, a meeting of the COP Bureau wdd ba 6 October 2013 to discuss: the
organization of work for next week; update on thegblya Protocol and related activities; agenda f@RN

5 and COP 12; progress report on the Strategyewurce mobilization; mainstreaming biodiversityha
post-2015 UN development agenda and SDGs; and rptepes for COP-MOP 7 and COP 12. The COP
Bureau meeting was preceded by a meeting of the-KBOP Bureau on the same day. Items discussed
included: update on the Biosafety Programme of airk3-2014; agenda for the COP-MOP 7; and status
of contributions to the Cartagena Protocol on Bietyal rust Funds.

14. The seventeenth meeting of the Subsidiary Body ciendific, Technical and Technological
Advice (SBSTTA) of the Convention on Biological Bisity (CBD) was convened on 14-18 October 2013,
back-to-back with WG8J 8. The meeting adoptedetiiezommendations: scientific and technical needs
related to the implementation of the Strategic RtarBiodiversity 2011-2020; new and emerging issue
and on the Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platfan Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services. The
meeting also followed a different format of SBSTTA designed to promote scientific and technical
discussions and exchanges, thus enabling an ex@monirend exchange of experiences, from a scientific
and technical perspective, of the use of tools @ridance for supporting implementation of the &yat
Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and for the monitgr of progress towards achieving the Aichi
Biodiversity Targets. A meeting of the SBSTTA Bamewas held prior to SBSTTA 17 to discuss
preparations for the week ahead.

15. On 19 October, the Executive Secretary was inubeattend the XXIX Asamblea del Parlamento
Latinoamericano in Panama. Legislators from 22ntiies in the Latin American region took part ire th
meeting. The Executive Secretary addressed théingeand briefed the participants on the work & th
Convention, in particular on the Nagoya Protoc@hhghting the importance of the Protocol’s ratition
and entry into force for the achievement of the hAiBiodiversity Targets, specifically in meeting
Target 15.

16. The Executive Secretary was in Ajaccio, France ¢to@er to attend the ministerial segment of the
third International Marine Protected Areas Congregdsich discussed the protection and conservatfon o
MPAs and its support of the achievement of Aictodversity Target 11 that calls for at least 10cpet of

the world’'s marine and coastal zones to be prafels}e2020. In the margins of the Congress, the CBD
Secretariat also organized several events, indudilonor meeting, in conjunction with the Susthi@a
Ocean Initiative (SOI) and the LifeWeb Initiative4( October) and a SOI workshop (25 October). The
commitment of the ministers for the conservatiorooéans resulted in the Ajaccio Ministerial Message
which is accessible at: http://www.impac3.org/imsgdf/Ajaccio/ajaccio_declaration_en_final.pdf.
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17. At the invitation of the CEO of GEF, the Executi$ecretary attended the 45th GEF Council
meeting on 5 November. He gave a brief statemietiteatime when the agenda item on “Relations with
Conventions and other international institutionsdsmaken up. He highlighted the collaborative work
amongst the Biodiversity-related Conventions Linig&roup in promoting synergies, adding that atrthei
recent meeting held in September 2013, it was dgteecommunicate to their respective Parties
opportunities to enhance synergies through upddtieg NBSAPs. A joint letter addressed to the GEF
CEO signed by the heads of the Conventions calingupport for the biodversity agenda and ensuaing

strong replenishment for GEF-6.

18. On 16 November, the Executive Secretary was in Warahere he attended and delivered a
statement at the opening plenary of the first Glaladscapes Forum, held in the margins of the UBEC
COP 19. In his address, he noted that the majtoarsagn both conservation and development are
recognizing the critical contribution that biodiggdy makes to human livelihoods, poverty eradiaatio
empowerment and sustainable development, at lake.however also highlighted a need for a deeper
understanding of the interdependencies and linksinvihe value system across the landscape to @tisair
biodiversity continues to contribute to food setyyrsocial-ecological resilience and poverty redct

19. The Executive Secretary was in New York on 30 Oetdb attend a special event in the margins
of the second committee of the United Nations Gangssembly, which provided a briefing on progregss
the implementation of the objectives of the Conimnton Biological Diversity, as part of the United
Nations Decade on Biodiversity, and to further gffoto improve coherence. During the event, the
Executive Secretary gave a presentation on the €&wion on Biological Diversity, its work on accessd
benefit-sharing, and the adoption of the Nagoyadea on ABS in October 2010. It is hoped that the
Protocol will enter into force in time for the firgneeting of the Parties to the Protocol to be held
concurrently with the CBD COP 12 to take place otdber 2014 in Pyeongchang, Republic of Korea.

