Recalling that the function of the Subsidiary Body, as s&tio Article 25 of the Convention, is to
provide the Conference of the Parties and, as appte, its other subsidiary bodies, with timelyiae
relating to the implementation of the Conventiartluding providing scientific and technical assessts
of the status of biological diversity and of théeefs of the types of measures taken in accordatbe
the provisions of the Convention,

Reaffirming the need to strengthen the ability of the Subsydindy on Scientific, Technical and
Technological Advice to deliver advice in this regdja

Sressing the need to support the full and effective pagstition of indigenous and local
communities in the work of the Subsidiary Body ameStific, Technical and Technological Advice,

Recognizing that the Intergovernmental Science-Policy PlatfemBiodiversity and Ecosystem
Services is an independent intergovernmental baody the need to respect its functions, operating
principles and institutional arrangements,

the Multidisciplinary Expert Panel, in order to prote adequate communication and synergies between
SBSTTA and IPBES;

5. Considers that the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2G#&@l the Aichi Biodiversity
Targets provide a useful flexible framework for thedivery of the biodiversity agenda at all levatsd
invites the Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform oiodBersity and Ecosystem Services to
consider how its work plan can contribute to tlaehievement;

Decides that the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technieald Technological Advice,
within its mandate and following further guidandete Conference of the Parties:

(b) Should consider the relevant outputs from titerfjovernmental Science-Policy Platform
on Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services and takenthto account and complement them with further
work as needed in its recommendations to the Cenéer of the Parties;

3. Requests the Executive Secretary, based on the submissafesred to in paragraph 2
above, to prepare proposals for the consideratyaié Conference of the Parties at its eleventhtingge
on how requests from the Convention on Biologicaivebsity would be conveyed to the
Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on Biedsity and Ecosystem Services.
