I nput was received from7 of the 27 bodi es consulted. Sonme conservati on NGOs
stated they were unable to provide information for this report w thout
specific assistance to do so given the extensive nature of the report and the
time that would be required to provide input.

Since the conpletion and submi ssion of Irelands first National Biodiversity
Report there have been various devel opnents directly relevant to the
conservation and sustai nabl e use of biodiversity in Ireland. Sone of the
nore inportant ones include the follow ng.

The primary wildlife/biodiversity |egislation has been considerably inproved
by the enactnent of the Wldlife (Arendnent) Act, 2000. This |egislation
inter alia:-

e Gves specific and explicit functions to the
rel evant Governnent Mnister to ‘pronote the
conservation of biological diversity’;

e Provides the legal basis for the designation and
per manent conservation of the network of
national ly inportant biodiversity sites (Natural
Heritage Areas);

e Includes provisions required to enable Ireland to
ratify the Convention on International Trade in
Endanger ed Species (CITES) and the African-
Eurasian M gratory Waterbirds Agreement (AEWA);
and

e Introduces a variety of new neasures and enhances
many exi sting ones for the conservation of
wildlife species and their habitats.

The Second Report on the state of Ireland s environment was published in 2000
(copy attached). Wth regard to the natural heritage and biodiversity, the
report concluded that “despite the slow progress in the managenent of the
natural environnent, it is concluded that aspects of the natural heritage are
bei ng better resourced than ever before”.

Since 1998, nmjor progress has been made in the conservation of protected
areas. Legislationis nowin place for the designation and conservation of
networ ks of sites of European as well as of national inportance. The bul k of
the sites considered to be of European significance have now been afforded
statutory protection.

A maj or progranme, involving protected areas, conmonage framework plans, and
nonitoring i s now underway to address the serious probl em of overgrazing by
sheep in sone upl and areas.

In the case of forestry, a nunber of significant initiatives which should
benefit biodiversity have been introduced in the context of Sustainable
Forest Managenent. These include a specific Biodiversity Wodl and Schene,
Forestry and Biodi versity Guidelines and a research programme on forest

bi odi versity.

Further comments on work programmes and priorities

Ireland’ s inland water, narine and coastal, agricultural and forest
ecosystens are all inportant for biodiversity in Ireland. Agriculture is the
main land use in Ireland and exerts considerable influence on biodiversity.
Being an island, Ireland has a relatively extensive area of narine and
coastal ecosystens. The country has been substantially deforested. Little
nati ve woodl and renai ns though a schenme to increase the area of native

woodl ands was recently initiated. Sone wetland habitats, such as turl oughs
and peatlands, are of considerable significance for biodiversity not only in
Ireland, but in a European or even global context. The OECD Environnenta
Per f ormance Revi ew of Ireland (2000) concluded in respect of nature and

bi odi versity that one key issue was the need to conserve peatlands. As each
of the four ecosystens referred to above are significant for biodiversity in
Ireland, action to conserve the biodiversity of all four ecosystens nust
conti nue.

Over the past decade or so, nuch of the focus of conservation in Ireland has
been the creation and protection of a network of sites of significance for
bi odi versity at the national and EU | evel s.

Wi |l e nost sectors recogni se the inportance of biodiversity, sone sectors are
further advanced than others in explicitly taking biodiversity on board
(e.g.forestry). The integration of biodiversity into all relevant sectors, in
particular into those affecting the ecosystens referred to here, is now
recogni sed and is being pursued as a priority. The pursuit of this approach

i s underpinned and driven to a |arge extent by the Convention on Biol ogica
Diversity (CBD).

Knowl edge of many groups of species, especially invertebrates, is limted. Wrk at
the genetic level, with a few exceptions, is very much in its infancy.

Overall, it is generally considered, that there are many gaps in know edge and that
much remains to be done in relation to identification, nonitoring and the devel oprment
of indicators for biodiversity.

PROTECTED AREAS

There is a conmprehensive policy and legislation franework now in place to
provide for protected areas of both European and National inportance. Major
process of formal inplenentation of European network in Ireland now in final
phase.

Legislation to provide a specific statutory basis for nationally inportant
sites was outstanding until recently. In 2000, a statutory basis was provided
for the designation and conservation of Natural Heritage Areas (NHAs) — the
network of sites of national inmportance — in the Wldlife (Arendrment) Act,
2000. The approach adopted ensured that the NHA systemis scientifically
based and wi |l guarantee the permanent protection of NHAs (without the need
for conpul sory purchase). The legislation also provides for notification of

| andowners, right of objection to proposed designations or restrictions,
conpensation, arbitration, and the continuation of use or activities that are
conpati ble with conserving the ecological interest of the site.

The various types and extent of protected areas in Ireland were outlined in
the previous National Biodiversity Report. Since then |egislation has been
enacted to provide a statutory basis for NHAs as noted above, and also to
provide for the designation and conservation of ‘Refuges for Flora . An
update of the current extent of the main types of protected areas established
primarily for biodiversity conservation is provided in the Tabl e bel ow.

The recent report on the state of Ireland s environnent (EPA, 2000) noted
that while significant resources have been devoted to the protection of areas
of national and European inportance, little attention has been given to

sites of local significance which cumulatively constitute an inportant part
of lIreland s natural heritage.
