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Overview

In 1993, our country ratified the European Agreemimstituting an association between the

Romania, of the one part, and the European comiearand their member states, of the other part,
signed at Brussels, 1 February 1993. The partsgreze, through this agreement, that the
approximation of the Romanian present and furtlegislation with the European Union is a

important condition for Romanian integrating in &pean Community.

Natural Capital of Romania

As a consequence of its geographical setting, R@mara country with a unique and high bio-
diversity at ecosystems, species and genetics. level

The natural and semi-natural ecosystems cover £ateaountry’s area. As a result of the studies
by CORINE Biotops Program, were identified 783 hetltiypes in 261 areas cover the all country:

The high habitat/ecosystems diversity reflectshigh level of flora and fauna species diversity.

» 3700 higher plant species, among them 23 specieegderlared as natural monuments, 74
species are extinct, 39 species are endangeredsfdeties are vulnerable and 1253 are rare
species. Grassland species include 37% of the d$ptdies represented. About 600 species of
algae and a total of over 700 species of marinecaadtal plants exist. A very high percent of
the plant species (4%) are endemic. In total theee57 endemic taxa (species and subspecies)
and 171 sub-endemic taxa (with their territory riyoist Romania).

» over 33802 animal species, out of which 33085 imeates and 717 vertebrates. The
vertebrates comprise a number of 191 species bf st of which 9 are endangered, 20
amphibian species, out of which 9 are endanger@dp@cies of reptiles, out of which 6 are
endangered, 364 species of nesting and migratadg (812) and 102 mammals species.

The Romanian Ornithological Society, with the techhand financial support of the BirdLife
International, was identified 44 Important Birdseas (IBAs), covering a total area of 6,557%km
or 3% of the country’s land area.

Until this moment, the system for biological divierss not ready, bat a part of wild species and
natural habitats are the subject of the researobrams and projects developed by universities,
museums, research institutes and non-governmepgaladized organizations.

In Romania was designed 827 protected areas, oovesi18% of the country’s area, in
concordance with the rules of International Union €onservation of Nature (IUCN) and of the
bases of the studies carried out by the reseanbgtuts and advised by the Romanian Academy.
Of this area 580.000 ha, with a unique and higlobioal diversity, is in the Romanian Danube
Delta, hwo have a triple statute (Biosphere ResdRamnsar Site and Site of World Natural and
Cultural Heritage).



Chapter 1
The legislation and institutional framework for nature conservation

The Romanian legal and institutional framework for nature conservation

The environmental protection activity have an oistdry in Romania, developed in concordance
with the specifically concerns of the local popigdat Beginning with the XIV century, the
Romanian ancient laws including the rules and tunsbins for protection some environmental
components, in particular for protecting of gamd ather forest resources.

The special interest for nature conservation @¢esonstrate beginning with the XX century, when
was adopted the firdtaw for natural monuments protectian,1930. On the basis of this law was
setting up the firs€Committee for natural monuments protectionder the Ministry of Agriculture
and Lands, and moreover the other regional insstin this field. The activities of this strucures
have been a scientific research caracter, matexdhloy studies, notes and works like basis for the
activities of nature protection (36 reserves codteaetotal surface of 15.000 ha, among wich the
Retezat National Parc, enforcement in 1935; 15t@pecies and 16 animals species like natural
monuments). In the same context was elaboratedtetienical rules for law enforcement in
practices.

1.1 The legislation for nature conservation

The basis of the Romanian legislation is @anstitution, the fundamental law with biger juridical
power and the source for environmental right. Thastitution stipulate the state’s obligation to
ensuring the exploit the natural resources in catanace with the national interest, to conservation
and rehabilitation of the environment, as well taimain the ecological balance, like corelative
obligations of the rights on environmental proteati

The other juridical acts for regulate the naturesesvation are:

» The Treaties, the Conventions and the InternationaAgreements —in conformity with the
Romanian Constitution this get part of the intermaght (internal laws), by ratifing or
adherating.

