Swazil and lies between latitude 25 and 28 degrees South, and | ongitude 30 and
33 degrees east, in the Southern Eastern part of Africa. The country is

| andl ocked and covers an area of 17,364 sgq. km It is bordered by South Africa
in the North, West and South and by Mozanbi que on the East. Despite her snal
size Swazil and has great variation in |andscape, geology, and climate.

The hi gh topographical diversity of Swaziland has created a diverse assenbl age
of differing environnental conditions, which formthe basis of the country’s
bi odi versity. Three bionmes occur in Swaziland, nanely: the grassland, savanna,
and the forest biomes. The forest bionme is the nost restricted of the three

bi omes, covering less than 1% of Swaziland' s total area. The vegetation in
Swazil and can be divided into 22 units within six physiographic zones. The
physi ographi c zones are: Highveld, Upper M ddleveld, Lower M ddleveld, Wstern
Lowel d, and the Lubonbo Pl at eau

Swazi | and, supports a diverse assenbl age of habitats which are home to a wide
range of organi sns. Although the infornmation base on Swaziland s biodiversity
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is still inconplete, survey work has shown that a significant portion of

Sout hern Africa’s plant and animal species occur here. The Eastern region of
Swazi | and, for exanple, fornms part of the Maputal and Centre of plant
diversity. This is one of the world s “hot spots” of floral, as well as
faunal species richness and endemism The western region falls wthin another
area of gl obal significance, the Drakensberg Escarpnment Endemic Bird area.

The val ue of Swaziland's biodiversity has |ong been recogni sed by Swazis who
make use of it on daily basis for various reasons including traditiona
medi ci ne, food, building material, traditional attire and firewood.
Traditional systens of conserving biodiversity also exist but have not been
docunented and are currently being eroded.

The recently devel oped National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Pl an ( NBSAP)
intends to prevent the erosion of Swaziland s biodiversity and provides for
sust ai nabl e managenent of biodiversity resources and the equitable sharing of
benefits thereof. The NBSAP, as a process, does not stand al one but forns
part of the Swaziland Environment Action Plan (SEAP), which was endorsed by

t he Government of Swaziland in 1997.

The val ue of biodiversity to Swaziland can been categorised into three main
groups, nanrely: economc; socio-cultural; and aesthetic. There is a w de range
of econom c values that nmay be realised fromthe sustainable exploitation of

bi odiversity. It is estimated that roughly half of the popul ation of Swazil and
relies to a greater or |esser extent on biodiversity. In Swazil and,

Bi odi versity is both a source of raw material for |ocal and national industry
and as a base for tourism It is estimated that the biodiversity of Swazil and
al ready contributes over US$ 7.8 mllion to GDP each year including eco-
tourism wildlife products, fuelwood, construction materials, handicrafts,
medi ci nal plants, and inland freshwater fish and thus maki ng bi odiversity one
of the four nost inportant sectors in Swazil and’ s econony.

A nunber of in-situ conservation neasures are currently in place. There are a
total of twelve protected conservation areas in Swaziland (covering 4% of the
country’'s area). Thirty-four protection worthy areas have been identified.
These areas are distributed throughout Swaziland and cover a | arge range of

veget ation associ ati ons and habitats. However, nost of the protection worthy
areas lie outside of formally protected areas.

There are a few ex-situ neasures in place for the conservation of indigenous,
non-domestic aninmals. There are no reputable zoos, snake parks or crocodile
farms (al though crocodiles are kept in captivity by a few | and-owners). A few
speci es of large herbivores and | arge carnivores are kept in a sem-wild state
at sone of the reserves. |ndigenous Nguni cattle are also being conserved.

The ex-situ conservation of plants in Swaziland is currently being inplemented
by the Plant Genetic Resources Centre, the National Herbarium and sonme pl ant
nurseries. Two botanic gardens have been proposed and nmy soon be devel oped.

Al t hough potential threats to Swaziland' s biodiversity exist, a thorough study
of these threats and their inpact is mssing. Regional threats include factors
such as atnospheric and water pollution, reduction of flowin rivers that have
their sources in neighbouring South Africa, cross-border snuggling of

organi sns and the washi ng downstream of alien invasive plant species. Loca

Further comments on work programmes and priorities

I nl and Water Ecosystens

Swaziland has ratified and is implementing the protocol on shared course water system (SADC
Protocol). The Ramsar Convention has not yet been ratified and generally no comprehensive
studies have been done and thus there are data gaps. No comprehensive information currently
exists onInland Water Ecosystems.

Agricultural Biological Diversity

There is yet no programme established and implemented for agricultural biological diversity.
Limited work is being undertaken to collect and conserve plant genetic resources for ex situ
conservation. Thereis aso a programme to revive and preserve genetic resources of farm
animals. A research programme exists on the preservation of the genetic resources of the local
cattle breed — the NGUNI.

Forest Biological Diversity

On forest biologica diversity there are some processes which have been initiated (formulation
of forest policy, legidation and drafting of the national forest action plan). Deforestation has
continued to be amajor problem, and has been promoted by land clearing for agricultural
production, overexploitation of forest resources for sale of fuel wood. The forest action
programme aims at addressing these problems.

The absence of a comprehensive land policy to guide development has also been a limiting
factor. This problem has been recognized and Swaziland is in the process of formulating a
national land policy.

Biological Diversity of Dry and Sub-Humid Lands

The biological diversity of dry and sub-humid land’s progress is hampered by:
The absence of acomprehensive land policy to guide development. The process to
formulate this policy has commenced.
Poor financial resources.
The large scale deforestation to make way for sugar plantations and some dry land
agriculture. Increasingly more and more trees are being harvested for firewood.

Previous initiatives to combat overgrazing have not proved very successful and new
strategies for overcoming the problem of overgrazing and land degradation are being
formulated.

Swazi | and has an on going inventory programes at species level. These are
the fish survey, the manmal survey, the invertebrate survey, the farm genetic
resources survey and the plant identification survey. Currently the first 3

i nventory programes are not coordinated at a national |evel. Activities tend
to be ad hoc. The last 2 are coordinated at national |evel.

At the ecosystem | evel there is ongoing inventory progranme on rangel ands and
protected areas.

At genetic levels, this is ongoing. There are sonme programes for cultivated
crops at the Plant Genetic Resources Centre and at the Nguni Breeding Station
for Nguni cattle.

There are sone m nor programres for the nonitoring at the species |evel.
Exanpl es are the nonitoring of the blue swallow, the bold ibis, the oribi,
the el and and Kni phofia unbrina. Sone work is going on rangel ands and
protected areas.

Swaziland is currently establishing a National Biodiversity Data Unit (NBDU)
to coordinate information collection and managenent at the national |evel.
The identification of activities with adverse effect on biodiversity is
ongoi ng but not yet conplete. For exanple there is sonme nonitoring activity
for Knifofia.
