1) What joint actions have the health and biodiversity sectors respectively taken in your country order
to develop policies and promote activities that try to achieve co-benefits for human health and
biodiversity?

2) What, if any, are the best practices in your country that jointly address human health and
biodiversity concerns and opportunities?

3) What is needed, at the national and regional levels -in terms of policy, research, capacity building,
and/or information dissemination- to mainstream human health and biodiversity in national
plans and/or policies?

4) What collaborative mechanisms/examples currently exist within your country or region for cross-
sector human health and biodiversity collaboration and mainstreaming? How can collaboration
and policy coherence be strengthened? What factors hinder collaborative action?

5) What actions for human health and biodiversity are needed as a matter of urgency (1 year);
medium term (2- 5 years); and in the long term (6 — 8 years)?
