SECOND WORK PROGRAMME OF THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL PLATFORM ON
BIODIVERSITY AND ECOSYSTEM SERVICES

[. INTRODUCTION

1. In decision XIlI/25, the Conference of the Partiexided that the Subsidiary Body on

Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice valibmit to the Conference of the Parties, for
its approval, any requests for the next work progree of the Intergovernmental Science-Policy
Platform for Biodiversity and Ecosystem Servicas] #hat it may prepare recommendations to
the Conference of the Parties, with regard to tbekyorogramme, on matters within the mandate
given to it by the Conference of the Parties, tgkimo account the multi-year programme of
work of the Conference of the Parties, the StratBtmn for Biodiversity 2011-2020, submissions
from Parties, and other relevant information (peaph 1).

2. In the same decision (paragraph 2) the Conferericthe Parties decided that the
Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Tedbgal Advice may exchange scientific and
technical information with the Intergovernmentaie®ce-Policy Platform for Biodiversity and
Ecosystem Services, where the subject is withimthadate given to it by the Conference of the
Parties and requested the Executive Secretaryahgeto compile information, as necessary, for
consideration by the Subsidiary Body on Scientifiechnical and Technological Advice with
regard to these matters (paragraph 5 (b)).

3. At its thirteenth meeting, the Conference of thetiPa requested the Subsidiary Body on
Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice aiccordance with the procedures established in
decision XII/25, to prepare a list of requests floe second work programme of the Platform
(decision XIlI/29, para. 11).

4, The Plenary of the Intergovernmental Science-PoRdgtform on Biodiversity and
Ecosystem Services, at its sixth session (Meddlloipmbia, 18—-24 March 2018), in response to
decision IPBES-5/3 will consider initial draft elents of a framework for a work programme of
the Platform beyond 2019, prepared by the Multigistary Expert Panel and the Bureau,
supported by the secretariat of the Platform, gpaave a process for the development of a draft
work programme. Subsequently, at its seventh sestie Plenary is expected to adopt a work
programme for the period beyond 2019.

5. A notificatiore is being issued inviting review comments on thespnt note as well as
proposals for requests for the next work programofiethe Platform. The deadline for
contributions of 6 April 2018 will allow for subnmgmns to take into account the outcomes of
IPBES-6.

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6. The present note will be updated in light of thécomes of the sixth session of the
Plenary of the Intergovernmental Science-Policytf®m on Biodiversity and Ecosystem
Services (Medellin, Colombia, 18-24 March 2018)weil as the comments on this note and
proposals received in response to the notificatma issued as the official document for
consideration by the Subsidiary Body at its twes#gond meeting.

7. The Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical andhrelogical Advice will be expected
to develop a recommendation concerning the secdBE$ work programme for the
consideration of the Conference of the Partiegsafourteenth meeting. As set out in decision
X1/25, the SBSTTA, within its mandate, may alsocide to transmit to the Platform any
scientific and technical information arising froms consideration of this agenda item. Parties
would also be encouraged to engage in any consulsatreview and expert processes that may
be established under the Platform.

8. This note reviews the use by the Convention ofd&kverables from the first IPBES

work programme (Section 1), summarizes the prodesshe development of the second work
programme proposed by the IPBES MEP and Bureatuti¢8eitl) and provides considerations

for the preparation of a list of requests from @envention for the work programme of the
Platform beyond 2019 (Section IV).

. CONTEXT: THE FIRST IPBESWORKPROGRAMME AND USE OF ITS KEY
DELIVERABLESBY THE CONVENTION

9. In decision XII/25, the Conference of the Partiesloemed the adoption of the work
programme of the Intergovernmental Science-Polilagfé*m on Biodiversity and Ecosystem
Services for 2014-2018, noting that the SubsidBogy had expressed an expectation that it
would provide useful and evidence-based informatifmm the Convention (SBSTTA
recommendation XVII/3).