20. In December, the Executive Secretary was invitedttend and deliver opening remarks at the
International Forum on Conservation of Polar Bdaetd in Moscow, Russia. Hosted by the Russian
Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, theeting took stock of the progress made with the
implementation of the 1973 Agreement on the Corasten of Polar Bears. In his statement, the Exeeut
Secretary highlighted Russia’s support for the @oition on Biological Diversity, especially its hiogt of

a recent workshop here in Moscow on the descrippibecologically or biologically significant marine
areas in the North Pacific. He also pointed out tha biodiversity of the Arctic, including its mos
charismatic species, the polar bear, is refleateshany aspects of work of the Convention on Bialabi
Diversity. He also made reference to the Strat®tpn for Biodiversity 2011-2020 including the 20chi
Biodiversity Targets, in which many of the targate directly relevant to the conservation of pdiears
and other Arctic species, i.e. Targets 10, 11,d® ¥8. In the margins of the Forum, he also toali m

the ministerial press conference.

21. During the second half of 2013, the Secretariatcareked the visit of the CBD National Focal
Point and the SBSTTA National Focal Point for Canaslho had opportunities to further enhance support
to CBD on relevant issues including: GBO 4, implemagon of Aichi Biodiversity Targts, Clearing-Hais
Mechanism, business and biodiversity, and arcticthea CBD, among others. Meetings were also hetld wi
the GEF/STAP Secretary and the OIC of UN-Habitagi®eal Office. In September, he met with the
UNEP South-South Cooperation Specialist/GSSD ExaskTTeam leader for Inter-agency Coordination
and Partnership within the Expo 2013 Organizing @uitee to discuss CBD involvement in the GSSD
Expo 2013. He also made a presentation to a gradtlass on Environment Impact Assessment at
Concordia University. In November, he met the negad of the United Nations Multilateral Fund
Secretariat, who paid a courtesy visit to the Sa@eafter taking up his position. Also in Novesnpthe
Secretariat played host to a capacity-building wbdp on the contribution of nutritionists in the
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implementation of Aichi Biodiversity Target 13. d&hlworkshop was organized by the Instituto Ponto
Critico de Ensino (IPCE), with the support of theinigtry of Environment of Brazil, Bioversity
International, McGill University and the Departmeit-oreign Affairs of Canada.

22. During the reporting period, the Executive Secketalso attended the Third ABS Business
Dialogue in Copenhagen in September, and was titedhguest speaker on 7 November at the Yale Fores
Forum Lunch where he spoke about the “ImplemenmtatioREDD+ and National Biodiversity Strategies
and Action Plans - contributions to the Aichi Bieglisity Targets and other global commitments”.

MEMORANDA OF COOPERATION/UNDERSTANDING

to the CBD and other Governments, and by otherrozgtions and stakeholders, to prevent, control and
eradicate invasive alien species in line with Aeti8(h) of the CBD, and other relevant agreemeantd, to
achieve Aichi Biodiversity Target 9 of the Strategilan for Biodiversity 2011-2020.

International Development Law Organization (IDLO)

25. On 14 October 2013, IDLO became signatory to thenbf@ndum of Cooperation (MoC) on the
implementation of the Strategic Plan for Biodivers2011-2020 and the achievement of the 2020 Aichi
Biodiversity Targets. With the aim of also providia platform to exchange information and coordinat
activities in achieving the Aichi Biodiversity Taetg, the MoC came into effect in September 2011h wi