« The Treaty on Antarctica (Washington 1959Yatified by Decree 255/1971, is a legal
instrument establishing the action way, by whiah tlntracting parts, can used the Antarctica,
exclusive in peaceful purposes including the messstor protection of the flora and fauna. One
principle of this treaty is the ensuring the freedscientific research in the frame of the
international cooperation, including the participatof the international organizations.

% The Convention concerning the protection of the warcultural and natural heritage (Paris,
1972), accepted byDecree 187/1990whilst fully respecting the sovereignty of thetst on
whose territory the cultural and/or natural hemtag situated, as well the property right
provided by national legislation, the States Partie this convention recognize that such
heritage constitutes the world heritage, for whps#ection it is the duty of the international
community as a whole to cooperate.

On the “World Heritage List”, Romania was put dowith approximately 75% of the Danube
Delta (360.000 ha).

% The Convention on wetlands of international importee especially as waterfowl habitat
(Ramsar, 197) ratified by Law 5/199.The purpose of this convention is designate, by the
Contracting Parties, of the wetlands of internalasignificance in terms of ecology, botany,
zoology, limnology or hydrology and ensuring thepagpriate state of the conservation for
these areas.

The Danube Delta was declared Ramsar Site.

The Reserve Administration is lead by a Scientfiouncil at their order is the Executive
Boards, as body for enforcement the decisions enitic Council. The Scientific Council
including the local persons proposed by County €duithe Governor and members of the
Scientific Council are appointed by the Governmemtthe recommendation of the MWFEP,
with the approval of the Romanian Academy.

The Corps of Inspection and Wardens are include¢kinvihe Reserve Administration and shall
supervise the whole territory of the Reserve amygmt any breaches of the bylaws established
by the Reserve Administration.

The expenditure is covered by an allocation fromlibdget of the central state administration,
from grants and from its own revenue.



On the recommendation of the Reserve AdministratMWFEP adopt regulation concerning
tourism and economic activities in the reserve mgvegard for maintaining ecological balance,
guarantied the maintain of traditional custom @&f lical people.

The individuals or legal entities owing lands withthe reserve are obliged to manage them
according ecological or traditional means permitigdthe scientific authorities. The resource
exploitation of the economic zones are possibléhto awards of concessions for economic
activities to legitimate companies or local popiiatwithin defined areas of the reserve.

This law establishes it the activities that arehfisited and are considered contravention/penal
responsibility and, also, the sanctions accordinggise.

Environmental Protection Law 137/1994he object of the present law is the regulatiothef
environment protection, objective of major pubhterest, based on the strategic principles and
elements that lead to the sustainable developnfettiteosocio-economic system. Among this
principles is that concerning the bio-diversity servation and of the specific ecosystem for the
natural bio-geographic frame. Like implementationdailities related with the above mentioned
principle are:

» To adopt the environmental policies, harmonizedhwhe development programs;

» To enforce the obligatory character of the envirental impact assessment in the initial
phase of the projects, programs or activities,uidiclg those which change the natural
frame of a zone, the trade with wild flora and fawspecies etc., to have in view the
technical solutions for maintain the natural habjtéor conservation of the ecosystems
functions;

To correlate the environmental planning with theitierial planning use and urbanism;
To solve, on competency levels, the environmentablpms, according to their degree;
To introduce the economic instruments as incentivess means of correction;

To promote the basic and applicable research ietk@onmental protection field;

To train and educate the population, as well Nondgsamental Organizations
participation at the decision making process.

The environmental protection is an obligation floe tcentral and local public administration
authorities, as well as for all the natural ordlical persons, and the responsibility concerning
the environmental protection falls under the cdrarahority for the environmental protection
and its territorial agencies.

Based of this law, the central authority for the@immmental protection, consulting the central
specialized authority responsible elaborates tblenieal regulations on the biological diversity
protection and conservation and for sustainableotifee natural resources.

The holders, with any title, who apply the cons&ora measures established by the central
authority for the environmental protection, are ¢éxempt; the private holders are compensated,
according with the value of the restoration workael

The protection of the wild species or natural retbiind setting-up the protected areas, as well
as the measures established by the environmemt@gtion authorities, are priorities in respect
with other interests.