10. In pursuing its four functions (assessing knowledgeporting policy formulation and
implementation; catalysing efforts to generate rewwledge; and building capacity) in the
context of its first work programme (2014-2018)ge tRlatform established processes and
mechanisms that strengthen technical capacities amport policy processes related to
biodiversity and ecosystem services in multiple svaj/hile the most tangible accomplishments
are the assessments that have been and are benpieted, the Convention and the broader
biodiversity community have also benefited fromastbomponents of the work of the Platform
and from the integrated manner in which the founcfions are being delivered. The Secretariat
of the Platform has provided regular reports orevaht activities to the SBSTTA and the
Conference of the Parties he use of the major outputs of the Platform by @onvention are
briefly reviewed in the following paragraphs.

Thematic Assessment of Pollinators, Pollination Bodd Production

11.  Following its review of the Thematic AssessmentPallinators, Pollination and Food
Production and its implications for the work of ti@onvention, the Subsidiary Body on
Scientific, Technical, and Technological Advice, it twentieth meeting, in recommendation

3 {insert reference to INF docs}
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XX/9, welcomed the Summary for Policymakers appdovey the Plenary of the
Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on Biedsity and Ecosystem Services at its fourth
session, as well as the full assessment report.

12.  Following the recommendation of the Subsidiary Batlg Conference of the Parties, in
decision XIll/15, also welcomed the Summary fori®&ohakers of the assessment and endorsed
its key messages (paras. 1 and 2). The Conferdrihe &arties further encouraged Parties, other
Governments, relevant United Nations and other rorgéions, as well as multilateral
environment agreements, and stakeholders to gtieie ¢fforts to improve conservation and
sustainable management of pollinators, addresemriof pollinator declines, and work towards
sustainable food production systems and agricu(paea 3).

13.  Drawing on recommendation XX/9, the Conferencehef Parties also provided detailed
guidance on policies and strategies; promoting indir friendly habitats; improving the
management of pollinators, and reducing risk froestp, pathogens and invasive species;
reducing risk from pesticides, including insectesd herbicides and fungicides; and suggested
elements for enabling policies and activities ali agefor research, monitoring and assessment.

Methodological Assessment of Scenarios and Modi@sodiversity and Ecosystem Services

14. In recommendation XX/9, the Subsidiary Body on 8tfe, Technical, and
Technological Advice welcomed the completion andceatance of the Methodological
Assessment of Scenarios and Models of Biodiversihd Ecosystem Services by the
Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on Biedsity and Ecosystem Services, and the
approval of the Summary for Policy Makers by therRry of the Platform, and recognized the
high relevance of this assessment for work underGbnvention, and, in particular, the fifth
edition of theGlobal Biodiversity Outlook

15. Based on the review by the Subsidiary Body, thef€@ence of the Parties, in decision

XIIl/29, also recognized the importance of matchsegnarios to the needs of particular policy or
decision contexts, including for exploring post-@0@olicy scenarios, and of improving, and

more widely applying, participatory and cross-scedenario methods in order to enhance the
relevance and use of regional, sectoral and thensagnarios for biodiversity and ecosystem
services.

Global assessment on biodiversity and ecosystewicssr

16.  The Platform is currently preparing a global assesg of biodiversity and ecosystem
services, responding to the invitation from the féoence of the Parties in decision XlI/2
(paragraph 28). The importance of the global assess for analysing progress towards the
implementation of the Strategic Plan for Biodivers2011-2020 and the achievement of the
Aichi Biodiversity Targets was re-emphasized inigsien XllI/29. In the same decision, the
Conference of the Parties decided that the fifii@dof the Global Biodiversity Outlook should
inter alia draw on the thematic, regional and dloassessments of the Intergovernmental
Science-Policy Platform on Biodiversity and EcosystServices and any relevant scenario
analysis and modelling of biodiversity and ecogysteervices undertaken as part of these
assessments. The global assessment is due todbedthand approved by the Plenary of the
Platform at its seventh session in May 2019. It &l subsequently considered by SBSTTA at its
twenty-third meeting alongside the draft of thétfiédition of the Global Biodiversity Outlook.
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Other assessments

17.  The Plenary of the Intergovernmental Science-PoRdgtform on Biodiversity and
Ecosystem Services, at its sixth session, will msthe four regional and subregional
assessments of biodiversity and ecosystem serVare#frica, the Americas, Asia and the
Pacific, and Europe and Central Asia, respectivehyill also consider the thematic assessment
of land degradation and restoration. Once finaliaed approved by the Plenary, the implications
of these assessments for the work of the Convemtitbtve discussed by SBSTTat its twenty-
second meeting under item 6 (Updated scientifiessaent of progress towards selected Aichi
Biodiversity Targets and options to accelerate pss).