For the conservation of the natural habitats, ef liiological diversity which defines the bio-
geographical frame of the country, as well as tlunmal structures and formations with
ecological, scientific and landscape value, théonat network of protected areas and natural
monuments are maintained and developed. The peotearteas and natural monuments are
declared through acts or regulations with normatdagure, including the forest planning; that
declared up to the enforcement date of the préaenkeep this quality.

The local public administration authorities, basaud the documentation approved by the
Romanian Academy, can put under provisional pragectwith the aim of declared protected
areas or natural monuments.

Plant gathering and trades, trapping through angnsieholding and trade animals declared as
natural monuments, as well as dislocation, holdemgyy trade of minerals, speological and
paleolontological pieces from places declared mhtmonuments are forbidden.

Further this provisions, are stipulate the prerivgat the responsibilities and the sanctions
attracts, according to case
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The Forest Code (Law 26/1996)s the aim to establishing the administratiothef national
forest fund and the forest vegetation outside lite Tiational forest fund, in public or private
property, constitutes a good of national interext & the subject to the forest management
rules. The forest administration constitute a systé technical, economic and legal rules with
regard to the arrangement, culture, exploitationtgetion and safety of this fund, aiming to
ensure the long term careful management of thesfe®osystems.

The administration of the State’s public propenyest fund is achieved through the National
Company of Forest and the administration of thegte property forest fund is made by its
owners individually or in associations, bat in adoog with technical rules and with technical
support of the National Company of Forest

The conservation of the biological diversity andtwé woodland scenery are insured mainly by
the constitution of national parks and other prgte@areas in the forest fund and in the forest
vegetation outside it. Their constitution is matiéha proposal of the specialized institutes and
or other scientific bodies on the basis of resesgaimdertaken to this end and shall be approved
by law.

Violations of the provisions of the Forest Code alwe disciplinary, material, civil,
contravention or criminal responsibility accordiaghe law.

Law on hunting fund and protection of game (Law 1A®96)having as aim the conservation
of the wild fauna diversity and maintaining the legical balance of the hunting interest
species, by management of the hunting fund. This éstablishing the annual harvesting
guotas, the technical rules on hunting, as webhaswild fauna whose taking and killing are
prohibited.

Violations of the provisions of this law involvesdiplinary, civil, contravention or criminal
responsibility.

The Ministry of Waters, Forests and Environmentaitéction is the body of the central public
administration specialized and with responsibildy establishing, promoting and application of the
Governmental strategy in the field of managementtief water, forest and environmental
protection. At Ministry’s orders, under authority coordinate by the Ministry are the following
entities:

= propose the normative acts projects for includimghie National Network of other protected
areas or natural monuments which justifies it, toge with Romanian Academy and
specialized institutes;

= participate at the approval of the ecological impstadies and assessments for the works of
planning use, of the investments and of exploitattb some natural resources, in respect with
the conservation of the natural habitats and spetiersity;

= elaborate, publish, up-date and distribute the tdtted Areas and Natural Monuments
Catalogue” and “Red Book of national endangeredtpland animals species” together with
the Romanian Academy;

= acting for applying the legal measures concernirgg dustainable use of the components of
biological diversity;



propose and coordinate, techniqgue and scientiflapogate the research programs for
knowledge and assessment the state of the natbdhts, wild species and other goods of the
national natural heritage, financed by budget efdéntral state administration or other sources.
funding and acting for developed the special ptsjean protection, conservation and
rehabilitation/reconstruction of the natural hatsitand species diversity;

animals from wild flora and fauna, according witketlegal provisions and with the ability
decided by the ministry;

collaborate with the territorial authority respdaisiwith the agriculture and forestry, and other
local administration authorities for keep recordlad deteriorated lands and their afforestation,
as well as setting up the protection curtainspimcordance with the law on land fund;

identify the affected aquatic and terrestrial areeguested and analyzed the proposals for their
ecological reconstruction and approved this preject

2. EU legislation for nature conservation

The EU legislation are based tBgiropean Communities Treaty which established the main
principles concerning the environmental policies. dddition of this treaty are in force three
mandated forms of European Union: directives, r&guhs and decisions.