Pending assessments of the first work programme

18.  The work programme of the Platform for 2014-2018ludes three assessments which
are still pending: the thematic assessment of tistagable use of wild species; the thematic
assessment of invasive alien species; and the o@tigical assessment regarding the diverse
conceptualization of multiple values of nature atsdbenefits. The scoping reports for these
assessments have been approved in decisions IPBESd IPBES-5/1, and the Plenary is due
to consider further steps in the development of¢hassessments at its sixth sessidn. its
recommendation XX1/2, SBSTTA indicated that it give priority to the thematic assessment on
sustainable use and conservation of biodiversitg eequested the Executive Secretary to
communicate this to the Platform.

Other deliverables of the platform

19.  The work of the Platform and collaboration amongnes aimed at the implementation
of deliverables 1 (a) and 1 (b) of the Platformistfwork programme on capacity-building is
guided by the Platform’s capacity-building rollimfgan, which the Plenary of the Platform
welcomed in decision IPBES-5/T'he capacity-building rolling plan identifies tipginciples,
strategic directions, modalities and actions foitdimg and further developing the capacities of
individuals and institutions based on the priorigeds established by the IPBES Plenary. In
section Il of decision IPBES-5/1, the Plenary o tPlatform approved the approach to
recognizing and working with indigenous and locabwledge set out in annex Il to the decision.
The Multidisciplinary Expert Panel, supported bye ttask force on indigenous and local
knowledge, has undertaken first steps to implentkeatapproach, mainly its piloting in the
context of the global assessment.

20.  The task force on knowledge and data (deliverabléd) and 4 (b)) developed a process
to identify knowledge gaps and to catalyse the gdimm of new knowledge. The
implementation of the process has begun with a sfoon the Assessment of Pollination,
Pollinators and Food Production as a pilot.

21.  Arevised version of the catalogue on policy suppmrls and methodologies (deliverable
4 (c)) will be presented to the Plenary of the fBlat at its sixth session.

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22.  In decision XllI/31, the Conference of the Partiequested the Executive Secretary, to
continue collaboration with the Platform, the Uditgations Environment Programme and other
partners to promote the coordinated developmeskisting portals to facilitate access to policy
support tools and methodologies, as well as taa@laase studies and evaluations of the use and
effectiveness of such tools, taking into accoure thfferent capacities and capabilities of
countries.

1. PROPOSED PROCESS FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SECOND WORK
PROGRAMME

23.  In decision IPBES-1/3, annexed to this note foemsfce, the Plenary determined the
procedure for receiving and prioritizing requestst go the Platform. It stipulates that
Governments and multilateral environmental agre¢seglated to biodiversity and ecosystem
services can send requests to the Platform ontdmesand technical matters that require the
Platform’s attention and action and encouragesilatgtal environmental agreements to submit,
through their governing bodies or scientific sulmiglbodies, requests on behalf of Governments
and to seek to undertake joint submissions by ratdtial environmental agreements. Decision
IPBES/1/3 also details the type of information thladuld accompany the request.

24.  The note by the secretariat of the Platform on dieeelopment of a second work

programme, which will be considered by the Plermdrthe Platform at its sixth sessfpsets out

a potential process for the development of a weodgramme for the Platform beyond 2019 and
contains initial draft elements for the work pragrae prepared by the Multidisciplinary Expert

Panel and the Bureau of the Platform. Partieseédbnvention, and SBSTTA, may wish to take
into account the following points in preparing reqts for the Platform:

(@ It is envisaged that the second work programme avauipport the efforts to
implement the post-2020 biodiversity framework, ti#930 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, including the Sustainable Developm@ptls, and the Paris Agreement on
Climate Change; it would cover the period 2020-2030

(b) It might have a “rolling” nature enabling a staggkiprocess to determine some
elements of the work programme throughout the @afshe decade rather than determining the
entire programme at the beginning;

(c) The proposed deadline for the submission of (it@quests to the Platform is
30 September 2018 and a call for requests woulthloeched accordingly, following the sixth
session of the Plenary. Multilateral environmeiaigdleements would be allowed some flexibility
regarding this deadline to accommodate their résgemeeting schedules;

(d) Regional consultations could be organized eartphéprocess (first half of 2018)
to seek relevant inputs from Governments and stddels;

(e) Following review of the requests, inputs and sutiges received in response to
the call, their prioritization and further constibas a draft of a work programme for the
Platform beyond 2019 would be prepared by the Misitiplinary Expert Panel and the Bureau
for consideration by the Plenary at its seventBisas

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25. The note by the secretariat of the Platform on dieeelopment of a second work
programme also sets out considerations regardiitigliniraft elements for the second work
programme of the Platform.

€) Regarding the function of IPBES to perform reguad timely assessments of
knowledge on biodiversity and ecosystem serviced toeir interlinkages, it includes the
following potential items for discussion: The Plgnmight discuss whether it would be useful to
limit the number of assessments performed in paEradl three, for example, and the number of
assessments considered at a single Plenary sdssivo, for example. This would spread the
workload for Governments, the scientific communitye Multidisciplinary Expert Panel, the
Bureau and the secretariat;

(b) The Plenary might consider as one option, to fomughe role of marine and
terrestrial biodiversity and nature’s contributidogeople in regard to nexus issues, such as food
and water; food, water and health/nutrition; analdfowater, health and energy. A focus on such
themes could serve to address the contributionserlymgly sustainable food production,
including the quantity and quality of freshwatesaarces; improved nutrition and sustainable
agriculture; sustainable, modern energy serviced; efforts to ensure good health for all. It
could also help to consider the role of those issaechieving a good quality of life, as well as
the trade-offs between them and related policyomgti

(© The Plenary might also consider, as one optionfdstering more integration
between regional assessments, and between regiesessments and a global assessment, to
have a larger group of experts produce a singlesassent that integrates the regional and global
components. In terms of timing, one option coulddeelease it in 2028 or 2029, for example, in
accordance with the request from the Plenary tpaghe development of any follow-up to the
Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and thst&inable Development Goals beyond 2030;

(d) The Plenary might consider, as one option in thetecd of the policy-support
function of the Platform, to undertake methodolagjgssessments focusing on the effectiveness
of various policy instruments and policy suppoul$ either as stand-alone reports, such as on
governance and institutions, or as part of an assest with a broader theme, and to catalyse
their further development in a manner comparablth#b of the expert group on scenarios and
models.

26.  Another consideration set out in the note by theetariat of the Platform, is that the
Plenary might consider structuring the second waydgramme in a more integrated manner to
allow for more synergies across the four functidRgt example, any theme selected by the
Platform could include not only an assessment compb but also well-defined capacity-
building, policy support and knowledge generatiomponents.

IV. CONSIDERATIONSFOR THE PREPARATION OF A LIST OF REQUESTS
FROM THE CONVENTION FOR THE SECOND WORK PROGRAMME OF THE
PLATFORM

27. Parties and observers, in preparing their submissiand subsequently, SBSTTA, in
developing its recommendation for the ConferencinefParties on requests for the second work
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programme of the Intergovernmental Science-Poliatfétm for Biodiversity and Ecosystem
Services may wish to take into account:

(a) The experience of how the various deliverablesirayigrom the first work
programme of the Platform have been used undeCdneention;

(b) Scientific and technical needs already identifiader the Convention;

(c) Considerations regarding the needs of the Conventiat may be anticipated to
support the development and implementation of th&t-f@020 global biodiversity framework;
and

(d) Any other needs and priorities identified by then€@oence of the Parties and the
SBSTTA.

Experience of use of the deliverables from theé Wwark programme of the Platform

28.  The experience of how the deliverables arising fitv first work programme of the
Platform have been used under the Convention giewed under section Il above.

29. The Platform has undertaken assessments both aifisghematic or methodological
issues and on more overarching subjects. The sggpotess to delineate the boundaries of an
assessment is critical to address the complex#tyaated with some proposals. The utility of the
potential outcome of an assessment in informingcpohakers also needs to be considered in
decisions on the nature of proposals for the seasark programme and ultimately their
approval. SBSTTA will also take into account thiitytfor the Convention of the other work of
IPBES related to assessing knowledge; supportingypdormulation and implementation;
catalysing efforts to generate new knowledge; amtting capacity, including the work of the
various task forces of the Platform.

Scientific and technical needs identified underGoavention

30. At its seventeenth meeting, SBSTTA identified they Kindings on the scientific and

technical needs for the implementation of the 8giat Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020

(recommendation XVII/1), endorsed by the Conferente¢he Parties in decision Xll/1. This

comprehensive assessment was transmitted to ttferRlaas an input to the development of the
first work programme, complementing the broad retjue# the Conference of the Parties in
decision X1/13 which requested the Platform to adexsways in which its activities could, as
appropriate, build on, and contribute to, the fowetition of the Global Biodiversity Outlook,

contribute to assessments of the achievement ofttiei Biodiversity Targets; and provide

information on policy options available to delivilre 2050 Vision of the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020. This broad context, and ltleg findings of SBSTTA on the scientific

and technical needs, remain valid.

31. In decision XIll/29, the Conference of the Parties,the basis of the review by SBSTTA
of the conclusions of the Methodological Assessnoércenarios and Models, called upon the
scientific community to address key gaps in methiodsnodelling the impacts of drivers and
policy interventions on biodiversity and ecosystsarvices that had been identified in the
methodological assessment and develop practicaleffiedtive approaches to evaluating and
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communicating levels of uncertainty associated witenarios and models, as well as tools for
applying those approaches to assessments andotesiaking.

32. In the same decision, the Conference of the Paspsested the Executive Secretary and
invited the secretariats of the Intergovernment@Ekigke-Policy Platform on Biodiversity and
Ecosystem Services and the Intergovernmental PaneClimate Change to foster further
enhanced collaboration between the scientific conities related to these bodies working on
scenarios and models, as well as collaboration wdmmunities working on biodiversity
monitoring and data, and the policy community. Tiee=d to promote coherence between the
scenarios and related assessments prepared ioritexcof biodiversity and climate change has
been reiterated in SBSTTA recommendation XXI/1.

33. In the same recommendation, SBSTTA welcomed theiaggvork of the Expert Group
on Scenarios and Models of the Platform to devedopew set of multi-scale biodiversity
scenarios through a stakeholder-driven process, r@otthg the relevance of this work to the
process of developing a post-2020 global biodiwefsamework, recognized the importance of
the participation of indigenous peoples and locahmunities in this work, and encouraged
Parties, other Governments, indigenous peoplesl@rad communities and all stakeholders to
engage in this process.

34. SBSTTA and the Conference of the Parties have &ty highlighted the importance of
assessing effectiveness of policy measures takampéement the Convention (for example
decisions XI/2, XI/3, XII/1, XII/1 and XIlI/3 andBSTTA recommendation XXI/6.

Anticipated needs for the post-2020 global biodsitgrframework

35. In its recommendation XXI/1, SBSTTA further invitékde scientific and other relevant

communities working on scenarios and related ass=ds to take into account a number of
issues which are relevant to the development ofpthst-2020 global biodiversity framework.

The following could be relevant to the work of théergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on
Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services:

€) The broad range of underlying drivers and systend structural issues related to
biodiversity loss;

(b) Combinations of policy approaches at multiplealss and under different
scenarios;

(© The identification of potential synergies, taoffs and limitations related to
biodiversity that should be considered in ordendentify effective policies and measures to
enable the achievement of the Sustainable Develop@eals;

(d) The contributions of the collective action ofdigenous peoples and local
communities in the conservation of biological daigr and the sustainable use of its
components;

(e) The consequences of alternative scenarioshiorcistomary sustainable use of
biodiversity by indigenous peoples and local comitnes)

(9) The potential positive and negative impactproductive sectors such as inter alia
agriculture, forestry and fisheries;
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(h) Technology developments that may have positiwvenegative impacts on the
achievement of the three objectives of the Conwestas well as on the lifestyles and traditional
knowledge of indigenous peoples and local commesiti

36. In its recommendation XXI/1, SBSTTA also develomeashclusions regarding scenarios
for the 2050 Vision for Biodiversity, in which itighlighted, among other things, the types of
measures that may be needed to attain the 2050ryiscognizing that these measures could be
developed in various “policy mixes” depending or theeds and priorities of countries and
stakeholders. In the various editions of the Gld@ialiversity Outlook, the importance of links
between biodiversity and food and agriculture, udahg fisheries, were highlighted as well as
the role of spatial planning, ecosystem restoratiod protected areas, and the need to reduce
waste and excessive consumption.

37. In the same recommendation, SBSTTA recognizedpghtiways towards a sustainable
future required transformational change, reiteratleat a coherent approach is needed on
biodiversity and climate change, and that the 2@8®n is consistent with the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development and other internationallsgddBSTTA noted that scenarios and
models may be useful in informing the developmet Enplementation of the post-2020 global
biodiversity framework and that scenario analysasored to regional, national or local
circumstances provide information to feed into teg& planning for conservation and
sustainable use of biodiversity.

Other needs and priorities identified by the Coafee of the Parties and the SBSTTA.

38. In recommendation XXI/3, SBSTTA noted that the topf biodiversity and health may
be considered as a possible suggestion for thendegork programme of the Intergovernmental
Science-Policy Platform.

V. CONCLUDING REMARKS

39. Based on the considerations described above (seldtjo, and taking into account the
current plans of the Platform (section lll), Pastte the Convention, and SBSTTA, in preparing
requests for the Platform, may wish to considerfdiewing points:

(@) The need to address issues at the interface ofveisity, food and agriculture,
and health;

(b) The need to understand the behavioural, sociakjtutisnal and technical
determinants of transformational change;

(c) The potential need for a global assessment to densprogress in the
implementation of any post-2020 global biodiversigmework;

(d) The need for flexibility to allow for further inpsifrom the Convention during the
second work programme, especially given that dsious on the nature of the post-2020 global
biodiversity framework are yet to be undertaken.

40.  Any additional proposals should be made with thpeeted needs of the Convention in
support of the implementation of the post-2020 fwmork in mind. With regard to timing,
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methodological and enabling assessments mightibatized to allow their findings to be used
in the further implementation of the post-2020 feavork.

Procedure for receiving and prioritizing requests put to
the Platform

1. This procedure is intended to guide the prod¢esseceiving and
prioritizing requests put to the Platform, anddsbe applied in accordance with
other rules and procedures of the Platform. Thacpdure is not intended to
prescribe future decisions by the Platform regagdts work programme.

Receiving requests put to the Platform

2.  Governments and multilateral environmental agreats related to
biodiversity and ecosystem services can send reést@she Platform on
scientific and technical matters that require the&tferm’s attention and action.

3. Inputs and suggestions from United Nations bedédated to biodiversity
and ecosystem services, as determined by theiecéise governing bodies, are
also welcomed by the Platform. Inputs and suggastinade by relevant
stakeholders, such as other intergovernmental dzgtions, international and
regional scientific organizations, environment tritsds, non-governmental
organizations, indigenous peoples and local comtragmand the private sector,
will also be encouraged and taken into accoungpgsopriate.

(g) Availability of scientific literature and expése for the Platform to
undertake the requested action;

(h) Scale of the potential impacts, and potertienieficiaries of the
requested action;

(i) Requirements for financial and human resouresesl potential
duration of the requested action.

Prioritizing requests put to the Platform

9. All requests, inputs and suggestions shouldeloeived by the secretariat
no later than six months prior to an IPBES Plen&he secretariat should
compile requests, inputs and suggestions and nfesetavailable on the IPBES
website. The Multidisciplinary Expert Panel and Bwreau will consider and
prioritize the submitted requests, inputs and sstjgas in accordance with the
considerations outlined in paragraph 7 above.

10. The Bureau will consider requests receivedrafte deadline on an
extraordinary basis.

11. Should the Multidisciplinary Expert Panel ahé Bureau consider that
additional scoping is required to complete the ptimation of certain requests,
they will propose to the Plenary the initiationsafch scoping processes.

12. The Multidisciplinary Expert Panel and the Bawewill prepare a report
containing a prioritized list of requests, with amalysis on the scientific and
policy relevance of the requests as referred tpairagraph 7, including the
possible need for additional scoping and the ingilans of the requests for the
Platform’s work programme and resource requiremeisweeks prior to the
Plenary meeting at which those requests will bes@gred. In accordance with
the rules of procedure of the Plenary of the Platfathe secretariat will process
the report and make it available to the Plenarycfmmsideration and decision.
